Schedule of Classes





PLEASE NOTE: Dogs may only be entered in EITHER the Elementary OR Starters


OR Open level. Each level will consist of an Agility and Jumping class. Dogs will


run each class twice, giving them 4 runs in total. The better of the two runs in


each class will count towards the placings in that class. Trophies and rosettes


will be awarded separately for all three heights in each class at each level.





Please read the class and height definitions carefully as they differ in various respects


from Kennel Club ones. When deciding which level to enter a dog in, please include any awards gained up to and including 31st December. When making this decision, you need


only consider prizes and awards that the DOG has gained, not prizes and awards gained


by the handler or owner. Agility classes contain contact obstacles, Jumping classes do not.





1. Elementary


a. Elementary Agility


b. Elementary Jumping





Each class will be run twice, at Mini, Midi and Standard height.�
Elementary definition:


For DOGS which have not been placed 3rd or above in any Agility or Jumping Class at a Kennel Club or Non Kennel Club Open Agility Show. Jump height 24" for standard dogs, 20" for midi dogs and 15" for mini dogs (see height definitions below). There will be no weaves or tyre in either class at this level.�

2. Starters


a. Starters Agility


b. Starters Jumping





Each class will be run twice, at Mini, Midi and Standard height.�
Starters definition:


For DOGS which have not won any Agility or Jumping class at a Kennel Club or Non Kennel Club Open Agility Show (except Elementary). Jump height 30" for Standard dogs, 20" for Midi dogs and 15" for Mini dogs (see height definitions). Weaves will be limited to 6 poles.�

3. Open


a. Open Agility


b. Open Jumping





Each class will be run twice, at Mini, Midi and Standard height.�
Open definition:


Open to all dogs.





Jump height 30" for Standard dogs, 20" for Midi dogs and 15" for Mini dogs (see height definitions).�

Height definitions:


Mini: dogs measuring 15" or less at the withers.


Midi: dogs measuring over 15" and up to 17" at the withers.


Standard: dogs measuring over 17" at the withers.

Trophies in all classes and rosettes to at least 10%.


Clear round rosettes in all classes, plus judges' specials.

Aims of the competition


To provide a relaxed introduction to agility shows for dogs and/or handlers


that are either new to competition, or have not been competing long.





To give handlers who have won out of Starters under KC rules with one dog the


chance to work their other dogs at an easier level, i.e. Elementary or Starters. Judges


will set flowing courses in Elementary and Starters with generous course times.





By allowing handlers and dogs to run each course twice, to give them the chance


to correct any errors made on the first run, or to try out alternative approaches.





You will have the chance to try out one of the normal show jobs without the pressure of


doing so at a large show. Agility Addicts is a small club, so would very much appreciate


your help in running this show. Please fill in the appropriate box on the entry form.





Rules


1. Agility Addicts reserves the right to refuse entries.


2. Entries limited to 220 dogs. Entry fees £8 per dog (for up to 4 runs).


3. Competitors must sign and date the declaration on the entry form.


4. Please respect the venue! Pick up after your dogs and dispose of all rubbish responsibly.


5. As this is a busy equestrian centre, please keep dogs on lead at all times except when competing in the ring. Information about the exercise area will be sent out in running orders.


6. All dogs entered for competition at this show must be 18 months of age or over.


7. Due to limited space at the venue, only dogs that are entered for competition at the show may be brought into the indoor arena.


8. Bitches in season may not be entered for competition at the show, or mated at the show.


9. Puppies under 3 months of age must not be brought to the show.


10. Height definitions: Mini - dogs measuring 15" or less at the withers. Midi - dogs measuring over 15" and up to 17" at the withers. Standard - dogs measuring over 17" at the withers.


11. Competitors are responsible for ensuring that they are available for their classes.


12. Dogs must not wear any form of collar, lead or harness when competing. Handlers must not carry or have with them in the ring any training aids such as toys or tidbits.


13. Judging rules will be available at www.agilityaddicts.freeuk.com before the competition, however on the day please respect the judge's decision which is final!


14. Judges may run their own dogs not for competition on the half day they are not judging.


15. Any person handling their dog in a harsh manner may be asked to leave the show.


16. Agility Addicts is the sole arbiter in respect of all matters and disputes at this event.


17. In the unlikely event that the competition has to be cancelled, Agility Addicts reserves the right to deduct unrecoverable expenses incurred before returning entry fees.


18. Agility Addicts holds insurance for this venue, however all dogs are entered at their owner's risk. Whilst every care will be taken, Agility Addicts will not take responsibility for the loss, damage or injury to dogs, people or property whilst at this show.





Directions to the Venue:


Leave the M54 at Junction 3 and turn south on the A41 (signposted Wolverhampton). After approximately 3 miles you will see a brown sign (with "Kingswood Equestrian Centre" on it in white) on the right side of the road. This points to a left turn into a lane. The venue is about 100 yards on the right along this lane. Please drive very slowly into and around the venue!
