DIRECTIONS
Leave the M25 at J30-31 (southbound) or J30 (northbound). Follow the A13 towards Southend/Tilbury. After 5 miles leave the A13 at junction signed A128 to Brentwood. At roundabout take 5th exit signposted A1013 Grays/Blackshots Leisure Centre. Follow road for 400 yards take 1st turning on right into Rectory Rd (signposted Orsett Hospital) pass over A13 and entrance to the showground is on the right.

ELIGIBILITY & DEFINITION OF CLASSES

OPEN CLASSES: Open to all
SENIOR: Open to dogs having won at least two first prizes, one of which must be an Agility class at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary and Starter wins excepted)

INTERMEDIATE: Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starters Classes at a Licensed Agility Test

NOVICE: For dogs who have not won a total of two first prizes, at least one of which must be gained in an Agility class at a licensed Agility Test (Starters and Elementary excepted).

STARTERS: For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and/or Jumping class at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary
MINI CLASSES: Only open to dogs which measure 15 inches or less at the withers.  Jump heights will be 15 inches.

MIDI CLASSES: Only open to dogs which measure more than 15 inches and up to 17 inches at the withers. Jump heights will be 20 inches.

VETERAN: Dogs must be over 9 years old on the date of the show. Dogs must not be entered in other classes on the same day. Jumps will be set at 2 feet, the A frame will be set at 5 feet 3 inches if used. The tyre is not permitted.

MEMORIAL CLASS: Open to all that have agreed to help at the show by prearrangement (and have helped), either as ring parties or individually entered on the entry form. Open to all sizes of dog. All entry fees will be donated to charity.

AGILITY AID ALLSORTS: (Jumping). This class is open to any dog not entered in any other class on that day only. It is intended as a fun class for older dogs, new dogs and ‘don’t fit anywhere else’ dogs, so that all dogs may enjoy agility shows. Obstacle specifications are the same as for mini classes except there will be no tyre or weaves.
EUKANUBA MINI CHALLENGE RULES

Ÿ There will be eight heats of agility.

Ÿ Competitors will score 20 points for 1st place down to 1 point for 20th place. Points will be accumulated over all eight heats and the 20 dogs with the most points will qualify for the final.

Ÿ In the event of a tie, leading to more than 20 dogs being in qualifying positions, the dog/s considered most consistent overall will then qualify.

Ÿ Competitors may enter more than one dog in the heats but can only qualify one dog for the final. Should more than one dog qualify the one with the highest number of points will go through to the final.

Ÿ The winner of the Challenge will be the dog and handler with the least combined faults in the fastest combined time calculated over the two round of the final. The final consists of two rounds of agility competitions known as part one & part two.

Ÿ The competition will be held under KC rules  and regulations for Agility H(A) and any handler entering the competition  will be deemed to have agreed to abide by these rules and regulations.

Ÿ KC standard judging rules will apply and all equipment used shall be of a standard size with the exception of jumps which shall be a maximum of 15” high, tyre: maximum height to the centre 20”, long jump: maximum length 30”.

Ÿ The competition is only open to dogs who measure 15” or less at the shoulder. All dogs the judge considers of borderline height will be measured by the judge or designated steward. If it is considered that the dog is over 15” the judges decision is final.

Ÿ If a qualified handler or dog is unable/unfit to attend the final, reserves will be taken from the dog/s with the highest number of points from the heats who has not qualified.

Ÿ Rosettes will be provided to 20th place with trophies to third and a 3kg bag of Eukanuba Adult Performance to the first three places. Clear round rosettes will also be provided.

EUKANUBA MINI CIRCULAR KNOCK-OUT RULES

Ÿ There will be eight heats of the Mini Circular Knock-out and the first four places in each will qualify for the final.

Ÿ A draw  will be made for each heat.

Ÿ Competitors may enter more than one dog for each heat but may only qualify one dog for the final. Their first dog to qualify will be invited to the final. Once qualified a handler may not enter any further heats.

Ÿ The competitor to go through to the next round  will be the first to finish with the least number of faults.

Ÿ This is a circular knock-out and in the interest of safety there will be no collapsible tunnel, dogwalk or seesaw.

Ÿ The competition will be held under KC rules  and regulations for Agility H(A) and any handler entering the competition  will be deemed to have agreed to abide by these rules and regulations.

Ÿ KC standard judging rules will apply and all equipment used shall be of a standard size with the exception of jumps which shall be a maximum of 15” high, tyre: maximum height to the centre 20”, long jump: maximum length 30”.

Ÿ The competition is only open to dogs who measure 15” or less at the shoulder. All dogs the judge considers of borderline height will be measured by the judge or designated steward. If it is considered that the dog is over 15” the judges decision is final.

Ÿ It is the competitors responsibility to book in at the show and be at the ring when needed.

Ÿ Should a faster dog catch up with the other dog, the slower dog must stand clear to allow the faster dog to pass it by.

Ÿ It is the handlers’ responsibility to ensure that any dogs that are likely to be aggressive on a circular course when they pass or are passed by another dog should not be entered Any dog displaying aggressive behaviour on the course will be eliminated.

Ÿ Rosettes will be provided to 16th place with trophies to the first four places. A 3kg bag of Eukanuba Adult Performance will also be provided for the first four places.
EUKANUBA MINI/MAXI PAIRS CHALLENGE RULES

Ÿ There will be eight heats of jumping.

Ÿ Points will be awarded to the pair, which consists of the same two handler and dog combinations. Points are not transferable between different pair combinations.

