RULES AND REGULATIONS

1.
Dogs must at the time of entry for the Competition, be registered in accordance with Kennel Club regulations for Classification and Registration B.
2.
The entry fees are shown on the front page of the schedule.

3.
Puppies under 18 months of age on 19th September 2004 are not eligible for Competition.

4.
The mating of bitches within the Showground is forbidden.

5.
No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

6.
No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the Show boundaries.

7.
Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test.

8.
No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge(s).

9.
Marking – Kennel Club standard marking regulations apply.

10.
The ‘jump’ obstacles will be 30 inches high for Standard classes, 24 inches high for Elementary class, 20 inches high for Midi classes and 15 inches high for Mini classes.

11.
A Judge at the Show can neither compete nor enter for competition a dog in his or her ownership.

12.
A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is:-

(a)
a bitch in season

(b)
suffering from an infectious or contagious disease

(c)
interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent

(d)
of such a temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal; or

(e)
likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

13.
In estimating the number of awards won, all wins and awards up to 7 days before the date of closing of entries will be counted when entering for any class.

14.
It is a competitor’s responsibility to be available for his or her class and running order.  If a competitor enters more than one dog in the same class, the dogs must be run in the order drawn.

15.
The Precinct of the show extends to all areas of the showground.

16.
No more than two dogs per handler are to be off lead in the exercise area at any time, and no toys are to be thrown in the exercise area.  Anyone found to be in contravention of this rule will be asked to leave the showground.
17.
All dogs must be under control and are the responsibility of the accompanying handler.

18.
No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance.

19.
Any owner, competitor or other person in charge of a dog is required to remove, as soon as possible, any fouling by his or her dog(s) at the event and within the environs of the event.

20.
Bromsgrove DTC Committee reserves to itself the right to:

(a)
refuse entries

(b)
appoint another judge should any scheduled judge be unable to fulfil his or her appointment;

(c)
accept no responsibility for losses, damage, injuries or errors arising from any cause whatsoever or for competitors missing their classes.

(d)
alter arrangements as necessary in consultation with the judges should circumstances dictate.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them will be reported to the Kennel Club.

(e)
defray from the received entry fees such expenses as are necessary to cover the cost of show preparation should it be necessary to abandon the Show due to circumstances beyond its control.

ELIGIBILITY

ELEMENTARY : 
For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a third prize or above in an Agility or Jumping class at a licensed Agility Test.

STARTERS: 
For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility or Jumping Class at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary excepted).

NOVICE


Open to dogs who are not eligible for Senior or Advanced classes

MINI: 


Open to all dogs measuring 15” or less at the shoulder.

MIDI: 


Open to all dogs measuring over 15” up to 17” or less at the shoulder.

ANY SIZE JUMPING
Open to dogs not entered in any other class at the Show.  The class is intended to be a fun run aimed at older dogs.  Jumps will be set at mini height, weaves at Judge’s discretion.   Rosettes will be given for clear rounds (and Judge’s Specials will be awarded) but dogs will not be placed and there will be no trophies. 

First Contact Starters Agility Qualifier

The class will be judged under the appropriate KC rules in force at the time of the competition.  Competitors entering the competition will be deemed to have agreed to abide by the rules of the Kennel Club and specific regulations governing this class.  The competition is open to Kennel Club registered dogs eligible to compete at standard starter level.  Handlers may enter more than one dog in the competition and may qualify more than one dog for the final.  Once the dog has qualified for the final it may be entered in further heats for competition as long as it is still eligible for starter classes.  Handlers who have already qualified their dog for the final must report this fact to the appropriate show secretary before running the class.  If the already qualified dog qualifies again, the place will be awarded to the highest placed unqualified dog.  The first five dogs from the heat will be invited to enter into the final.  The next five dogs will be held as reserves.  In the event of the qualified dog not being able to compete in the final due to unavailability, illness or injury, the reserves will be called upon in numerical order.  In the event of the handler not being able to compete due to injury or illness a substitute handler may run the dog so long as the substitute handler is eligible for starters.  THE FIRST CONTACT STARTER AGILITY FINAL WILL BE HELD AT THE NORTH DERBYSHIRE AGILITY FESTIVAL IN JUNE 2005.

Directions to the venue

The Venue is on the A443 Ludlow to Worcester road, south of Holt Heath.

From M5 junction 7 –  leave motorway following signs for Worcester City Centre. At first roundabout turn left, taking the A4440 Worcester West. Go straight over the next 2 roundabouts. At the third roundabout take the third exit, taking the road back in towards Worcester (St. Johns). At the next roundabout take the third exit ‘Bromwich Road’ (Jet garage on your left) Continue to traffic lights, go straight over and get into left hand lane of this one-way system, bear left at McDonalds, signed to Tenbury Wells (Hylton Road - A443). Continue on the A443 through Hallow village, past Grimley Raceway, then after approx 3/4 mile look out for signs to Top Barn farm on your right. *Turn in, follow tarmac road for approx 250 yds, bear left at the bottom of the slope, follow track which will then bear right up a hill into the venue.

From M5 junction 5 –  leave motorway following signs for Droitwich A38. At traffic lights go straight ahead. Go straight ahead at roundabout, follow sign for Worcester, up onto dual carriageway. Leave at first exit, turn right to pick up the A4133 to Ombersley. In Ombersley go straight over mini roundabout, signposted  Holt Heath. Turn left in Holt at mini roundabout, follow signs for Worcester, at end of this short cut through turn left to pick up the A443. After approx 1 mile look out for windsurfing lake on your left, the entrance is approximately 100 yds from this on your left.  Proceed as above from *.
Please pick up after your dogs.
