 SHOW REGULATIONS

1.
Dogs  entered  at  Kennel  Club  Licensed  Agility  shows must be  registered  at the  Kennel Club in  accordance with  Kennel  Club  Regulations  for  Classification  and Registration B.

2.
Your attention is drawn to Kennel Club rule H.17 regarding dog fouling  ‘Any Owner, Exhibitor or Handler or other person in charge of a dog is required to remove as soon as possible any fouling caused by their dog(s) at any Kennel Club Licensed Show within the licensed  venue  including  the  car  park  and  Show  approaches.

3.
The  Show Committee  reserves  the right to alter  any arrangements  as necessary,  to refuse entries  and  to   prohibit  any  dog  not  in  a  fit  state  for  competition  through  any  cause.

4. 
All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with A Kennel Club Authority to Compete number (ATC No) before entry to the Show can be made. All overseas entries without an ATC  Number  will  be  returned  to  the  exhibitor/competitor.

5.
Dogs  under 18 calendar  months  of age on the day of the show are not eligible for entry. 

6.
No bitch in season will be allowed  to compete or stay within the  boundaries of the show.

7.
The mating of bitches  within  the precincts  of the show is  forbidden.

8.
No person  shall  carry  out  punitive  correction  or  harsh  handling  of a dog  at  any time within the boundaries of the show.

9.
The Committee reserves the right to appoint reserve or additional Judges should the need 
arise.

10
No  competitor  shall  impugn  the  decision  of  the  Judge  or  Judges.

11.
A  Judge  at  an  Agility  Test  cannot  compete  or  enter  a  dog  at  that  event.

12. Standard  marking  Kennel  Club rule H  will  apply  throughout

13. Dogs  must  not  wear  any  type  of  collar  or  lead  when  under  test.

14.
No dog/bitch is allowed in the ring at any time other than when  being judged; no practising  will be allowed in the ring.

15.
In estimating  the  number  of  awards  won,  all wins  up   to  and  including  7  days  before the date  of  closing   of  entries  shall  be  counted  when  entering  for  any  class.

16.
Competitors  briefing  will  be  held  prior  to  the  start of  each  class.  Competitors  will be allowed to  walk the  course without  dog/bitch  accompanying  the handler.

17.
It is the competitor’s  responsibility  to be  available  for their  class and  running  order. 

18.
Dogs  entered  in  the  Mini  and  Midi classes may  be  measured;   dogs  which  are  over  the required height will not be allowed to compete.

19.
When  NOT  competing  please keep  dogs under control  and on a lead at all times.  


ALL competitors   MUST  clear  up  after  their  dogs  and  use  the  designated  exercise area.

20.
Competitors  are asked  to keep  all children  under control at all times.

21.
Refunds will not be given and no alteration to entries will be allowed after the closing  date.

22.
All dogs  will be entered  at this Show  at their Owner's risk  and whilst every care will be taken the Committee will not accept responsibility for any loss, damage or injury                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                   however caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the Show.

In the event  of the abandonment  of the Show  through circumstances  beyond the control 
of the  Committee,   expenses  may be  defrayed  from  entry fees  to cover  the cost of the  Show preparation.

Not For Competition (NFC) entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over.  Details of such dogs must be recorded on the entry form and they must be Kennel Club registered – there is no entry fee for NFC dogs. Entry fee £2.00 per class. Helping members £1.70 per class.

2004/2005 RULES

1. Eligibility for the Agility Competition will be as per the K C  Regulations H for Midi height dogs in force at the time of the event. Judges may measure the placed dogs prior to the prize-giving, to ensure they comply with KC height specifications for midi dogs.  Any dog not within the height range for midi dogs, in the opinion of the judge, and not in possession of a height certificate, after measuring, will be disqualified.

2. The competition must be judged under the appropriate Kennel Club Regulations H in force at the time of the event.  Competitors entering the competition will be deemed to have agreed to abide by these rules and regulations.

3. Competitors may enter more than one dog in a Heat and may qualify more than one dog for the Final.  Each Heat is open to all Midi dogs.

4. Qualifiers may enter further Heats for competition. Handlers who gain a place in a Heat with a previously qualified dog should inform the show secretary on the day of the show of this fact.

5. The competition for the 2004 Final  will consist of at least 10 and a maximum of 16 Heats, with the first 2 so far unqualified dogs from each Heat going through to the Final.

6. Dogs placed first to fifth will be awarded points towards an additional prize for the dog/handler combination doing best in the heats overall.  These will be awarded in the following way:

1st  Place = 5 points

2nd Place = 4 points

3rd Place = 3 points

4th Place = 2 points

5th Place = 1 point
