Vapresto BSD Agility League Presentation on Sunday
Rules and Regulations

1. Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.  The registration number/Authority to Compete number will be required for each entry. From the 1st January 2001 the registration will be required on each entry (see note 28).

2. Entry fees are £2.10 per dog per class, £4.20 per pair.
Camping fees are: £20.00 per unit for 3 nights (available Friday, Saturday and Sunday nights).

3. No Prize Money is on offer.

4. The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.
5. Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible to compete for Kennel Club licensed Agility Tests.
6. Not For Competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over.  Dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form.
7. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.
8. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.
9. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.
10. Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test.
11. Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.
12. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.
13. Sponsors – Adams Agility, DogShow Diary, 24/7 Services, Pedigree.
1. Dogs will be received, at the judge's discretion, until the management closes the class.

14. Kennel Club Standard marking Regulations apply.

15. The height of the jump obstacles for Standard Dogs will be 2 feet 6 inches, for Small Dogs (Midis) will be 1 foot 8 inches and for Small Dogs (Minis) will be 1 foot 3 inches.
16. Competition for Small Dogs (Minis) - Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for small dogs are those measuring 1ft 3ins (381cm) or under at the withers.

17. Competition for Small Dogs (Midis) - Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for Midi dogs are those measuring over 1ft 3 ins (381cm) and those measuring 1ft 5 ins (432cm) or under at the withers.

18. Judges at an Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog, which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership; or handle a dog at the Test at which they are judging.

19. Withdrawal of dogs from Test - A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is:

a. A bitch, which is in season.

b. Suffering from any infectious diseases or contagious disease.

c. Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d. Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

e. Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

20. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class (14th February 2004).
21. It is the competitors' responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

22. Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.  Failure to do so may result in elimination.
23. Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

24. All dogs must, at the time of entry for the Competition, be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules & Regulations in the Competitors' name (or registration or transfer applied for).  In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owners' property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form.
25. No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except any dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.

26. All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/event can be made.  All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.
27. All dogs entered at this show are at the owners risk.  Whilst every care will be taken, the Committee and Organisers will not accept responsibility for loos, damage or injury, however caused to persons or property at the show.
28. Dogs entered in breach of Kennel Club Regulations are liable to disqualification whether or not the owner was aware of the breach.
29. Overpaid entries will NOT be refunded.
30. Competitors must follow the instructions of the Stewards with respect to parking, camping and conduct within the show boundaries.
31. Goods may NOT be sold within the precincts of the show without prior permission of Dashin’ Dogs Agility Training.
32. Rosettes and trophies will not be forwarded.

33. In the event of abandonment of the Show though circumstances beyond our control, the organising group may defray such expenses from the entry fees to cover the cost of the Show preparation from the entry fees received.
34. Campers must leave a 20ft gap between units and be equipped with own fire extinguishers.

35. No training equipment is to be erected in any area at the show.

Class Rules and Definitions



Touch & Go – The first section of the competition will contain the A Frame, Dogwalk, Seesaw, a rising spread jump and a long jump.  The first section is un-timed and dogs must successfully complete this section without faults before proceeding to the second section of the competition.  Dogs with faults will not be allowed to proceed to the second section.  The second section is timed and will contain a maximum of 10 hurdles, a rigid tunnel and 6 weaves.

Pairs Sprint (jumping) – This will contain jumping hurdles and a long jump only.  The course will be set in a ‘straight up and down’ format but does not necessarily mean it will be straight lines. There will be a baton change in a box.

Beat the Judge Jumping – This will be a normal jumping course set at the judge’s discretion.  The judge will decide on a course time before the start of the class and seal it in an envelope (this time will not be announced).  The aim of the dog and handler is to get a clear round as close to the judges specified time as possible (either above or below the time).

Veterans – Dogs entering the Standard or Mini/Midi Veteran classes must be 10 years or over on the day of the show and may not enter any other standard of classes over the weekend (Any Size Jumping excepted).  These classes will NOT include weaves or tyres.  Jump heights for Standard Veterans will be set at 2 feet and for the Mini and Midi Veterans at 7 inches.

Any Size Jumping – Open t to all dogs not entered in any other class over the weekend (Veteran’s excepted).  Jumps will be set at 15 inches for all dogs.

Juniors – All juniors must be under 18 on the day of competing.   U12’s is 11 years old or under and O12’s is 12 years old and over (but under 18).  The junior pairs can be any combination of unders or overs and dogs must be of the same height (2 standards, 2 midis, 2 minis).

Directions to the Show

From the North
Take the M6 South. Leave the M6 at junction 14 (signed Stone and Eccleshall, A34). Follow the A5013, signed to Eccleshall. After 1.5 miles turn left onto the B5405. At the T-junction in Woodseaves, turn left on to the A519 and follow signs for Newport. As you near Newport continue straight over the roundabout, at a very acute
T-junction turn right. About 100 yards on, turn left for the B5062 (signed Edgmond) follow this road for 1 mile and the showground is on the right hand side.

