EMDAC Rules

Please note this show will be run to EMDAC rules.

The Major differences are:

· 5 jump heights with option of veterans etc: to jump at lower jump height.

· Dogs that are in a higher level by virtue of wins by handler/owner with another dog may enter One level below. 

· Dogs may retain their status for the entire show year (if the handler wishes)

· Maximum height of A frame has been reduced.

· Up contacts of contact obstacles will not be marked.

· There will be no tyre obstacle in any class.

· In Introductory classes, refusals are not marked and handlers may carry a silent toy in the ring.

Dogs should be entered for the show and EMDAC will enter your dog in it’s appropriate classes. There is one entry fee for each dog which covers entry into all eligible classes.  All dogs are guaranteed a minimum of 2 runs each. 

Eligibility will be:

The top performing dogs of 2004 at EMDAC shows will automatically go direct into the Grand Prix Semi Final round and will have a warm up run in the Qualifiers Helter Skelter Class 2.

All other dogs will be entered into Grand Prix Qualifying Class 1, the top placings from this class will progress to the Semi Final.  The remainder will get a 2nd run in the Consolation Jumping Class 4.

The top placings from the Grand Prix Semi Final will progress to the Grand Prix Final which is expected to start mid afternoon.

Awards for the Final are Rosettes for 1st – 20th each for Primary, Introductory, Novice Plus and Veteran.  Trophies for 1st – 3rd  and Perpetual trophies for 1st

EMDAC Grand Prix Agility “Dog of the Year”

At this show we will be presenting trophies to the leading dogs in the EMDAC league tables.

Trophies will be awarded to the leading points scorers in Primary, Introductory, Novice, Graduate, Masters and Veteran at each jump height Micro, Mini, Medium, Maxi & Maxi Plus.

CLASS DEFINITIONS

A dog may be entered in ONE category only, Micro, Mini, Medium, Maxi or

 Maxi Plus.

Micro, Mini, Medium & Maxi classes are also open to Veteran=( dogs that are unable to perform at their designated jump height, they are permitted to enter at a jump height at which they can perform.)  Please specify Veteran on the entry form.

Agility classes have contact equipment, Jumping classes do not. 

Helter Skelter is a Jumping class. 

Micro

For dogs that measure under 11in at the withers plus veterans etc;

as defined above. Jump height will be 9in.

Mini 

For dogs that measure under 15in at the withers plus veterans etc; 

as defined above. Jump height will be 15in.

Midi

For dogs that measure over 14in but less than 18in at the withers 

plus veterans etc; as defined above. Jump height 20in.

Maxi 

For dogs that measure over 17in at the withers 

plus veterans etc; as defined above.  Jump height will be 24in.

Maxi Plus

For dogs that measure over 17in at the withers. Jump height 30in.

Level Classification A dog may be entered in ONE level only,  and must be specified in the appropriate box for each dog on the entry form. Levels are:-

Introductory, Primary, Novice, Graduate, Masters or Veteran. If  you enter at jump height less than in definitions above,  enter as Veteran.

Within each height category there will be separate awards for different ability levels. 

These award levels are (Introductory, Primary, Novice, Graduate & Masters) Also Veteran. These equate to the familiar (Elementary, Starters, Novice, Senior & Advanced.)

Status for all EMDAC shows in 2004 is that effective at 1st April 2004. Dogs may retain their status for the entire EMDAC show season (if the handler wishes).

All you need to do is tick the appropriate box on entry form. EMDAC will keep a record of results during the year. At the end of year the top performing dogs will be promoted to next level, for the following year. 

A relegation system will also operate to allow dogs to move down the levels. 

For EMDAC shows, Dogs that are in a higher level by virtue of wins by handler/owner with another dog may enter One level below.
