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Show Regulations

1.  Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel           Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.

2.  The committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.

3.  Only dogs of 18 calendar months of age and over on the day of the Show are eligible for         competition at Kennel Club licensed Agility Tests.  Not for Competition entries will be         accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over.  Details of each dog so entered          must be recorded on the entry form and must be Kennel Club registered.

4.  The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.

5.  No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

6.  No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

7.  Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves the         right to appoint another judge.

8.  No competitor shall impugn the decision of the Judge or Judges.

9.  A judge at an Agility Test cannot compete or enter a dog at that event.

10.  Dogs must not compete whilst wearing any type of collar, lead or slip chain.

11.  In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7days before the         date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class.

12.  No dog shall be allowed in any ring at any time other than when being judged: no                 practising will be allowed in the rings.

13.  The Kennel Club standard marking regulations apply.

14.  It is the responsibility of the competitor to be available at the ringside for their class when required for their running order.

15.  Handlers working more than one dog in a Class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.  Failure to do so may result in elimination.

16.  All dogs will be entered at this show at their owner's risk, and whilst the committee will take every reasonable care, it shall not accept responsibility for any loss, damage or injury  howsoever caused to dogs, people or property whilst at this show.

17.  A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is:-

a) A bitch which is in season.

b) Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease.

c) Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d) Of such a temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

e) Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

18.  Should circumstances so dictate, the Club, in consultation with the Judges, may alter             arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must         be reported to the Kennel Club.

19.  Height of jump obstacles: All classes 1 ft 3 in.

20.  Amount of entry £4.00 for pairs and £2.00 per class all other classes.

21.  No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except a registered guide dog for the blind or hearing dog for the  deaf, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the         General Committee.

Best Veteran Trophy: For overall best veteran handler in all classes.

Tournament: Classes 3, 4, 7, 8.

Brace: Two dogs one handler.  One dog to remain in box by groom.  When handler returns to box they then run the second dog.  The groom must remain in box till the course is completed. One dog to run an agility course, the other to run a jumping course.  Both dogs must be entered by one handler of both dogs.
All Heights of Shelties Mini, Midi, and Standard will compete over the same course.  Jumps will be 15".  There will be no Tyre in any of the classes.

DIRECTIONS TO VENUE:

From A3 Northbound

Leave the A3 at the exit for Bagshot (A322) and keep in the left hand lane.

At the roundabout at the bottom of the slip road, take the first exit onto the A322.

Turn left onto the A323 (Adershot Road). Continue on the A323 for 1.7 miles.

Turn right at the roundabout into Holly Lane, then left at the main college entrance.  The Arena is the 2nd turning on the left.

From M25/A3 Southbound

Exit the motorway at junction 10 (signed London (SW)/Guildford and Kingston)  and follow A3 (S).

Continue on the A3 for 5.5 miles. Exit at the Burpham Junction.

At the first major roundabout, turn right into Clay Lane.  Cross over the A3.

Turn left onto the A320 and at the next roundabout turn right into Salt Box Lane.

Turn right at the next roundabout junction with the A322.  At the next roundabout, turn left into Holly Lane and turn right at the main college entrance.  The Arena is the 2nd turning on the left.

From M3

Exit the motorway at Junction 3 (signed Woking, Guildford and A322).

Join the A322 and continue for 7.1 miles.  Just past the White Lyon public house, turn right into Holly lane, then turn right at the main College entrance.
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
