Grades will be as follows:

If you are in Starters, run in Grade 1

If you are in Novice, run in Grade 2**

If you are in Senior or Advanced, run in Grade 3

New dogs entering into the system will start at these Grades

**You may start a new dog in Grade 1 if it has not won out of starters

 even though you have to run it in Novice under k.c. rules but not for competition

 Guidelines (Yes even we need them!)
Basically we are following normal practice rules except for the following-


Points are awarded for clear round places down to 10th.

1st  = 10pts

6th = 5 pts

2nd = 9 pts

7th = 4 pts

3rd = 8 pts

8th = 3pts

4th = 7 pts

9th = 2 pts

5th = 6 pts

10th = 1 pt

 These points are accumulative and after gaining 20 points in any one Grade you proceed to the next Grade


Points will be awarded at all JaX Agility Club Competitions 


Points will be held on a computer system  


Points will be awarded in Jumping and Agility Grades separately


Points awarded in Agility Grades will count towards Jumping Grades
