SHOW RULES & REGULATIONS





Dogs entered at licensed Agility shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.


2.    Entry fees: £2.10 per dog, per class,  Pairs:  £4.00   Triples £5.00


3.    There is no prize money.


4.    Camping is £5.50 per unit, per night.


The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.


Puppies under eighteen calendar months of age on the first day of the show are not eligible for Kennel Club Licensed Agility Tests. Not for competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over. All dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form or. if applied for submitted on the day.  


The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.


8.	No bitch in season is allowed to compete.


No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of 


       the Show.


10.  Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test.


Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to the dog in the ring.


Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge, the Committee reserves the right to appoint


       another judge.


13.  No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.


14.  In all matters concerning Agility Tests the Judge’s decision is final.


15.  Sponsors as per classes stated.


16.  KC Regulation Standard marking will apply.


17.  Jump height will be 2’6” for Standard dogs, 1’8” for Midi dogs and 1.3” for Mini dogs.  Special class heights 


       will be posted prior to the competition.


18.  A judge at any Agility Test cannot compete or enter a dog on that day at that event.


19.  A dog will be withdrawn from competition and removed from test if it is:


A bitch, which is in season.


Suffering from any infectious diseases


Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent


Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.


Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing


20.	Training will not be permitted in the ring or at any time during this event


21.	In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of 


       entries shall be counted when entering for any class.


22.	It is the responsibility of the competitor to be available for their class and running order.


23.	Should circumstances so dictate, the Society, in consultation with the judges, may alter arrangements as 


	necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.


24.	In the event of abandonment of the show through circumstances beyond our control, the Committee may defray 


       any such expenses from the entry fees to cover the cost of the show preparation.


25.	All dogs are entered at this show at their owners risk and whilst every care will be taken, the Committee will 


       not accept responsibility for loss, damage or injury however caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the 


      show.


26.	No animal other than the one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its


	continuance, except a registered guide dog for the blind, or Hearing Dog for the Deaf, or dogs required for educational or 


       instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.


27.	DOG FOULING – Any owner, competitor, or other person in charge of a dog is required to remove, as soon as


	possible, any fouling caused by their dog(s) at any Kennel Club Licensed event within the licensed venue and	within the


         environs of  that event including car and caravan parks and approaches.


28.	All dogs must, at time of entry for the Competition be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules & 


	Regulations in the Competitors’ name (or registration or transfer applied for).  In the case of a partnership the 


      full Name of every partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the 


      directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the regulations.   


      A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a competition may compete as the new owner’s 


      property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the 


      Competition and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry 


      form.


29.	Entries will only be accepted on an original (or photocopy) of the Society’s entry form.


30. Throwing of toys may only take place in the designated areas. 


31. Any bank charges incurred to the Society by individual competitors circumstances will be recovered from that person.

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Classifications





Starters  


For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and/or a Jumping class at a licensed Agility test (elementary excepted).





Novice  


Open to dogs, which are not eligible for Senior or Advanced classes.





Intermediate


Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starter classes at a licensed Agility test.





Mini


Open to those dogs measuring 381 mm (1’3”) or under at the withers.





Midi


Open to those dogs measuring over 381 mm (1’3”) and those measuring 


432 mm (1’5”) or under at the withers.





Special


Any places or wins gained in any special classes do not qualify the owner, handler or dog to any advancement in Open Agility Classes. 





Graduate


Open to standard height dogs, which are not eligible for Starters and have not won a Novice class or above at an Open Agility Show. i.e. A Novice / Intermediate level handler with a new dog.





Mixi


Open to dogs under 17’’ at the withers.





Proper Dog


Open to dogs registered as ‘Crossbreed’ with the Kennel Club.





Special Novice


Open to dogs that are not eligible for Senior or Advanced and have won out of Starters in its own right.





BC/WS


Border Collie or Working Sheepdog as recorded on the Kennel Registration form.





Intermediate Pairs 50/50


A competition for two Intermediate dogs. The first dog will negotiate an agility course and the second dog will negotiate a jumping course. There may be 1 or 2 handlers





Agility Aid Allsorts Jumping


Open to any dog not entered in any other class on that day only. It is intended as a fun class for older dogs, new dogs 


And the ‘don’t fit anywhere else’ dog, so that all our dogs may enjoy agility shows. Obstacle specifications are the same as for mini classes, with the following exceptions:


No Tyre or weave poles
