	This class will commence with the Jumping section followed by the Agility section. The final will be held during lunch time of the other classes.

	


A Championship Trophy and a Kennel Club Agility Certificate will be awarded to the dog winning a Championship Agility Class provided such a dog has no faults in the final round of the class.  If the winning dog does have faults in the final round of the Championship Agility Class the award will be withheld.

A Reserve Championship Trophy and a Reserve Agility Certificate will be awarded to the dog placed second in the Championship Agility Class provided it has gained a clear round in the final round of the class. If the second placed dog has faults in the final round the award will be withheld.

Running Orders. A draw for the running order of the Agility and Jumping Rounds will be made prior to the show which must be strictly adhered to. The relevant competitors will be notified before the day of the show.

FINAL AGILITY ROUND

The draw for the final agility round will be conducted at the show,by the Judge Mrs Joan Hart ,in the presence of the competitors and a representative of the show management. This running order will be strictly adhered too.

Format of the competition

The top 20 competitors from the combined results of the 2 qualifying   rounds will contest a final round of Agility to determine the overall winner.  The top 20 places will be determined by combining the accumulated placings gained by the dogs in the qualifying rounds.

The first placed dog in the final round,having achieved a clear round, will be awarded an  AGILITY CERTIFICATE,Trophy, Sash and Rosette.

The second placed dog in the final round,having achieved a clear round,will be awarded a RESERVE  AGILITY CERTIFICATE,Trophy and Rosette.

A dog having been eliminated in either qualifying round will not be eligible for the final,  even if  placed in the top 20 placings.

The entry fee for all sections in this class will be TEN POUNDS per dog and includes the Marked Running Order published by the Society.

Ring numbers must be worn at all times

The Marked Running Order will be available to other parties on the day.

The addresses of competitors will not be published in the catalogue 

these shall only be submitted to the KC for their records only.

open to dogs having  A MINIMUM OF FOUR WINS AT A  LICENSED AGILITY TEST TWO OF WHICH MUST HAVE BEEN GAINED IN  SENIOR,intermediate OR OPEN AGILITY (NOT JUMPING) CLASSES. (ELEMENTARY , STARTER AND NOVICE WINS EXCEPTED)

OPEN TO DOGS HAVING QUALIFIED TO ADVANCED STATUS.  TO CONSIST OF 2 QUALFYING ROUNDS OF STANDARD KENNEL CLUB CLASSES,1 AGILITY AND I JUMPING CLASS AND A FINAL ROUND OF AGILITY TO BE HELD AT THE SAME SHOW.

RULES & REGULATIONS

1. DOGS ENTERED AT THE KENNEL CLUB LICENSED AGILITY SHOWS MUST BE REGISTERED AT THE KENNEL CLUB IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE KENNEL CLUB REGULATIONS FOR CLASSIFICATION AND REGISTRATION B. THE REGISTRATION NUMBER /AUTHORITY TO COMPETE NUMBER WILL BE REQUIRED FOR EACH ENTRY.
