INTERMEDIATE
Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starters Classes at a licensed Agility Test.

JUNIOR
For handlers under 18 on 19th June 2004. Classes will be divided into over 12’s and under 12’s. Please indicate date of birth on entry form.

JUNIOR BIATHLON
Entries should be made on the biathlon entry form and not on the standard show entry form. This will be sent directly from the YKC co-ordinator to all YKC members and completed forms should be returned to the address shown on the form and not to the agility show secretary.

RULES & REGULATIONS

1.
Dogs entered at the Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with the Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B. The registration number/authority to compete number will be required for each entry.

2.
Amount of entry per single dog class is £1.90 and £3.80 for pair’s class. There is no charge for NFC entries.

3.
There is no prize money at this show.

4.
The committee of Prestwick & District Dog Training Club reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.

5.
All dogs outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/test can be made. All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the competitor.

6.
Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the show are not eligible for Kennel Club licensed Agility Tests.

7.
Not For Competition entries will be accepted for dog’s aged four calendar months and over. Dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form.

8. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is prohibited.

9. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

10. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.

11. Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test.

12. Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the committee reserve the right to appoint another judge. Exhibitors are entitled to withdraw from competition, but no entry fees can be returned. If numbers warrant, the committee reserves the right to appoint an additional judge.

13. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

14. Sponsors at this show are as stated

15. Dogs will be received at any time after the commencement of the show.

16. Standard marking will apply according to Kennel Club regulations H (1) (b).

17.
The height of the jump obstacles for standard dogs will be a maximum of 762mm (2ft 6ins). The height of the jump obstacles for mini dogs will be a maximum of 381mm (1ft 3ins). The height of the jump obstacles for midi dogs will be a maximum of 508mm (1ft 8ins). The height of Jumps for Mixed Pairs Jumping – Mini / Midi dogs will compete over a maximum height of 381mm (1ft 3ins).

18.
Competition for small dogs (Minis): Those dogs eligible in competitions for mini dogs are those measuring 1ft 3ins (381mm) or under at the withers.

19.
Competition for small dogs (Midis): Those dogs eligible in competitions for midi dogs are those measuring over 1ft 3ins and under 1ft 5ins (432mm) at the withers.

20.
A judge at an Agility Test cannot compete or enter for competition, a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership; or handle a dog at the test at which they are competing.

21.
A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the test if it is: -

(a) A bitch which is in season.

(b) Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease.

(c) Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

(d) Of such temperament or it is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

22.
In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including seven days before the date of closing shall be counted when entering for any class (3rd May 2004).

23.
It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

24.
Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequences in which they have been drawn.

25.
Should circumstances so dictate, the society, in consultation with the judges, may alter arrangements as necessary. Such changes and circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

26. A dog must at the time of entry for the competition be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules and Regulations in the competitors’ name (or registration or transfer applied for). In the case of a partnership, the full name of every partner must be given. In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the regulations. A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a competition may compete as the new owners’ property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the regulations and conditions of the original entry form.

27. Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to a dog in the ring.

28.
Separate entry forms must be completed by each competitor and signed by each competitor or their authorised agent in accordance with the provisions thereon. Entry forms must be accompanied by with the appropriate fees.

29.
Competition of Dogs Suffering from Contagious or Infectious Disease – No dogs suffering from infectious or contagious diseases or having been exposed to such disease during the period of 21 days prior to the competition may compete. Competitors infringing the regulation will be liable to be fined and / or dealt with under Kennel Club rule A42.

30.
No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except a registered guide dog or by permission of the general committee.

31.
All dogs are entered at their owners risk and whilst every care will be taken to ensure the safety of all aspects of the show, Prestwick and District Dog Training Club & its members will not accept responsibility for the loss, damage or injury to dogs, persons or property at the show.

32. A briefing of competitors will be held prior to the start of each class. Competitors will be allowed to walk the course but without the dog.

33. No dog shall be left unattended at any time.

34. Every handler shall ensure that whilst the dog is competing, its correct ring number is displayed.

35.
In the event that the show has to be cancelled, Prestwick and District Dog Training Club reserve the right to defray from entries received such costs, as they deem necessary.

36.
Should any question arise not provided for in these regulations or the Kennel Club Rules, the committee’s decision shall be final subject only to appeal to the Kennel Club.

37. The times recorded by the official timekeepers will be the only recognised timings of that competition. Times recorded outside the ring by competitors or spectators will have no relevance to the timing of the competition in any way. Any competitor verbally abusing the ring parties on these matters will be asked to leave the show and may be forfeiting the chance to enter any future shows held by Prestwick and District Dog Training Club.

DIRECTIONS TO THE SHOW
From the M8 Edinburgh and M80 Stirling
· Take the M8 west through Glasgow and over the Kingston Bridge (River Clyde). Follow signs to the west for Glasgow Airport. Once over the Kingston Bridge take the second exit signposted M77 Kilmarnock. This road becomes the A77 after approx. six miles. Stay on this road, bypassing Kilmarnock, until you reach the Hansel village on your left. Once past the Hansel village you will come upon a roundabout at which you should take the slip road to the left staying on the A77. Continue along the A77 until you reach the Whitletts Roundabout. Take the 3rd exit signposted Ayr North (A719) and Racecourse. You will then pass a Renault garage on your left. Continue through 4 sets of traffic lights. Beware of speed camera after second set of lights. With the Ayr Racecourse on your left turn left at next set of traffic lights onto Craigie Road. At following set of traffic lights, turn left onto Craigie Way. After about ½ mile turn right into Beech Grove and drive straight through the campus gates. On entry into the campus, turn left towards the show ground.
