SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS


1.DOGS ENTERED AT KC LICENSED AGILITY TESTS MUST BE REGISTERED AT THE KENNEL CLUB IN ACCORDANCE WITH KC REGULATIONS FOR CLASSIFICATION FOR REGULATION B.


2.THE COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO REFUSE ENTRIES AND BAR PERSONS FROM THE SHOW GROUND.


3. PUPPIES UNDER 18 MONTHS OF AGE ON THE DAY OF COMPETITION ARE INELIGIBLE FOR KC AGILITY TESTS.


4. THE MATING OF BITCHES WITHIN THE PRECINCTS OF THE SHOW IS FORBIDDEN.


5. NO BITCH IN SEASON IS ALLOWED TO COMPETE.


6. NO PERSON SHALL CARRY OUT PUNITIVE, CORRECTIVE OR HARSH HANDLING OF A DOG AT ANY TIME WITHIN THE PRECINCTS OF THE KENNEL CLUB LICENSED SHOW.


7.DOGS MUST NOT WEAR SLIP CHAINS/COLLARS WHEN COMPETING AND BE ON A LEAD WHEN NOT COMPETING.


8. SHOULD A JUDGE BE UNABLE TO FULFIL THE APPOINTMENT THE COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO APPOINT ANOTHER JUDGE.


9. NO COMPETITOR SHALL IMPUGN THE DECISION OF JUDGE OR JUDGES.


10. STANDARD MARKING SHALL APPLY AS CONTAINED IN ANNEX B TO H REGS. ANY VARIATION TO STANDARD MARKING WILL BE GIVEN BY THE JUDGE DURING THE BRIEFING PRIOR TO THE START OF THE CLASS. TIME FAULTS ADDED IN 1/100thS OF A SECOND.


11. OBSTACLES SHALL BE ACCORDANCE WITH ANNEX B TO H REGS.


12. WITHDRAWAL OF DOGS FROM THE TEST. A DOG MUST BE WITHDRAWN IF: 


A) A BITCH IN SEASON 


B) SUFFERING FROM ANY INFECTIOUS OR CONTAGIOUS DISEASE 


C) INTERFERING WITH THE SAFETY OR CHANCES OF WINNING OF ANOTHER COMPETITOR 


D) OF SUCH TEMPERAMENT OR IS SO MUCH OUT OF CONTROL AS TO BE A DANGER TO THE SAFETY OF ANY PERSON OR OTHER ANIMAL.


E)LIKELY TO CAUSE SUFFERING TO THE DOG IF IT CONTINUES COMPETING.


13. IN ESTIMATING THE NUMBER OF WINS FOR CLASSIFICATION, ALL WINS UP TO 7 DAYS BEFORE THE DATE OF CLOSING SHALL BE COUNTED.


14. IT IS THE COMPETITORS RESPONSIBILITY TO BE AVAILABLE FOR THEIR CLASS AT THE PRESCRIBED RUNNING ORDER, 


COMPETITORS WHO ARRIVE LATE OR DO NOT RUN IN ORDER MAY BE DISQUALIFIED.


15. SHOULD THE JUDGE DECIDE IT IS REQUIRED A STANDARD MAY BE IMPOSED.


16. COMPETITORS MUST WEAR RING NUMBERS WHEN COMPETING.


17. IT IS THE COMPETITORS RESPONSIBILITY TO ENSURE THAT THE CORRECT SCORE IS RECORDED ON THE SCORESHEET, MISTAKES CANNOT BE RECTIFIED AFTER THE CLASS HAS CLOSED.


18. NO AGILITY PRACTISE OR TRAINING IS ALLOWED IN THE RING (OTHER THAN A RING SPECIALLY DESIGNATED AS A PRACTICE RING AND ONLY FOR THE PERIOD OF TIME THAT THE RING IS SO DESIGNATED).


19. PARENTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR  THE BEHAVIOUR/SAFETY OF THEIR CHILDREN UNDER 18.


20. IN THE EVENT OF CANCELLATION/ABANDONMENT THE COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO DEFRAY FROM THE ENTRIES ANY SUCH COSTS AS THEY DEEM NECESSARY.


21. DOGS ARE ENTERED AT THEIR OWNERS RISK AND WHILST EVERY CARE WILL BE TAKEN THE COMMITTEE, OFFICIALS OR SPONSORS WILL ACCEPT NO RESPONSIBILITY FOR LOSS, DAMAGE OR INJURY HOWEVER CAUSED TO DOGS, PERSONS OR PROPERTY WHILST AT THE SHOW.


