NOVICE


For dogs which have not won a total of two first prizes in 





Novice, Intermediate, Senior, Advanced or Open at a

INTERMEDIATE

Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starters 





at a licensed Agility Test.

ABC AGILITY
The competition is open to all dogs excluding Border Collies, Working Sheepdogs and their crosses. (Any Breeds but Collies.) In the event of a dispute, the judge’s decision will be final. 

OPEN



Open to all.

MINI



For dogs not exceeding 15’’ at the shoulder.

MIDI



For dogs over 15’’ but not exceeding 17’’ at the shoulder





(All mini and midi dogs may be measured)

MINI/MIDI PAIRS

Any combination of mini/midi dogs.

SP JUNIOR JUMPING
For handlers under 12 or 18 years of age on the day of the Show

SHOW REGULATIONS

1 Dogs entered at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows must be registered by the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club regulations for classification and registration B.

2 Entry fees £2.00 per dog per class,  S.V.A.C. Members £1.50 per dog per class Pairs £3.00 or £2.50 S.V.A.C. Members.

3 No prize money will be paid at this show.

4 The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.

5 All puppies must be registered and entered with number in entry form NFC.

6 Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible for  entry in licensed Agility Tests.     

7 The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden

8 No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

9 No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

10 Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves to itself the right to appoint another judge.

11 No competitor shall impugn  the decision of the judge or judges.

12 Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test

13 KC Regulations Standard Marking will apply.

14 Standard jump height will be 2’6’’.Elementary 2’0’’ Midi 20’’ and Mini 15’’

15 A judge at an Agility Test cannot compete or enter a dog at that event.

16 All dogs must be entered at this Show at their owners risk an whilst every care will betaken the Committee will not accept responsibility for loss, damage or  injury however caused to dogs persons or property while at the show.

17 In the event of abandonment of the show through circumstances beyond our control the Committee may defray such expenses from the Entry Fees to cover the cost of the Show preparation.

18 TRAINING WILL NOT BE PERMITTED IN THE RING BEFORE, DURING OR AFTER THE SHOW.

19 A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from test if it is 

a. A bitch in season

b. Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease.

c. Interfering with the safely or chance of winning of an opponent.

d. Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or animal.

e. Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing

20 IT IS THE COMPETITORS RESPONSIBILITY TO BE AVAILABLE FOR THEIR 

CLASS AND TO RUN THEIR DOG IN THE CORRECT RUNNING ORDER.

Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the judges, may alter     

             arrangements as necessary. Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be 

             reported to the Kennel Club.

No refunds after closing date or requests for special running orders will be entertained.

23 The owner, competitor handler or other person in charges of a dog at Kennel Club licensed

Events must at all times ensure that the dog is kept under proper control whilst at the licensed venue, including its environs and approaches.

24 WOODLAND AND SURROUNDING FIELDS ARE STRICTLY OUT OF BOUNDS.

25 Incorrect entries and late entries will be returned

26 AN ADDITIONAL £15.OO FEE WILL BE CHARGED ON ANY CHEQUE NOT ACCEPTED BY OUR BANK AND RETURNED TO DRAWER.

27 Competitors not clearing up after their dogs will be told to leave the Show.
