For your entry fee you also have access to a warm-up ring (in the outdoor school, so weather permitting),.  Refreshments (tea, coffee, biscuits, cakes) will also be provided, but NOT lunch, and there are no catering facilities, so pack your own lunch if staying all day.

Schedule of Classes

Elementary Classes will be held in the morning, commencing at 8.30 am

Starters classes will be held in the afternoon.

Each class will be run over mini / midi and Standard jump heights.  Each dog may be entered in ONE category only (ie Elementary OR Starters)

Show information:

This agility event is one of a series, designed to increase the number of shows held over the winter season, by combining the chance for a day “training” at shows.  The concept offers the opportunity to get a second chance at 2 courses in a day – ie 4 runs for your money.  Please support us as we try to launch this concept, by offering to help out on the rings. 

The exercise area provided is very small due to frequently waterlogged paddocks, and access to the outdoor school has been provided to help warm up your dogs instead.  This makes it even more critical that you pick up after your dogs.

Also please note that parking will be limited, so please respect the guidance of our parking helpers.

CLASS DEFINITIONS:

A dog may be entered in ONE category only, Elementary, or Starters.  Qualifying status is that applicable to a dog on 30th November 2003.

Agility classes have contact equipment, Jumping classes do not. 

Elementary

For Dogs which have not gained a third prize or above in an Agility and/or Jumping Class at a Open Affiliated or Non Affiliated Agility Test.  Jump height 24” for standard dogs, 20” for midi dogs and 15” for mini dogs as per KC height definitions.  There will be no tyre, seesaw or weaves in this category.

Starter

For Dogs which have not won an Agility and/or Jumping class at an Open Affiliated or Non Affiliated Agility Test.  (Elementary excepted)     Jump height 30” for standard dogs, 20” for midi dogs and 15” for mini dogs as per KC height definitions.  Weaves will be limited to 6 poles.

Awards

Trophies for 1st to 3rd.

Rosettes to a minimum 10%, plus specials, and awards for most consistent performance.

Helpers

For this event to run smoothly your is help is required.   As this is a training show day, your assistance will be greatly appreciated, and we can offer you the chance to try out your skills on some of the more daunting show jobs (or so people say!), without pressure. Please volunteer some of your time by filling in the appropriate boxes on the entry form. 

RULES 
1. WAG reserve the right to refuse entries. In the event of over-subscription, entries may be limited.

2. Competitors enter at their own risk and must sign and date the declaration on the entry form.

3. In the unlikely event that any Match is cancelled, the organisers reserve the right to deduct unrecoverable expenses incurred before returning entry fees.

4. Please respect the venue and pick up after your dogs, and also dispose of all rubbish responsibly.

5. Customary agility competition rules apply, the judges decision is final!

6. Customary height definitions apply – ie Mini = under 15” at the withers, Midi = 15” to 17 “ at the withers, Standard = over 17” at the withers.

7. Competitors are solely responsible for ensuring that they are available for their classes.

8. WAG are sole arbiters in respect of all matters and disputes at this event.

9. All dogs must be 18 months of age to be entered in this show.

10. Dogs must be kept on lead in the exercise area.

11. Have fun with your dogs!
