RULES AND REGULATIONS


1.  	Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed agility shows must be registered at The Kennel Club in accordance  with the Kennel Club  Regulations for Classification and Registration B.


2. 	Entry Fees: £1.90per dog per class, ( helping WAS members £1.25)


3. 	Awards as listed under sponsors rules: The Agility Club / Majestic Crystal, Adams Agility, Pedigree. In all other classes rosettes will be awarded from 1st to 10% of entry and trophies from1st to 3rd. WAS will also add rosettes to sponsored classes to 10% of entry.


4. 	The Show Committee, or its appointed representative, reserve the right to alter any of the arrangements as necessary, to refuse entries, or prohibit any dog not in a fit state for competition through any cause from competing at the test.


5. 	Puppies under 18 months of age on the day of the show are not eligible for  Kennel Club Agility Tests. 


                PUPPIES UNDER 4 MONTHS OF AGE ARE NOT ALLOWED AT THE SHOW


6.  	The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.


7.  	No bitch in season is allowed to compete.


8. 	No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling at any time within the boundaries of the show.


9.	Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when competing under test.


10.	Should any judge be unable to fulfill their appointment, the committee reserve the right to appoint  a reserve judge. 


11.	No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge.


12.	Classes are sponsored as listed on the front of this schedule.


13.	Dogs will be received on the show site any time after 7am. 


14.	Standard marking as per Kennel Club Regulations for Agility Tests will apply : these can be viewed in the secretary's tent.


15.	The maximum height of the hurdles will be 2' 6'', except mini classes where it will be 15"and midi classes 20".


16.	Mini dogs : Those eligible are dogs measuring 1ft 3ins (38.1cm) or under at the withers.


17.	Midi dogs : those eligible are dogs measuring over 1ft 3ins but under 1ft 5ins (43.2cms) at the withers.


18. 	A judge at an Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog recorded in their/or part ownership or handle a dog at the Test at 


                which they are judging.


19. 	Withdrawal of dogs from Test ; A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the test if it is :


a) a bitch in season.  b) suffering from any infectious or contagious disease.  c) interfering with the safety of or the chances of    winning of an opponent. d) of such temperament or so much out of hand as to be a danger to safety of any person or animal.


  	e) likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues to compete.


20.  	All wins up to and including 7 days before the date of the entries closing shall be counted when entering a class.


21.  	It is the competitors responsibility to be available for their class and running order. Any competitor failing to report to the ring on time, resulting in missing their class/turn will be disqualified from that class.


22.  	Should circumstances so dictate the Society in consultation with the judges may alter arrangements as necessary.


23.   	Dogs must be registered as required by the Kennel Club in the competitors name or registration or transfer applied for. In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given.


24.  	No animal except those officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the show except registered assistance dogs. All non competing dogs must be entered on the form as not for competition 


  	No dog will be allowed in the ring at any time except when being judged. No training allowed in the ring.


25.  	All dogs are entered at the show at their owners risk and whilst every care will be taken, Worcester Agility  Society will


 	not accept  responsibility for loss, damage or injury, howsoever caused, to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.


26.  	In the event of the abandonment or cancellation of the show through circumstances beyond the Society's control, the


  	Committee must defray such expenses from the entry fees to cover the cost of the show preparation.


27.  	COMPETITORS MUST NOT CARRY OR USE TIDBITS OR TRAINING AIDS IN THE RING.


CLASSIFICATION OF CLASSES :


STARTERS :� Open to OWNERS, HANDLERS and DOGS who have not won a first place in any standard class at a licensed Agility Show. (Elementary excepted)


NOVICE :�  Open to dogs which are not eligible for Senior or Advanced Classes 


INTERMEDIATE :�  Open to all, except dogs eligible for Elementary or Starters at a Licensed Agility Show.


SENIOR :� Open to dogs having won at least 2 first prizes at a licensed Agility Test, one of which must be an agility class (Elementary & Starter wins excepted)


OPEN :� Open to all.


MINI :�  Open to dogs not exceeding 15 inches at shoulder. Any dog competing that is found to exceed 15 ins. will be disqualified and reported to the Kennel Club.


MIDI :� Open to dogs measuring over 15 inches but not exceeding 17 inches at the shoulder, any Dogs found to be over sized will be reported to The Kennel Club.


JUNIOR :� UNDER 12 / OVER 12 : age as on the day of the show

THE AGILITY CLUB STARTERS AGILITY CHALLENGE


Eligibility for the Agility Competition will be as per KC Regulations (H)A for Starters in force at the time of the event. The competition must be judged under the appropriate Kennel Club Regulations(H)A in force at the time of the event. Competitors entering the competition will be deemed to have agreed to abide by theses rules and regulations. Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat but may only qualify one dog for the final. Each heat is open to all eligible Starters but only "Agility Club" members at the time of the heat can qualify for the Final. Qualifiers may enter further heats for competition providing they are eligible. Handlers who gain a place in a heat with a previously qualified dog should inform the show secretary on the day of the show of this fact. 


The final will take place at the Agility Club Show on Saturday, 31st July 2004 at Newbury Showground, Newbury, Berks.


Awards: Trophies to 3rd, Rosettes to 15th ( W.A.S. will provide additional rosettes down to 10% of entry)


This class is sponsored by  Majestic Crystal.





MINI / MIDI TFO


Dogs will compete over an agility course with set maximum time. Dogs will leave the course on a signal that either the time is over or at the first instance of any error (i.e. fault).


The winner is the dog which completes the highest number of obstacles within the set time.





ANY SIZE JUMPING


This class is really aimed at older dogs – any dog entered in this class may not enter any other class on the day including juniors. Jumps will be set at mini height, weaves at judges discretion.








DIRECTIONS





Top Barn Farm is situated on the A443, on the west side of Worcester, between Worcester and Holt Heath.





From M5 junction 7 –  leave motorway following signs for Worcester City Centre. At first roundabout turn left, taking the A4440 Worcester West. Go straight over the next 2 roundabouts. At the third roundabout take the third exit, taking the road back in towards Worcester (St. Johns). At the next roundabout take the third exit ‘Bromwich Road’ (Jet garage on your left) Continue to traffic lights, go straight over and get into left hand lane of this one way system, bear left at MacDonalds , signed to Tenbury Wells (Hylton Road - A443). Continue on the A443 through Hallow village, past Grimley raceway, then after approx ¾ mile look out for signs to Top Barn farm on your right. Turn in, follow tarmac road for approx 250 yds, bear left at the bottom of the slope, follow track which will then bear right up a hill into the venue.





From M5 junction 5 –  leave motorway following signs for Droitwich A38. At traffic lights go straight ahead. Go straight ahead at roundabout, follow sign for Worcester, up onto dual carriage way. Leave at first exit, turn right to pick up the A4133 to Ombersley. In Ombersley go straight over mini roundabout, sign posted  Holt Heath. Turn left in Holt at mini roundabout, follow signs for Worcester, at end of this short cut through turn left to pick up the A443. After approx 1 mile look out for windsurfing lake on your left, the entrance is approximately 100yds from this on your left. Turn in, follow tarmac road for approx 250 yds, bear left at the bottom of the slope, follow track which will then bear right up a hill into the venue.
