RULES AND REGULATIONS

1.
Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club 
Regulations for Classification and Registration B.
2.
Entry Fees: All classes £1.80 per dog per class, £3.60 per Pair.  Wrexham DA Members helping £1 per entry, £2 per Pair.
3.
Prizes: No prize money will be given.  
4.
The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.  All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/event can be made.  All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.
5.
Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible for Kennel Club licensed Agility Tests.
6.
The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.
7.
No bitch in season is allowed to compete.
8.
No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.

9.
Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test.

10.
Not for Competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over.  Dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their detailed recorded on the entry form.

11.
Should a Judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.
12.
No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.
13.
Dogs will be received at any time but if the latecomer has missed their running order of any classes entered those entries may be forfeited.
14.
Marking.

a. 
Standard marking (which must be used in standard classes).
b.
Cumulative Marking / Time Faults - Faults incurred for failure to negotiate obstacles will be added to the faults incurred for failure to complete course in set time. A single fault or part thereof will be added for each second over the set time. Actual time will be recorded and rounding up or rounding down is not permitted.

c.
Other Marking - Any variation in the form of marking must be clearly defined to all competitors prior to competition.


There will be no variation to standard marking in standard classes.
15.
The height of hurdles for standard dog classes will be a maximum of 2 feet 6 inches.  The height of hurdles for mini dog classes will be a maximum of 1 foot 3 inches.  The height of the hurdles for Midi dogs will be a maximum of 20 inches.
16.
Competition for Mini and Midi Dogs:

Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for Mini dogs are those measuring 1 foot 3 ins or under at the withers.
Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for Midi dogs are those measuring between 1 foot 3 ins and 1 foot 5 ins or under  

at the withers.

17.
A judge at any Agility Test cannot compete or enter a dog at that event.
18.
Withdrawal of dogs from Test

A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is: -

a.
A bitch, which is in season.

b.
Suffering from any infectious diseases or contagious disease.

c.
Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d.
Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

e.
Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.
19.
In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including Saturday 19 July 2004 (which is 7 days before the closing date of entries) shall be counted when entering for any class.
20.
It is the competitor’s responsibility to be available for their class and running order.
21.
Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.
22.
All dogs at the time of entry for the Competition must be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules and Regulations in the Competitors name (or registration or transfer applied for).  In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations.  A dog acquired subsequently to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owners property providing that an application for transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form.
23.
No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except a registered guide dog for the blind or hearing dog for the deaf, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.  The precincts are defined as the main stadium grassed area inside the perimeter rails.
24.
No entries will be accepted on entry forms other than the official Wrexham D.A.C. entry form fully completed together with the correct entry fee.

25.
It is the competitor’s responsibility to provide a water filled fire bucket, which must be placed outside their tent/awning. 

26.
Rosettes will be awarded to approximately 10% of each class.  Trophies 1st – 3rd in each class except in Special Mini/Midi Pairs Jumping where trophies will be awarded 1st – 2nd. 

27.
Clear round rosettes will be awarded for starters and novice classes.

SCHEDULE AND ELIGIBILITY OF CLASSES 
A dog may enter a maximum of 4 classes per day, plus 2 Junior classes.

If a dog exceeds its number of designated runs, it will be excluded from the highest eligible standard agility class.

Eligibility of Classes for Saturday 4 and Sunday 5 September, 2004

Starters - For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and / or a Jumping Class at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary excepted)

Novice - Open to dogs, which are not eligible for Senior or Advanced Classes.

Intermediate - Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starters Classes at a licensed Agility Test.

Senior – Open to those dogs not eligible for Elementary, Starters and Novice

Mini/Midi Pairs Jumping – a Pair may consist either of Minis, Midis or one of each, the class will be run over mini height.

O12 eligibility must be between 12 years or over and under 18 years at closing date, 26 July, 2004.

U12 eligibility must be 11 years and under at closing date, 26 July, 2004.

Special ABC Classes – open to all standard dogs except border collies, working sheep dogs or their crosses. In the event of dispute the judge’s decision will be final.

Special Any Size Jumping – this competition is open to all dogs not competing in any other class over the weekend of the Open Agility Show.  The course will not contain a tyre, long-jump or weaves.  

Adams Derby Rules 2004

1. This class must be judged under the appropriate Kennel Club rules in force at the time of the competition.

2. All competitors entering the class will be deemed to have agreed to abide by the rules of the Kennel Club and the specific regulations governing this class.

3. The competition is open to Kennel Club registered dogs eligible to compete at novice level.

4. Handlers may enter more than one dog in the competition and may qualify more than one dog.

5. Once a dog has qualified for the final it may not enter any further heats except as a not for competition entry.  Handlers running not for competition with a previously qualified dog must report this fact to the appropriate Show Secretary before running in the class.

6. The first four dogs from each heat will be invited to compete in the final.

7. The next four dogs from each heat will be held as reserves.

8. In the event of a dog being unable to compete in the final due to unavailability illness or injury the reserves from that hear will be called up in numerical order.

9. In the event of a handler being unable to compete in a heat due to illness or injury a substitute handler for the qualifying dog will be allowed to run the dog.

10. The first section of the competition will contain the following pieces of equipment:

A-frame, Dogwalk, See-saw, a rising spread jump set at a minimum of two feet, and a long jump set at a minimum of four foot six inches.

11. The first section is un-timed and dogs must successfully complete this section without faults before proceeding to the second section of the competition.

12. The second section is timed and will contain no more than fourteen but no less than twelve single pole hurdles set at two foot six inches plus a set of twelve weaves.

13. Handlers are not allowed to touch their dogs between the separate elements of the first section but may touch their dogs between the first and second sections of the competition.

14. The object of the competition is to complete the control section of the class successfully before competing against the clock on a jumping course.  The winner and subsequent places will be decided on the fastest time with least faults over the second section of the course.

GALLOWAY MIDI AGILITY CHALLENGE 2004/2005 RULES
1. Eligibility for the Agility Competition will be as per the K C Regulations H for Midi height dogs in force at the time of the event. Judges may measure the placed dogs prior to the prize-giving, to ensure they comply with KC height specifications for midi dogs. Any dog not within the height range for midis dogs, in the opinion of the judge after measuring, will be disqualified. KC measurement records will be accepted after 1st July 2004.

2. The competition must be judged under the appropriate Kennel Club Regulations H in force at the time of the event.  Competitors entering the competition will be deemed to have agreed to abide by these rules and regulations.

3. Competitors may enter more than one dog in a Heat, and may qualify more than one dog for the Final.  Each Heat is open to all Midi dogs.

4. Qualifiers may enter further Heats for competition.  Handlers who gain a place in a Heat with a previously qualified dog should inform the show secretary on the day of the show of this fact.

5. The competition for the 2005 Final will consist of at least 10 and a maximum of 15 Heats, with the first 2 so far unqualified dogs from each Heat going through to the Final.

6. Dogs placed first to fifth will be awarded points towards an additional prize for the dog/handler combination doing best in the heats overall. These will be awarded in the following way:- 1st place = 5 points, 2nd place = 4 points, 3rd place = 3 points, 4th place = 2 points, 5th place = 1 point
