Maxi – for dogs measuring over 17” at the withers (Jump height 24” max) For dogs who either are not yet jumping 30” or are Veteran.

Standard – for dogs measuring over 17” at the withers (Jump height 30” max)

Dogs must not wear any form of slip or chain collar whilst under test but may wear a flat collar of wither webbing or leather. No disc is allowed when it is attached by a ring but a flat identification bar incorporated in the collar is acceptable.

No toys or titbits allowed in the rings.

There will be no tyre obstacle in any classes.

In the unlikely event that the show has to be cancelled, the show 

management reserve the right to deduct unrecoverable expenses 

incurred before returning entry fees.
