Schedule of Classes
Please read the following Agility Addicts class and height definitions carefully.
Handlers new to our shows: please read the Frequently Asked Questions before entering.

When entering your dog, include awards gained up to and including 16th May 2005.

Remember: don’t count results gained at Limited or Capped shows such as ours!

You need only consider prizes and awards that the DOG has gained, not ones gained by the
owner/handler. Agility classes contain contacts (any combination of A-frame, Dogwalk, Seesaw),
Jumping classes do not. The A-frame will be set one notch lower than top height for ALL dogs.

a. Elementary Agility
b. Elementary Jumping

e. Elementary Time Fault & Out
	Elementary definition:
For DOGS which have NOT been placed 3rd or above in an Agility or Jumping Class at an Independent or Kennel Club OPEN Agility Show (results in Special classes are excepted). 
No weaves, spread or tyre in Elementary (except class D).

	2. Starters
a. Starters Agility
b. Starters Jumping
c. Starters Touch and Go
d. Starters Jump and Gamble

e. Starters Time Fault & Out
	Starters definition:
For DOGS which have NOT won an Agility or Jumping class at an Independent or Kennel Club OPEN Agility Show (wins in Elementary and equivalent, or Special classes, excepted).
Maximum 6 weaves in Starters classes.

a. Open Agility

b. Open Jumping
c. Open Touch and Go

	Open definition:
Open to all dogs.

	4. Veterans
a. Veteran Agility
b. Veteran Jumping
Same course as Elementary Agility/Jumping.
	Veteran definition:
Open to dogs aged 9 years or above on 24th July ’05.
Jump heights: Std/Maxi 20”, Midi 15”, Mini 10”.
No weaves, spread or tyre in Veteran classes. 


Dog and Jump Height definitions:
Mini: dogs measuring 15" or less at the withers. Jump height 15".
Midi: dogs measuring over 15" and up to 17" at the withers. Jump height 20".
Maxi: dogs measuring over 17" at the withers. Jump height 25". Tyre at full height.
Standard: dogs measuring over 17" at the withers. Jump height 30".
Draft Schedule – Judges to be confirmed
Awards:
Trophies in all classes, rosettes to at least 10%. Clear round rosettes in all classes.

Separate awards for each height in Elementary, Starters and Open as entries permit.

Heights with an entry below 4 dogs will be combined, Maxi with Std, Midi with Mini.
We reserve the right to combine all four heights if total numbers in a class are very low.
Veteran awards may be joint or split Std/Maxi and Midi/Mini, depending on entries.
Our thanks to Show Offs Rosettes for their kind sponsorship of the Jump and Gamble class.

Agility Addicts Show Rules

1. Agility Addicts reserves the right to refuse entries. Closing date 16th June 2005.

2. Entries limited to 150 dogs plus 20 Veterans. Entry fees £10 per dog, £4 per Veteran.

3. Awards gained up to 16th May 2005 must be included when deciding which level to enter your dog in.

4. Competitors must sign and date the declaration on the entry form. One form per handler.

5. Exercise area: only one dog off lead per handler, and do not let dogs off lead that are not reliable around livestock! Handlers not cleaning up after their dogs will be asked to leave the show.

6. This is a busy equestrian centre. Please keep dogs on lead when not competing in the ring.

7. All dogs entered for competition at this show must be 18 months of age or over.

8. Due to limited space at the venue, only dogs entered for competition at the show may be brought inside the indoor arena. Please keep other dogs outside. Thank-you in advance for your co-operation.

9.  Bitches in season may not be entered for competition at the show, or mated at the venue.

10.  Puppies under 3 months of age must not be brought to the show.

11. Height definitions: Mini - dogs measuring 15" or less at the withers. Midi - dogs measuring over 15" and up to 17" at the withers. Maxi and Standard - dogs measuring over 17" at the withers.

12.  Competitors are responsible for ensuring that they are available for their classes.

13.  Dogs may wear a flat nylon or leather collar, without attachments, when competing. 

14.  Handlers must not have with them in the ring any training aids such as toys or tidbits.

15.  Marking of faults, including contacts, to be in line with Kennel Club rules. The judge's decision is final!

16.  Judges may run their own dogs for competition when they are not scheduled for judging.

17.  Any person handling their dog in a harsh manner will be asked to leave the show.

18.  Agility Addicts is the sole arbiter in respect of all matters and disputes at this event.

19.  In the unlikely event that the competition has to be cancelled, Agility Addicts reserves the right to deduct unrecoverable expenses incurred before returning entry fees.

20.  All dogs are entered at their owner's risk. Whilst every care will be taken, Agility Addicts will not take responsibility for the loss, damage or injury to dogs, people or property whilst at this show.

21.  Monday 19th July is the last date on which any changes may be made to the class or height your dog is entered in. Please note that such changes will NOT be possible on the day of the show.

Touch and Go classes
1. The Touch and Go course will be similar for each of the three levels (Elementary, Starters and Open).

2. The untimed Touch section will start with the Table obstacle, and also consist of each of the three contacts (Dogwalk, A-frame, Seesaw). The timed Go section will be a course consisting of Jumps, Rigid Tunnel, Long Jump. Weaves (not Elementary) and Spread (not Elementary) at judge’s discretion.

