CAMPING or STORING CARAVANS BETWEEN LUNE VALLEY and BARROW SHOWS **
We are very grateful to it-barks who have agreed that competitors, on payment of the camping fee to it-barks of £20, may stay on their pitch on the Showground without entering the it-barks show. Competitors may alternatively leave/store their caravan on their pitch between Lune Valley and Barrow shows on payment of £4 per day to it-barks for Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday.

Please note camping may be limited and a place booked at Lune Valley or It-Barks does not guarantee you a place at Barrow. If camping is important to your entry then please enter early to ensure you are not disappointed. Only those NOT obtaining a camping place will be notified.
ELIGIBILITY AND DEFINITION OF CLASSES.

In the following definitions of classes, first prize wins are those gained at any Kennel Club Open Licensed Event. (ie: Invitation and Special Classes excepted.)

Agility Classes to include contact points and Jumping Classes where there are no contact obstacles.  With this proviso classes are defined as follows:

STARTERS - For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and/or Jumping class at a licensed test. (Elementary excepted)

SPECIAL GRADUATE NOVICE - Open to dogs which have never been placed 1-10th in any standard class except Starters, Elementary or Special.

NOVICE - Open to dogs which have not won a total of two first prizes, at least one of which must be gained in an Agility class at a Licensed Agility Test (Starters and Elementary excepted.)

SENIOR.- Open to dogs having won at least two first prizes, one of which must be an Agility Class, at a Licensed Agility Test (Elementary and Starter wins excepted) 

OPEN - Open to all.

VETERAN -  Open to all dogs aged nine years or over on the closing date of the Show, (Mon. 2nd May). They may not be entered in any other classes at this show.

MINI.

Open to all dogs which measure fifteen inches (381mm) or under at the withers.

MIDI. - open to all dogs which measure over fifteen inches (381mm) and seventeen inches (432mm) or under at the withers.

SPECIAL ABC CLASS - Open to all standard dogs except Border Collies, Working Sheep Dogs or their crosses. In the event of dispute, the Judge’s decision will be final.

SPECIAL BC CLASS.- Open to all Border Collies, Working Sheep Dogs and their crosses.
RULES AND REGULATIONS

1.
Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.  The registration number/Authority to Compete number will be required for each entry.  

2.
Entry Fees: All classes £2-20 per dog per class.

3.
Prizes: No prize money will be given.  Trophies and Rosettes will be awarded as stated in daily awards list together with details of sponsors.

4.
The Committee of BIFDTC reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.  

5.
Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible for Kennel Club licensed 
Agility Tests.

6.
Not For Competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over.  Dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form.

7.
The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.

8.
No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

9.
No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.

10.
Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test. A flat, close fitting leather or webbing collar is 
permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar. Ie Not attached 
by a ring.

11.
Should a Judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.

12.
No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

13.
Class sponsors are: Tuffstuff, Central Stores, Eileen Belshaw, Nicky and David Crossley and Josie and Malcolm 
McCann.
14.
Kennel Club Standard marking regulations will apply.  Marking is:

a. 
Standard marking (which must be used in standard classes).
b.
Cumulative Marking / Time Faults - Faults incurred for failure to negotiate obstacles will be added to the faults incurred for failure to complete course in set time. A single fault or part thereof will be added for each second over the set time. Actual time will be recorded and rounding up or rounding down is not permitted.


c.
Other Marking - Any variation in the form of marking must be clearly defined to all competitors prior to 


competition.



There will be no variation to standard marking in standard classes.
15.
The height of hurdles for standard dog classes will be a maximum of 2 feet 6 inches.  The height of hurdles for midi dog classes will be a maximum of 1 foot 8 inches and for mini dog classes will be a maximum of 1 foot 3 inches.

16.
Competition for Mini Dogs - Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for Mini dogs are those measuring 1 foot 3 ins or under at the withers.  

17.
Competition for Midi Dogs - Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for Midi dogs are those measuring over 1 foot 3 inches and those measuring 1 foot 5 inches or under at the withers.

18.
A judge at any Agility Test cannot compete or enter a dog at that event.

19.
Withdrawal of dogs from Test


A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is: -


a.
A bitch, which is in season.


b.
Suffering from any infectious diseases or contagious disease.


c.
Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.


d.
Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.


e.
Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

20.
In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including Monday 25th April (which is 7 days before the closing date of entries) shall be counted when entering for any class.

21.
It is the competitor’s responsibility to be available for their class and running order.  Dogs will be received at any time but if the latecomer has missed their running order of any classes entered those entries may be forfeited.

22.
Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.  Failure to do so may result in elimination.

23.
Should circumstances so dictate the Club, in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

24.
All dogs at the time of entry for the Competition must be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules and Regulations in the Competitor’s name (or registration or transfer applied for).  In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owner’s property 


providing that an application for transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form.

25.
No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except a registered guide dog for the blind or hearing dog for the deaf, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.  The precincts are defined as the area directly around the competition rings.

26.
All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/event can be made.  All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.

27.
Anyone found deliberately not cleaning up after their dog will be told to leave the show ground and will forfeit all remaining entries.

28.
No entries will be accepted on entry forms other than the official B.I.F.D.T.C. entry form fully completed together with the correct entry fee.

29.
All dogs entered at this show are at the owner’s risk. Whilst every care will be taken, the Committee and organisers will not accept responsibility for loss, damage or injury, however caused, to persons, dogs or property at this Show.

30
No dog suffering from any infectious or contagious disease or having been exposed to such disease during the period of 21 days prior to the competition may compete.  Competitors infringing this Regulation will be liable to be fined and / or dealt with under Kennel Club Rule A42. No such dog may be present within the boundaries of the Show.

31
In the event of abandonment of the Show through circumstances beyond our control, the Committee would defray such expenses from the entry fees received to cover the cost of show preparation and any non retrievable expenses before issuing refunds.

32.
All UK entries must have the KC or ATC number entered on the entry form otherwise they will not be allowed to enter.

33.
Separate entry forms must be completed by each competitor and must be signed by the Competitor, or his authorised agent, in accordance with the provisions specified thereon.  The appropriate fees must accompany entry forms.

34.
Campers must remain within their allocated space and must not obstruct the roadways.

35.
Training equipment is not allowed.

36.
Goods may not be sold within the precincts of the show without prior permission of the Committee.

37
All regulations are correct at the time of going to press. The Kennel Club are reviewing these regulations and the Committee will follow the amendments once finalised.

38.
Internet entries will be accepted via www.ishowservices.com.
39.
It is the competitor’s responsibility to provide a water filled fire bucket, which must be placed outside their 
tent/awning.  This rule will be strictly enforced.
