MAXIMUM THREE RUNS PER DOG PLEASE
SHOW RULES AND REGULATIONS 

1. Dogs entered at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.

2. Entry Fees: £2.00 Non members, £1.00 helping members per dog per class, £4 pairs.£12 per flyball team. Pounds sterling only 

3. The Committee reserves the right to refuse entries.

4. All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/event can be made. All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor. 

5. Not for competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over. Details of such dogs so entered must be recorded on the rear of the entry form and must be Kennel Club registered.

6. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.

7. No bitch in season will be allowed to compete.

8. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog.

9. Should a Judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the committee reserve the right to appoint another Judge.

10. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the Judge or Judges.

11. A Judge at a Kennel Club Licensed Agility Test cannot compete or enter a dog in that event.

12. All dogs entered are at their own risk, and whilst every care will be taken, the Committee will not accept any responsibility for the loss, damage or injury howsoever caused to dogs, people or property whilst at this Show.

13. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class.

14. A list of the Sponsors is detailed within schedule.

15. It is the responsibility of the competitor to be available for their class and running order

16. Standing Kennel Club marking will apply

17. The height of the jump obstacles will be 30” standard, 20” midi, 15” mini.

18. A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from test if it is: -

a) A bitch that is in season.

b) Suffering from any infectious diseases or contagious disease.

c) Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d) Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

e) Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing

19. All incorrect Entries will be returned.

20. Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary. Such changes and circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

21. In the event of abandonment of the Show through circumstances beyond our control the Committee may defray such expenses from entry fees to cover the cost of the Show preparation.

22. No animal other than the one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the show area.

23. Training will not be permitted in the ring before, during or after the show. 

24. Each dog may enter a maximum of three classes per day.

25. Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure the dogs compete in the sequence they are drawn

26. Adults who accompany children are responsible for their children’s behaviour, actions and safety.

6. All handlers must be members of the YKC

7.   Each team is only allowed one member in the 18-25 year age group

The first four handlers and dogs in each heat to go forward to the Final.

Heats

A heat would need to be split into two parts subject to the number of dogs entered exceeded KC maximums.  This would mean a duplicate of prizes with the first two handlers and dogs in each part going forward.

1st Prize + rosette and / or card  Plus Product Prize / Voucher

2nd Prize + rosette and / or card Plus Product Prize / Voucher

3rd  Prize + rosette and / or card plus product prize / voucher

4th  rosette and / or card plus product prize / voucher

1 - 20th rosettes

CSJ Novice Agility Qualifier - Rules & Regulations

Eligibility for the competition will be as per the Kennel Club classification for Novice in force at the time.

The competition must be judged under the appropriate Kennel Club Rules in force at the time of the event.

Competitors entering the competition must be deemed to have agreed to abide by those Rules and Regulations.

Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat, but may only qualify one dog for the final. 

Each heat is open to all competitors eligible for Novice.

Qualifiers may enter further heats for competition, providing they are eligible.  

Handlers who gain a place in a heat with a previously qualified dog should inform the Show Secretary on the date of the show of this fact.

The competition will consist of 7 heats with the first 4 from each heat going through to the final, 5th and 6th place being

reserves for that heat.  

In the event of someone qualifying more than once for the final, reserves will be taken from the appropriate heat.

Surrogate Handlers will not be allowed.

STARTERS                 For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and /or Jumping class at a licensed Open Agility Test (Elementary excepted)

NOVICE 
        Open to dogs which are not eligible for Senior or Advanced classes
INTERMEDIATE        Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starters classes at a licensed Agility Test.

SENIOR
Open to dogs having won at least two first places, one of which must be an Agility class, at a licensed      Agility Test. (Elementary and Starters excepted)

JUNIOR                     Open to handlers aged 16 or less on the day of the show

MINI                          Open to dogs measuring 1ft 3ins or under at the withers

MIDI                          Open to dogs measuring between 1ft 3ins and 1ft 5ins at the withers

Dogs may only compete over one height classification.

Official KC measurers will be available at our show.

We regret due to the size of the venue, there will be no overnight camping available to competitors.

From North west

Join A5 from M6(J/M6toll. After about 10 miles turn right onto A452 (Chester Road). Continue along this until reach traffic lights next to Hardwick Arms. Turn right into Little Hardwick Road, and the venue is about ½ mile on the right.
