CLASSIFICATION OF CLASSES

Elementary:
For owners, handlers or dogs that have not gained a third prize or above in an agility and/or a jumping Class at a licensed Agility test.

Starters:
For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and/or a Jumping Class at a licensed Agility test (Elementary excepted).

Novice:
For dogs which have not won a total of two first prizes, at least one of which must be gained in an Agility Class at a Licensed Agility Test (Starters and Elementary excepted).

Open:
Open to all

Mini:
Open to small dogs that measure 15ins (381mm) or under at the withers.

Midi:
Open to dogs that measure over 15ins (381mm) and not over 17ins (432mm) at the withers.

If your dog competes as a Mini or Midi, you may not enter it in any of the standard classes.

Veteran:
For dogs, 9 years and over (as of closing date), no longer able to compete at 30" but quite capable at 24".  A dog entered in this class may also enter class 11 but no other class.

Any Size:
This class is intended for all sizes of dogs that are not entered in any other class, except for, veteran, at this show, and is particularly suitable for inexperienced dogs or handlers and those dogs that are unable to compete at their full height. There will be no weaves, tyre or contact equipment.

SHOW REGULATIONS

All KC Rules as laid down in the KC Year Book 2004/2005 apply with the following amendment:

Rule 10 Competing c. now states:

“Dogs must not wear any type of slip, half-slip collar or lead when under test.   A flat, close fitting, leather or webbing collar is permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar, ie not attached by a ring”

The following rules are specific to this show:

Entry Fees will be £2.00 per class for non-Cippenham (Slough) D.T.C. Members and £1.00 per class for Cippenham (Slough) D.T.C. Members).  NFC dogs - free.  Camping £4.00 per unit.

2. 
Maximum Jump Heights. Class 1,2,10 ~ 24"; Classes 3-9 inclusive ~ 30"; Classes  11-14  inclusive ~ 15";

Classes 15-17 inclusive ~ 20".

Entry eligibility: in estimating the number of awards won, all wins in standard classes up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class. (15/4/2005)
