Withdrawal of dogs from competition - A dog shall be withdrawn from 


competition and removed from an Agility Test and/or Flyball Competition 


if it is:- 



a.
A bitch which is in season.



b.
Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease.



c.
Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an 




opponent.

d.
Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

e.
Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

     19.
Animals allowed in Event - No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except a registered guide dog for the blind or hearing dog for the deaf, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.

     20.
Not for Competition (NFC) entries will be accepted for dog’s aged 4 calendar months or over, and must be KC Registered details of such dogs must be recorded on the entry form.

      21.
Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that their dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so may result in elimination.

22. Judges at this Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership.

All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/event can be made. All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.
