Rules and Regulations

1. Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.  The registration number/Authority to Compete number will be required for each entry. From the 1st January 2001 the registration will be required on each entry (see note 28).

2. Entry fees are £2.20 per dog per class.
Camping fees are: £45.00 per unit for the full week (available Sunday night to Saturday night inclusive), £15.00 for the weekend only (Friday and Saturday nights) and £5.00 per night for additional Saturday and Sunday nights.

3. No Prize Money is on offer.

4. The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries.
5. Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible to compete for Kennel Club licensed Agility Tests.
6. Not For Competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over.  Dogs must be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form.
7. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.
8. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.
9. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.
10. Dogs must not wear any type of slip, half-slip collar or lead when under test. A flat, close fitting, leather or webbing collar is permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar ie. not attached by a ring

11. Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.
12. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.
13. Sponsors –Dog Games, It-Barks, First Contact
14. Dogs will be received, at the judge's discretion, until the management closes the class.

15. Kennel Club Standard marking Regulations apply.

16. The height of the jump obstacles for Standard Dogs will be 2 feet 6 inches (including Elementary), for Small Dogs (Midis) will be 1 foot 8 inches and for Small Dogs (Minis) will be 1 foot 3 inches.
17. Competition for Small Dogs (Minis) - Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for small dogs are those measuring 1ft 3ins (381mm) or under at the withers.

18. Competition for Small Dogs (Midis) - Those dogs eligible to compete in competitions for Midi dogs are those measuring over 1ft 3 ins (381mm) and those measuring 1ft 5 ins (432mm) or under at the withers.

19. Judges at an Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog, which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership; or handle a dog at the Test at which they are judging.

20. Withdrawal of dogs from Test - A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is:

a. A bitch, which is in season.

b. Suffering from any infectious diseases or contagious disease.

c. Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d. Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

e. Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

21. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class (11th June 2005).
22. It is the competitors' responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

23. Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.  Failure to do so may result in elimination.
24. Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

25. All dogs must, at the time of entry for the Competition, be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules & Regulations in the Competitors' name (or registration or transfer applied for).  In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owners' property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form.
26. No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except any dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the General Committee.

27. All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/event can be made.  All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.
28. All dogs entered at this show are at the owner’s risk.  Whilst every care will be taken, the Committee and Organisers will not accept responsibility for loss, damage or injury, however caused to persons, dogs or property at the show.
29. Dogs entered in breach of Kennel Club Regulations are liable to disqualification whether or not the owner was aware of the breach.
30. Overpaid entries will NOT be refunded.
31. Competitors must follow the instructions of the Stewards with respect to parking, camping and conduct within the show boundaries.
32. Goods may NOT be sold within the precincts of the show without prior permission of Dashin’ Dogs or the committee.
33. Rosettes and trophies will not be forwarded.

34. In the event of abandonment of the Show through circumstances beyond our control, the organising group will defray such expenses from the entry fees received to cover the cost of the Show preparation and any non-retrievable expenses before issuing refunds.
35. Campers must remain within their allocated space and MUST NOT obstruct the roadways.  All units must be equipped with own fire extinguishers and/or bucket of water at the tow bar.

36. Training equipment is not allowed.  Any complaints will be dealt with.
37. DOGS ARE NOT TO BE LEFT LOOSE IN ‘GARDEN’ AREAS OR TETHERED TO VEHICLES WITHOUT BEING ATTENDED.
38. Dogs may only be entered into one height classification for the whole week.
39. Dogs entered in Veteran or Any Size jumping classes may not be entered in any other classes for the whole week.
40. Dogs are limited to a maximum of 3 runs per day excluding junior classes.
41. No more than 2 dogs off-lead per person in the exercise area.

The committee and show organisers reserve the right to appoint additional judges if required.

ELIGIBILITY OF CLASSES
ELEMENTARY:

For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a third prize or above in an Agility and/or Jumping class at a licensed Agility Test.
STARTERS:

For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and/or a Jumping Class at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary excepted).

NOVICE:


Open to Dogs, which are not eligible for Senior or Advanced Classes.

INTERMEDIATE:

Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starters Classes at a licensed Agility Test.

SENIOR:


Open to dogs having won at least 2 first prizes, one of which must be an Agility Class, at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary and Starter wins excepted).

ADVANCED:

Open to dogs having a minimum of 4 wins at a licensed Agility Test, 2 of which must be gained in Intermediate, Senior or Open Agility (not Jumping) Classes (Elementary and Starter and Novice wins excepted).

OPEN:


Open to all.

MINI:


Open to dogs measuring 1ft 3ins (381mm) or less at the withers.

MIDI:


Open to dogs measuring over 381mm (1ft 3ins) and those measuring 432mm (1ft 5ins) or under at the withers.

GUNDOG:

Open to all Gundogs at Standard, Midi and Mini height (all dogs will compete against each other over the same course at the dog’s applicable height).
ABC:


Open to all standard height dogs that are NOT Border Collies, WSDs or their crosses.
VETERAN:

Open to all dogs 10 years or over if a BC or WSD and 8 years or over for other breeds (including Minis & Midis), on the day of the show.
JUNIORS:

All juniors must be under 18 on the day of competing.   U12’s is 11 years old or under and O12’s is 12 years old and over (but under 18). 

NOVICE GRADUATE: 
Open to all dogs that have not been placed 10th or higher in any class at a KC Open show, not including Elementary, Starters, Novice Graduate or special classes.
Please note that dogs may only be entered in one height classification over the whole week (i.e. Minis, Midis or Standard).
Dogs entered in either Veterans or Any Size classes on any one-day may not enter any other type of classes over the week apart from Veterans or Any Size.
Class Rules and Definitions
Jumping Sprint – This will contain jumping hurdles, long jump and rigid tunnel only.  The course will be set in a fast and flowing manner – hence the name of sprint.

