SHOW  REGULATIONS

1. The show will be held under the Licence, Rules and Regulations of the Irish Kennel Club Ltd.

2. The Show will be held at Newbridge House, Swords, Co. Dublin. The park gates will be open at 9.30 am. Judges briefing at 9.45 am.  Judging starts at 10.00 am sharp. Judges briefing 9.45 am, park gates open 9.30am).

3. Entry fees are Euro €3 / Sterling £2 for first entry per competitor; Euro €2 / Sterling £1.50 for each subsequent entry per competitor.  Cheques etc. to be made payable to Fingal Dog Club.

4. Entries to be received by 20th May 2005.
5. Fingal Dog Club reserves the right to refuse any entry.

6. Dogs under 18 months of age are not eligible to enter.

7. All dogs must be registered or transferred with the I.K.C. Ltd., save in the case of greyhounds duly registered with the Irish Coursing Club. 

8. All wins prior to the day specified for the closing of entries shall be taken into account when entering any class.

9. Running order will be STRICTLY as per catalogue.

10. Collars are not to be worn while competing in agility tests.

11. Food shall not be given or carried in the ring.

12. Any article carried by the handler is subject to the judge’s discretion, but must be indicated to the judge prior to commencement of the test.

13. It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class running order.

14. Handlers will be permitted to walk the courses before judging commences.

15. No practise will be allowed on the agility equipment in the competition ring prior to competition.  Failure to comply with this rule will lead to automatic disqualification.

16. Fingal Dog Club will not be responsible for any loss or damage sustained through accidents by exhibits, exhibitors or other persons attending the show.

17. Dogs must be kept under proper control at all times.

18. Exhibitors must clean up if their dogs foul the grounds.  Suitable facilities will be provided for this.

19. No bitches in season are allowed on the showgrounds.

20. The mating of bitches within the precinct of the showgrounds is forbidden.

21. The Committee reserves the right to appoint a substitute Judge if circumstances prevent an appointed Judge from fulfilling the appointment.

22. Should circumstances so dictate the Committee, in consultation with the                                                           Judge may alter arrangements as necessary.

Balmoral Qualifier - The top five dogs in the Open Agility and Open Jumping classes, and top two dogs in the Small Dog Agility and Small Dog Jumping classes will qualify for Balmoral 2006.

Crufts International Agility Qualifier – The highest placed Southern Irish dog and handler in the Open Agility class will qualify for Crufts 2006. 

AGILITY  CLASS  DEFINITIONS 

Preliminary Agility is confined to (a) dogs which have not won five first prizes in this class or (b) to dogs which have not won three first prizes in novice agility or (c) to dogs which have not won two first prizes in open agility. Maximum height of hurdles 24 ins. 

Novice Agility is confined to (a) dogs which have not won five first prizes in this class or (b) to dogs which have not won two first prizes in open agility. 

Open Agility is open to all.  

Small Dog Agility is confined to dogs measuring 381 mm (15 ins.) or under at the withers. Maximum height of hurdles 15ins.

Introductory Jumping is confined to  dogs and handlers  that have not won four first places in an agility and/or jumping class at a licensed Agility Test excluding Small Dogs. Maximum height of hurdles 18 ins.

Open Jumping is open to all.

Tunnel Vision open to all and consists of hurdles and tunnels only. Maximum height of hurdles 24 ins.

Small Dog Tunnel Vision  confined to dogs measuring 15ins. or under at the withers and consists of hurdles and tunnels only. Maximum height of hurdles 15 ins.

Directions to Newbridge House: from M1 motorway take Donabate/Skerries/Rush/Swords exit. From the north, take the second exit signposted for Donabate, and follow signs to Newbridge House. From the south, take the turnoff for Donabate at the second roundabout and follow signs to Newbridge House.

Newbridge House is a wildlife sanctuary, so it is very important that dogs are kept on leads except when competing.  The park wardens strictly enforce this rule. It is hoped to have a roped off exercise area where dogs can be let off leads.

Please clean up after your dog.  This is a very special venue and we hope to hold future shows here.  So we would like everyone to leave it in the same condition as when they arrived. Thank you for your co-operation.
There is a coffee shop at Newbridge House for refreshments.
