Rules & Regulations

1.Dogs entered at KC licensed Agility Tests must be registered at The Kennel Club in accordance with KC Regulations for classification for registration B. 2. The committee reserves a right to refuse entries + bar persons from ground 3. Puppies under 18 months of age on the first day of the competition are not eligible for KC Agility Tests. 4. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.5. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.6. No person shall carry out punitive, corrective or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show which are within 3metres of an Agility ring. 7. Dogs may not wear slip chains/collars when competing+on a lead if not competing.8. Should a judge be unable to fulfill the appointment the committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.9. No competitor shall impugn the decision of judge or judges.10. Standard marking shall apply as contained in Annex B to H Regs. Any variation to standard marking will be given by the judge during the briefing prior to the start of the class. Time faults added in 1/100'so f a second. 11. Obstacles shall be in accordance with Annex B to H Regulations Height of obstacles. 12. Withdrawal of dogs from the test. A dog must be withdrawn if:- a) A bitch in season b) Suffering from any infectious or contagious diseases c) Interfering with the safety or chances of winning of another competitor d) Of such a temperament or is so much out of control as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal 13. In estimating the number of wins for classification, all wins up to 7 days before the date of closing of entries shall be counted.14. It is the competitors responsibility to be available for their class at the prescribed running order and they are reminded that they should inform the stewards if they have a clash of running order, Competitors who arrive late or do not run in order of the running order may be disqualified.15. Should circumstances dictate the committee may, in consultation with the judge(s) alter the arrangements as circumstances dictate 16. Should the judge decide it is required a standard may be imposed.17. Competitors must wear their ring numbers when competing. 18. Competitors responsibility to ensure that the correct score is recorded on the scoresheet. Mistakes cannot be rectified after a class has been closed.19. No practice will be permitted in the ring prior to classes starting. 20. Parents are responsible for the behaviour / safety of their children under 18.21. In the event of cancellation the committee reserve the right to defray from entries received such costs as they deem are necessary.22. Dogs entered are at the owners risk and whilst every care will be taken the committee, sponsors or officials will accept no responsibility for loss, damage or injury howsoever caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show. 23. Herefordshire Country Fair regulations may apply in certain instances. No animal may be sold within the boundaries of the showground24. KC. regulations H9e and 13 apply to this venue and event. 25.
