DIRECTIONS TO VENUE

From the North and South leave the M6 at junction 36.  Follow the signs for the A65 to next roundabout, turn left towards Kendal on the A65.  When you enter Crooklands take the left turn for Milnthorpe (B6385) opposite the Crooklands Hotel.  Follow the B6385 for 1½ miles and the show ground is on your right.  Venue will be signposted. 
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it-barks agility reserves the right to refuse entries without giving a reason.

2.
Under no circumstances will practice equipment be permitted anywhere on the showground.

3.
Dogs under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible to compete.

4.
Any dogs in your care and not entered for competition must be recorded on the entry form – these will be free of charge.  

5.
The mating of bitches at this Show is forbidden and no bitch in season is allowed to compete.

6.
No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time at this show.

7.
Dogs must not be wearing any type of collar/halter/harness/muzzle fitting when competing, other than a flat type collar including ‘D’ ring with a single i.d disc, which is acceptable.

8.
Should a Judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge then it-barks agility reserves the right to appoint another Judge.

9.
No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge/s or be disrespectful or rude to ring parties.

10.
Faults incurred for failure to negotiate obstacles will be added to the faults incurred for failure to complete course in set time.  A single fault or part thereof will be added for each second over the set time. Actual time will be recorded and rounding up or rounding down is not permitted.  There will be no variation to this marking.
11.
A judge at an it-barks agility event may run/enter their own dogs only on the day they are not judging unless they have qualified for the it-barks Veteran Jumping final when they will be permitted to run in that event.

12.
A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Show if it is: -


a.
A bitch, which is in season.


b.
Suffering from any infectious diseases or contagious disease.


c.
Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d.
Of such temperament or is so much out of hand that it is considered to be a danger to the safety of people or dogs


e.
Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

13.
In the very unlikely event that the Show has to be cancelled it-barks agility reserves the right to deduct any non-recoverable expenses before issuing refunds.

14.
Anyone found deliberately not cleaning up after their dog will be told to leave the showground and will forfeit all remaining entries.

15.
No entries will be accepted on entry forms other than the official it-barks agility entry form which must be fully completed together with the correct entry fee – post dated entries will be returned as will any where cheques are returned.

16.
Bicycles are not to be left unattended around the rings.

17.
All dogs to remain on lead at all times unless within the confines of the exercise area or competing.

18.
All children must be supervised at all times with particular care being taken whilst around the rings.

19.
It is the competitor’s responsibility to provide a water filled fire bucket, which must be placed outside their tent/awning.  This rule will be strictly enforced.

20.
it-barks agility are the sole arbiters in respect of all matters and disputes at this event.

21.
it-barks agility holds insurance for this event, however all dogs are entered at their owners risk.  Whilst every care will be taken, it-barks agility will not take responsibility for the loss, damage or injury to dogs, people or property whilst at this show.  By completing the entry form and entering the show you are accepting these terms.
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ELIGIBILITY OF CLASSES:

Any dogs that have been measured and verified by a KC official will be accepted for the relevant classification on production of their measurement book.  However ALL other dogs (standard excepted) will be measured at the show before commencement of judging – measuring will be undertaken by an it-barks agility official whose decision will be final.

Mini Dogs 
For those dogs measuring 15 ins or less at the withers.  Jump height 15 ins

Midi Dogs 
For those dogs measuring 17 ins or less at the withers.  Jump height 20 ins

Maxi Dogs 
For those dogs measuring over 17 ins at the withers.  Jump height 24 ins

Standard Dogs 
For those dogs measuring over 17 ins at the withers.  Jump height 30 ins

BC Veteran Dogs 
Must be 10 years or over and not be entered in any other classes during this Show.  This class is for BC/WSD or their crosses.  Jump height 20 ins

ABC Veteran Dogs 
Must be 7 years or over and not be entered in any other classes during this Show.  Jump height 20 ins

Competitors must choose which category they are competing in and stay with that category for the duration of the show.  A dog may compete in any height category above that which it is eligible BUT NOT below.

CLASSIFICATION:
Wins are counted when achieved at any KC Licensed (Invitational Match/Special Class wins excepted).  All wins up to 4th April 2005 should be counted when considering the level you are entering.

Starter Classification
Open to those dogs/handlers who have not won an agility and/or jumping class at a licensed Agility Test
Novice Classification
Open to dogs which are not eligible for Senior or Advanced classes

Senior Classification
Open to dogs having won at least 2 first prizes, one of which must be an Agility Class, at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary and Starters wins excepted)
