Class 1 - Novice Jumping 
Don Bradbury/Andy Longley/Lee Windeatt
Open only to dogs who have not won a total of two first prizes (one of which must be agility) in Novice, Intermediate, Open, Senior or Advanced Agility/Jumping at a licensed Agility Test.

Class 2 - Supa Dog Ultimate Intermediate Agility Stakes 

[Qualifying Stakes]
Roger Brown/ Simon Chandler/Lorna Goodban
Open to all dogs, except those eligible for Elementary or Starters at a licensed Agility Test.

Class 3 - Intermediate Jumping 
Dagmar Edwards/Jenny Thorpe/Don Curtis
Open to all dogs, except those eligible for Elementary or Starters at a licensed Agility Test.

Class 4 - Senior Jumping 
Don Bradbury
Open only to dogs having won at least two first prizes (one of which must be Agility) at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary and Starters wins excepted).

Class 5 - Senior Agility
Denise Welsh
Open only to dogs having won at least two first prizes (one of which must be Agility) at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary and Starters wins excepted).

Class 6 - Supa Dog Mini Agility Stakes (Intermediate)
Denise Welsh
[Qualifying Heat]  Only open to dogs not exceeding 15 ins (38 cm) at the withers and those not eligible for Elementary or Starters at a licensed Agility Test.

Class 7 – Mini Intermediate Jumping
Sue Julian
Only open to dogs not exceeding 15 ins (38 cm) at the withers and those not eligible for Elementary or Starters at a licensed Agility Test.

Class 8 - Mini Novice Jumping
Sue Julian
Open to all dogs not exceeding 15 ins (38 cm) at the withers, and who have not won a total of two first prizes (one of which must be agility) in Novice, Intermediate, Open, Senior or Advanced Agility/Jumping at a licensed Agility Test.

All mini dogs may be measured at the judges' discretion.  

There will be no contact points in any jumping class.

Please note these arrangements are subject to change when the number of entries is known.  Any changes and the order of judging will be sent to competitors with their running orders.  

Supa Dog Ultimate Agility Stakes
This class will be run under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations for Agility (as at the time of the heat).  The first SIX dogs from each heat will qualify for the Final.  Should classes be split, the total number of six dogs from the split classes will qualify (ie two splits – the first three in each part will qualify).  Once a dog qualifies for the Final, they may enter further heats, but may not take a qualifying position.  The Final will be held at the Peterborough Autumn Fayre in October 2005.

Supa Dog Mini Agility Stakes
This class will be run under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations for Agility (as at the time of the heat).  The first FIVE dogs from each heat will qualify for the Final.  Once a dog qualifies for the Final, they may enter further heats, but may not take a qualifying position.  The Final will be held at the Peterborough Autumn Fayre in October 2005.

SHOW REGULATIONS

1.
Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.

2.
The Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry.

3.
Puppies under 18 calendar months of age are not eligible for Kennel Club licensed Agility Tests.  Not for Competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged 4 calendar months and over.  Details of each dog so entered must be recorded on the entry form and they must be Kennel Club registered.

4.
The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Test is forbidden.

5.
No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

6.
No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

7.
Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars or leads when under test.

8.
Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge, the Committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.

9.
No competitor shall impugn the decision of the Judge or Judges.

10.
Dogs will be received at any time.

11.
Kennel Club standard marking will apply.

12.
A Judge at an Agility Test cannot compete or enter a dog at that event.

13.
Classes 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5  - jumps 2'6";  tyre 3' to centre;  long jump 5' length maximum.  


Classes  6, 7 and 8 - jumps 15"; tyre 20" to centre; long jump 30" length maximum.

14.
Withdrawal of dogs from Test.  A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is:




(a)
A bitch which is in season




(b)
Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease




(c)
Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent




(d)
Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of 





any person or other animal




(e)
Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

15.
Entry eligibility: In estimating the number of awards won, all wins in standard classes up to and including 7th day before the date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class (21/01/2005).

16.
It is the competitors' responsibility to be available for their class and running orders will be strictly adhered to. 
17.
Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.  Failure to do so may result in elimination.

18.
Should circumstances so dictate, the Club, in consultation with the Judges, may alter arrangements as necessary.  All such changes will be reported to the Kennel Club.

19.
All competing dogs must, at the time of entry for the Competition, be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules & Regulations in the Competitor's name (or registration or transfer applied for).  In the case of a partnership, the full name of every partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition, may compete as the new owner's property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and Conditions of the original entry form.

20.
In the event of the abandonment of the Show through circumstances beyond our control, the Committee may defray such expenses from the entry fees to cover the cost of the show preparation.

21.
All dogs will be entered at this Show at their owner's risk, and whilst every care will be taken, the Committee will not accept responsibility for the loss, damage or injury howsoever caused to dogs, people or property whilst at this Show.

22.
No dog will be allowed in the ring at any time other than when being judged, no practising will be allowed in the ring.

	TO THE VENUE

On M25, leave JUNCTION 7 on to M23 South, marked GATWICK and CRAWLEY.  Leave M23 at JUNCTION 10 signposted EAST GRINSTEAD A264.  After two miles, at Dukes Head roundabout, take THIRD EXIT marked HAYWARDS HEATH and South of England Showground (B2028) through Crawley Down and Turners Hill.