Ÿ Pairs will score 15 points for first place down to 1 point for 15th place. Points will be accumulated over all eight heats and the 15 pairs with the most points will go through to the final.

Ÿ Handlers with more than one dog may enter in more than one pair. However they may only qualify in one pair for the final, excepting those with dogs of both standard and mini height who may qualify in one pair of each height. The pairs with the most points attained first will qualify for the final. No surrogate handlers will be allowed in the final.

Ÿ The winner of the Mini/Maxi Pairs Challenge will be the pair with the fastest time and least faults.

Ÿ The competition is open to two dogs with separate handlers; one dog to be under 15” at the shoulder and one dog to be over 15” at the shoulders. Dogs the judge considers of borderline  height may be measured by the judge or a designated steward. If it is considered that the dog is over or under height the judges decision is final.

Ÿ Should a qualified dog or handler within a pair be unable or unfit to enter the final reserves will be taken from the pair with the highest points who have not already qualified.

Ÿ The competition will be run under KC rules and regulations for Agility H(A) and any handler entering the competition will be deemed to abide by these rules and regulations.

Ÿ KC standard rules will apply. Equipment for the standard dog shall be of standard size. Equipment for the mini dog shall be jumps a maximum of 15”, tyre a maximum of 20” to the centre and a long jump a maximum length of 30”.

Ÿ Rosettes will be provided to 15th place with trophies to 3rd place. 3kg bag of Eukanuba Adult Performance will be provided for the first three places. Clear round rosettes will also be provided.

GALLOWAY MIDI AGILITY CHALLENGE RULES
1. Eligibility for the Agility competition will be as per the KC Regulations H for Midi height dogs in force at the time of the event. Judges may measure the placed dogs prior to the prize-giving, to ensure they comply with KC height specifications for midi dogs. Any dog not within the height range for midi dogs, in the opinion of the judge after measuring, will be disqualified.

2. The competitions must be judged under the appropriate KC regulation H in force at the time of the event. Competitors entering the competition will be deemed to have agreed to abide by these rules and regulation.

3. Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat, and may qualify more than one dog for the final. Each heat is open to all Midi dogs.

4. Qualifiers may enter further Heats for competition. Handlers who gain a place in a heat with a previously qualified dog should inform the show secretary on the day of the show of this fact.

5. The competition for the 2005 Final will consist of at least 10 and a maximum of 16 heats, with the first 2 so far unqualified dogs from each heat going through to the final.

6. Dogs placed first to fifth will be awarded points towards an additional prize for the dog/handler combination doing best in the heats overall. These will be awarded in the following way:- 1st place = 5 points, 2nd place = 4 points, 3rd place = 3 points, 4th place = 2 points, 5th place = 1 point.

SENIOR CELEBRATION GAMBLERS STAKE RULES
The first 3 places from each heat will be invited to compete in the final.  Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat, but may only qualify one dog for the final.  The first dog that a handler qualifies will run in the final.  Qualifiers may enter further heats for competition providing they are eligible.  It is most important that handlers who gain a place in a heat with a previously qualified dog should inform the show secretary on the day of the show of this fact.
RULES AND REGULATIONS AXSTANE AGILITY CLUB.

1. Dogs must at the time of entry for the Competition, be registered in accordance with Kennel Club regulations for Classification and Registration B.

2. The entry fees are shown on the front page of the schedule

3. Puppies under 18 months of age on the 19th or 20th June 2004 (respectively) are not eligible for Competition

4. The mating of bitches within the Showground is forbidden.

5. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

6. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the Show boundaries. Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test.

8. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge(s)

9. Marking will be in accordance with KC Regulations H, annex B, paragraph 4. 

10. The 'jump' obstacles will be 30 inches high for standard classes, 15 inches for mini classes and 20 inches for midi classes, unless otherwise stated.

11. Dogs may enter one height classification per day.

12. A Judge at the Show can neither compete nor enter for competition a dog in their ownership.

13. A dog shall be withdrawn from competition & removed from the Test if it is:-

         a) a bitch in season

         b) suffering from an infectious or contagious disease

         c) interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent

         d) of such a temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal; or

         e) likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing

14. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins and awards up to 7 days before the date of closing of entries will be counted when entering for any class.

15. It is a competitor’s responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

16. Precinct of the show extends to all areas of the showground.

17. All dogs must be under control and are the responsibility of the accompanying handler.

18. No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance. 

19. Any owner, competitor, handler or other person in charge of a dog is required to remove, as soon as possible any fouling caused by their dog(s) at the event and within the environs of the event.

20. Axstane Agility Club Committee reserves to itself the right to;

         a) refuse entries

         b) appoint another judge should any scheduled judge be unable to fulfil their appointment.

         c) accept no responsibility for losses, damage , injuries or errors arising from any cause whatsoever or for exhibitors missing their classes

         d) alter arrangements as necessary in consultation with the judges should circumstances dictate. Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them will be reported to the                 

              Kennel Club

         e) Defray from the received entry fees , such expenses as are necessary to cover the cost of Show preparation  should it be necessary to abandon the Show due to circumstances       beyond their control.

AWARDS AND TROPHIES

Trophies: Perpetual  Trophies in classes 14, 17 and 21 and rosette for best Gun Dog in class 14. Class 34 Rosettes to 20th and £5 each prize money for 1st -3rd places, all other classes trophies  first to third.

Rosettes: at least 10% of the class entry, clear round rosettes to all classes but must be collected on the day.

Class 20: Prizes to 3rd place, Rosettes to 10th.