From the South
Take the M6 North. Leave the M6 at junction 10A (signed Telford/North Wales) and join the M54. Leave the M54 at junction 3 (signed Whitchurch). Take the A41 towards Whitchurch.  Near Newport go past the exit for the National Sports Centre. At the first roundabout go straight over, you will pass Classic Furniture on your left, at the next roundabout turn left (sign for Newport), at the next roundabout bear left you will now be on the A518. This road takes you into Newport Town Centre where you will see another mini roundabout, turn right and drive straight through the town. On the left is the B5062 (signed for Edgmond/Shrewsbury) follow this road for 1 mile and the showground is on the right hand side.

General Information

Camping

Camping is limited so please tick on the entry form whether or not you would like your entries returned if there is no remaining camping.  No arrivals will be accepted before 9.30am on the Friday morning and the gates will be locked until that time.  Please ensure you camp in the manner of Caravan/Awning/Vehicle with your caravan tow bar by the mark and ensure that no gardens connect.

Families with Young Children

We are allocating an area of the showground for families with young children.  This is an enclosed area, which will include an area for the children to play (some toys etc will be provided).  Parents are responsible for their children, as this area will not be monitored.

Camping in the area will be restricted and spaces will be allocated on a first come first served basis.  Please be aware that units without young children cannot camp in this area so you may want to camp with a group of friends instead (unless we don’t have enough interest).

ELIGIBILITY OF CLASSES (applies for standard, mini and midi dogs)





STARTERS:		For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and/or a Jumping Class at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary excepted).


NOVICE:		Open to dogs, which have not won a total of two first prizes, at least one of which must be gained in an Agility Class at a licensed Agility Test (Starters and Elementary excepted).


INTERMEDIATE:	Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starters Classes at a licensed Agility Test.


SENIOR:		Open to dogs having won at least two first prizes, one of which must be an Agility Class, at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary and Starter wins excepted).


ADVANCED:		Open to dogs having a minimum of four wins at licensed Agility Test, two of which must be gained in Intermediate, Senior or Open Agility Classes (not jumping; Elementary, Starter and Novice wins excepted).


OPEN:			Open to all.





The committee and show organisers reserve the right to appoint additional judges if required.


Pay on the Day classes will be held on all days, time and weather permitting.








The Adams Derby Novice Special (Final at Derby Show July 2004)


Rules of Competition


1. This class must be judged under the appropriate Kennel Club rules in force at the time of the competition.


2. All competitors entering the class will be deemed to have agreed to abide by the rules of the Kennel Club and the specific regulations governing this class. 


3. The competition is open to Kennel Club registered dogs eligible to compete at standard novice level. 


4. Handlers may enter more than one dog in the competition and may qualify more than one dog for the final event. 


5. Once a dog has qualified for the final it may not enter any further heats except as a not for competition entry. Handlers running not for competition with a previously qualified dog must report this fact to the appropriate Show Secretary before running in the class.  


6. The first four dogs from each heat will be invited to compete in the final. 


7. The next four dogs from each heat will be held as reserves. 


8. In the event of a dog being unable to compete in the final due to unavailability, illness or injury the reserves from that heat will be called up in numerical order. 


9. In the event of a handler being unable to compete in a heat due to illness or injury a substitute handler for the qualifying dog will be allowed to run the dog.  


10. The first section of the competition will contain the following pieces of equipment: A Frame, Dogwalk, Seesaw, a rising spread jump set at a minimum of two feet and a long jump set at a minimum of four foot six inches. The placement of these obstacles is at the Judges discretion. 


11. The first section is un-timed and dogs must successfully complete this section without faults before proceeding to the second section of the competition.  Dogs with faults will not be allowed to proceed to the second section. 


12. The second section is timed and will contain no more than fourteen but no less than twelve single pole hurdles set at two foot six inches plus a set of twelve weaves. The placement of these obstacles is at the Judges discretion. 


13. Handlers are not allowed to touch their dogs between the separate elements of the first section but may touch their dogs between the first and second sections of the competition.  


14. The object of the competition is to complete the control section of the class successfully before competing, against the clock, on a jumping course. The winner and subsequent places will be decided on the fastest time with least faults over the second section of the course.








PEDIGREE SCHMACKOS MINI AGILITY STAKES


Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat. Competitors may qualify more than one dog for the semi-final. Only one dog may qualify for the final (highest placed dog at the semi-final).


First and second placed dogs from the heats will go forward to the semi-final. The first ten will qualify for the final at Olympia, and is open for dogs who measure fifteen inches or less to the shoulder.