22. ROSETTES SHOULD BE CLAIMED AT THE SHOW AND PRESENTATIONS IN GENERAL WILL TAKE PLACE AS SOON AS PRACTICAL AFTER THE CONCLUSION OF THE CLASS.  IF DEMAND EXCEEDS SUPPLY OF CLEAR ROUND ROSETTES THESE WILL BE SENT TO COMPETITORS WHO HAVE NOT CLAIMED THEIR AWARD AT THE SHOW.


24. ENTRY £2.00 PER CLASS. £4.00 PAIRS.


25. ENTRIES WILL ONLY BE ACCEPTED ON OFFICIAL ENTRY FORMS (PHOTOCOPIES ACCEPTED)


26. A JUDGE AT AN AGILITY SHOW CANNOT COMPETE OR ENTER A DOG(on the day of their judging appointment..)


27. JUMP HEIGHT WILL BE 30” FOR  STANDARD HEIGHT DOGS, 15” FOR MINI HEIGHT DOGS, 20" FOR MIDI HEIGHT DOGS 


28. SHOULD CIRCUMSTANCES DICTATE THE SHOW COMMITTEE, IN CONSULTATION WITH THE JUDGE(S), MAY ALTER ARRANGEMENTS AS NECESSARY. SUCH CHANGES AND CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING THEM MUST BE REPORTED TO THE KENNEL CLUB.


29. OWNERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CLEARING UP AFTER THEIR DOGS, SUITABLE ARRANGEMENTS WILL BE MADE FOR DISPOSAL.


30.NO ANIMAL OTHER THAN ONE OFFICIALLY ENTERED SHALL BE BROUGHT INTO THE PRECINTS OF THE EVENT DURING ITS CONTINUANCE, EXCEPT DOGS REGISTERED TO ASSIST THE DISABLED,OR DOGS REQUIRED FOR EDUCATIONAL OR INSTRUCTIONAL PURPOSES OR BY THE GENERAL PERMISSION OF THE COMMITTEE


31. A dog at time of entry must be registered as required by the Kennel Club RULES AND REGULATIONS IN THE COMPETITORS NAME (OR REGISTRATION OR TRANSFER APPLIED FOR). IN THE CASE OF DOGS RECORDED AS OWNED BY ALIMITED COMPANY, THE DIRECTORS AND THE SECRETARY OF THE LIMITED COMPANY WILL BE JOINTLY CONSIDERED FOR THE PURPOSE OF THE REGULATIONS. A DOG ACQUIRED SUBSEQUENT TO ENTRY HAVING BEEN MADE AT A COMPETITION MAY COMPETE AS THE NEW OWNERS’S PROPERTY PROVIDED THAT AN APPLICATION FOR THE TRANSFER HAS BEEN FORWARDED TO THE KENNEL CLUB BEFORE THE COMPETITION, AND THE NEW OWNER HAS UNDERTAKEN TO ABIDDE BY THE REGULATIONS AND CONDITIONS OF THE ORIGINAL ENTRY FORM.

CLASS 10. GALLOWAY MIDI AGILITY CHALLENGE QUALIFER 2004/2005 RULES


Eligibilityfor the Agility competition will be as per the KC Reg H for Midi height dogs in force at the time of the event. Judges may measure the placed dogs prior to the prize giving, to ensure they comply with KC height spec for midi dogs. Any dog not within the height range for midi dogs, in the opinion of the judge after measuring, will be disqualified.


The competition must be judged under the appropriate KC Reg H in force at the time of the event. Competitors entering the competition will be deemed to have agreed to abide by these rules and regulations.


Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat, and may qualify more than one dog in the final. Each heat is open to all midi dogs.


Qualifiers may enter further Heats for competition. Handlers who gain a place in a Heat with a previously qualified dog should inform the Show  Secretary on the day of the show of this fact.


The competition for the 2005 Final will consist of a least 10 and a max of 16 heats, with the first 2, so far unqualified dogs from each heat going through to the final.


Dogs placed first to fifth will be awarded points towards an additional prize for the dog/handler combination doing the best in the heats overall. 


These will be awarded the following way:- 1st place = 5 points, 2nd place = 4 points, 3rd place = 3 points, 4th place = 2 points, 5th place = 1 point.


The final will be held at Tatton Park, in June 2005. The winner of the final will receive a £100 voucher as well as a trophy and rosette.