3. ALL Dogs may complete BOTH sections of the class, even if they are faulted in the Touch section.

4. Any faults in the Touch section will be scored as an Elimination with 100 faults. An Elimination in the Go section will also be scored as 100 faults. Other faults in the Go section will be scored as normal. A dog can, however, only gain a maximum of 100 faults on each section of the course, 200 faults altogether.

5. The winner will be the dog with least faults, in the event of a tie the dog with the fastest jumping time.

Jump and Gamble classes
1. The first part of the course will consist of a straightforward timed Jumping section conforming to Elementary rules. The same course layout will be used for all three levels (Elementary, Starters, Open).

2. Dogs gaining clear rounds on the Jumping section will proceed to the Gamble.

3. The Gamble will give handlers the choice, for bonus points, of completing EITHER a sendaway over a jump into a tunnel (handler staying behind a sendaway line), OR a set of 6 weaves (handler with dog).

4. OR alternatively, for double points, there will be the option of a Supergamble, to form a combination of the Tunnel Gamble and Weave Gamble, worked in one go from behind the tunnel sendaway line.

5. Only one attempt may be made at the chosen Gamble or Supergamble, and handlers must inform the judge of their choice of Tunnel Gamble, Weave Gamble or Supergamble before attempting it.

6. The winner will be the dog that gains the highest number of bonus points on the Gamble. In the event of a tie, the winner will be the dog with the fastest jumping time. 

Time Fault and Out classes
1. The Time Fault and Out course will be similar for each of the three levels (Elementary, Starters and Open), with any obstacle changes being in accordance with the permitted obstacles for each level.

2. The judge will set a maximum course time, and the idea of the class is to get as far around the course (even starting the course over again) and complete as many obstacles as possible during this course time.

3. In the event of a fault, handler and dog must leave the course immediately via the finish jump.

4. The winner will be the dog that completes the most obstacles within the course time or before faulting, and in the event of a tie, the dog that stops the clock at the finish in the shortest time. 

Directions to the Venue:

Leave the M54 at Junction 3 and turn south on the A41 (signposted Wolverhampton). After approximately 3 miles, turn left into County Lane (brown sign with "Kingswood Equestrian Centre" on it in white at the turn). Caution - narrow lane! The venue is about 100 yards on the right along this lane. Please drive very slowly into the venue, and park where indicated by our team of helpers.
Frequently Asked Questions
Here are some of the questions we’ve been asked about previous shows

Q: What is an Unaffiliated Agility Show?

A: One which is not licensed by the Kennel Club. Any wins gained at our shows will not count towards promotion at Kennel Club shows. There is very little difference with regard to the facilities at the show (e.g. show standard equipment from Adams Agility, electronic timing by Taryntimers, onsite café).
Q: Do I need to be a member of Agility Addicts in order to compete at your shows?

A: No. Our shows are open to all handlers and dogs, and unlike some other organisations there are no registration fees, either for the dogs or the handlers. You simply pay your entry fees for the show. 
Q: Does my dog have to be registered to compete at your shows?
A. No, it does not need to be registered either with the Kennel Club or with ourselves. And you should only give your dog’s pet name on the entry form, not its Kennel Club or any other registered name.

Q: I am new to competition. Which level should I enter my dog in?

A: That depends mainly on whether you wish your dog to do a set of weaves in all its classes or not. Elementary level does not contain weaves (except for some Special classes), Starters level does. As a general rule, it is advisable always to enter your dog in the lowest level or classes it qualifies for.

Q: What is the difference between Standard and Maxi heights? – seem to be the same dogs!
A. Yes, Standard and Maxi heights do cover the same range of dogs, those over 17” at the withers. However, you the competitor are given a choice in the height you wish your dog to jump. Standard height (30”) is suitable for dogs that are confident jumpers already competing regularly, and Maxi (25”) height is more suitable for dogs very new to competition, or who are struggling over the higher jumps.
Q: Can I change my mind about the height or level my dog is entered in after the closing date?

A: Yes, because we are an independent show we are able to be flexible about this. If your dog measures out of Mini or Midi, or you ‘win out’ at another show in the meantime, or your new Standard competing dog does not progress at training as fast as you had anticipated, get in touch. Please note, however, that any such changes are only possible up to FIVE days before the date of the show (see Show Rule 21).
Q: If I win a class at your show, does that mean I have to enter the higher level next time?

A: No it doesn’t. Our shows are LIMITED by number of dogs allowed to enter. If you look at the Level definitions on page 2 of this schedule, you will see that you need only consider results gained at OPEN, unlimited shows when deciding which level to enter your dog at. You will need to enter a higher level if you win out at a Kennel Club or Independent Open show (n.b. UKA shows are not Open shows).

Q: Is it true that dogs can now wear collars when competing at agility shows?
A: Yes, you can now choose to leave a collar on your dog when competing, but you don’t have to. The collar must be some sort of flat collar (e.g. flat leather, braided nylon). No check chains! There must be no attachments (e.g. name tags) fitted to the collar other than the D-ring you clip your dog’s lead to.

And finally – not a question any of  you have ever asked, but one we wish some of you had done!

Q: What is the size of an A5 envelope?

A: Fold this A4 sheet of paper in half (no, not the long thin way!) and you’ve got A5 size. That’s the size of envelope we want competitors to send as their SAE, with a First Class stamp on it please. It is also helpful if the envelope is self-seal. Just you try stuffing dozens of envelopes with running orders!