Tunnel Exchange – 2 handlers must run ONE dog over a jumping course including a rigid tunnel but not a soft tunnel.  One of the handlers must position themselves at the end of the tunnel and one will start the course with the dog.  When the dog goes through the tunnel, the next handler will take over as the dog exits the tunnel and complete the remaining part of the course.

Helter Skelter – A jumping course set in a spiral starting from the outside going in and then back out. 

Veterans – These classes will NOT include weaves or tyres and the Agility classes will not include a seesaw but will include a lowered a-frame.  Jump heights for Standard Veterans will be set at 2 feet and for the Mini and Midi Veterans at 7 inches (see eligibility above).
Any Size Jumping – Jumps will be set at 15 inches for standard dogs and 7 inches for mini and midi dogs (see eligibility above) and will not contain a tyre or weaves.  The course time will be 60 seconds.
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Starters Agility

A TOTAL OF 10 QUALIFYING CLASSES FOR STANDARD HEIGHT STARTER DOGS

RULES

1. All qualifiers will be starter agility classes held under Kennel Club rules and regulations.

2. The top five places in the class from each heat (not split) will qualify for the final.

3. If the heat is split the top three dogs from each part will qualify for the final.

4. Once a dog has qualified for the final, it will still be allowed to run for competition in further heats if it still eligible for starter competitions. However if a dog that has already qualified, qualifies again, the qualifying place will go to the next highest placed dog that has not qualified.

5. Handlers may qualify more than one dog for the final.

Note: If the entries for a heat are split the number of qualifying heats may increase.
THE FINAL - The final will be held at the North Derbyshire Dog Agility Festival, show 2006.

All unplaced finalists will receive a special finalist rosette.

The top 10 places will receive a placing rosette. The top three places will receive a trophy. 

The overall winner will receive a £100 voucher for First Contact Agility and Flyball Equipment.

General Information

Camping

Camping is limited so please tick on the entry form whether or not you would like your entries returned if there is no remaining camping and enclose an SAE.  No arrivals will be accepted before 2.00pm on the Saturday unless by prior arrangement and the gates will be locked until that time (please remember that there is nothing going on so you don’t need to rush and all spaces are pre-allocated).  Please ensure you camp as directed by the Marshals (any problems please see the show secretary or manager – do not take issue with the marshals, they are only volunteers).


Generators

We are happy for people to use generators, but they must not be running after 8.30pm and we would request, on behalf of other people camping near you, that you do not run them all throughout the day as a matter of courtesy.
Families with Young Children

We are again allocating an area of the showground for families with children, which will include an area for the children to play (some toys and play equipment will be provided).  Parents are responsible for their children, as this area will not be monitored.

If you wish to camp in a group in this area, then please get all members of your group to put down to camp in the family area (at least one in your group must have children).

· Rosettes will be provided to around 10% in all classes (some may be just over or just under depending on entries).  Clear round rosettes provided.  Please read below for sponsored classes.
· Trophies in all classes based on the number of rosettes provided.

· Certificates for 1st place in all ‘normal’ classes (i.e. NOT Special classes).

· It-Barks Veteran Jumping – Rosettes to 5th place and trophies to 2nd place in the Mini/Midi, rosettes to 10th place and trophies to 3rd place in the standard.
· Dog Games Any Size Jumping – Rosettes to 20th place.

· First Contact Starters Agility – Rosettes to 20th place (if less than 10%, Dashin Dogs will supply extra rosettes), trophies to 3rd place.

DIRECTIONS

Please note that there are many routes to the venue and we have chosen the most suitable directions for vehicles with caravans.  It is up to you if you choose a different route, but we would advise people towing to avoid Wrexham town centre.

From the North (directions from Chester A55)

Leave the A55 at junction 36.  Exit the roundabout onto the A483 toward Wrexham.  At the next roundabout go straight across staying on A483.  Continue on dual carriageway for approximately 12 miles and leave at the exit signposted Johnstown (Bangor on Dee).  Turn left at the junction onto B5426.  Continue for about 3 miles until you come to a crossroads.  Turn left toward Marchwiel and Wrexham on A528.  At Marchwiel turn left at the junction onto A525 toward Wrexham.  Venue is about ¼ of a mile on your left.

From the South & East

Leave the M6 at junction 16.  Take A500 to Nantwich. At Nantwich follow signs for A534 Wrexham.  Continue on A534.  On approaching Wrexham you will cross the River Dee.  Take the next left signposted Cross Lanes (B5130).  Stay on this road for about 5 miles where you will come to a set of traffic lights at Cross Lanes.  Turn right onto A525 to Wrexham and Marchwiel.  Drive through Marchwiel and the venue is about ¼ mile on your left.

From Oswestry

Take the A5 toward Chester this then becomes the A483.  Leave the A483 at the exit signposted Johnstown (Bangor on Dee).  Turn right at the junction onto B5426.  Continue for about 3 miles until you come to a crossroads.  Turn left toward Marchwiel and Wrexham on A528.  At Marchwiel turn left at the junction onto A525 toward Wrexham.  Venue is about ¼ of a mile on your left.

To the Vets (approx. 10 miles)

Leave the venue at your nearest entrance and head toward the main road (A525) and turn right.  Turn right in Marchwiel onto the A528 toward Overton.  After Overton, ensure you turn right to continue on A528 toward Ellesmere. Stay on this road until you come into Ellesmere.  At the roundabout take the 4th exit onto Willow Street (A495).  Take the first right into Brownlow Road and the Vets is down the road on the left.
