DEFINITIONS

	Starters: For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and/or Jumping class at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary excepted).

Novice: Open to dogs that have not won a total of 2 first prizes, at least one of which must be gained in an Agility Class at a licensed Agility Test (Starters and Elementary excepted).
Intermediate: Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starters Classes at a licensed Agility Test.
Senior: Open to dogs having won at least 2 first prizes, one of which must be an Agility Class, at a licensed Agility Test. (Elementary and Starter wins excepted)

Mini: Open only to dogs measuring 381mm (1ft 3ins) or under at the withers.

Midi: Open only to dogs measuring over 381mm (1ft 3ins) and 432mm [1ft 5”] or under at the withers.

Mini/Midi Pairs: Open to any pair combination of qualifying dog.

Allsorts: Open only to any dog NOT entered in any other Class


PRIZES

	All Classes - Trophies to 3rd place. Rosettes to 10% of class entry.

	SHOW RULES


	1. Kennel Club standard marking will apply.

2. Jump Heights – Mini, Mini/Midi Pairs & Allsorts classes @ 15”, Midi classes @ 17”; Others @ 30”.

3. Entry eligibility: In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering a class.

4. It is the competitor’s responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

5. Handlers working more than one dog in a Class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so may result in elimination.

6. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.

7. No bitch in season will be allowed to compete.

8. The Show Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse any entries.

9. In the event of a Judge being unable to fulfil the appointment the Show Committee reserves the right to appoint another Judge.

10. Should circumstances so dictate, the Show Committee, in consultation with the Judges, may alter arrangements as necessary.

11. Competitors attention is drawn to specific Agility Regulations (H) paragraphs 9e, 12 & 13.

12. Not For Competition entries will be accepted for dog’s aged four calendar months and over. Details of each such dog so entered must be recorded on the reverse of the entry form and must be Kennel Club registered.

13. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the Judge.

14. A Judge at an Agility Test cannot compete or enter a dog at that event.

15. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

16. Dogs may wear a collar in accordance with rule H(1) 10c.

17. In the event of the abandonment of the Show, the Show Committee reserves the right to defray such expenses as are reasonable from the entry fees to cover costs.

18. All dogs will be entered at the Show at their owners risk and, whilst the Show Committee will take every reasonable care, it shall not be responsible for any loss, damage or injury, howsoever caused, to dogs, people or property whilst at the Show.

19. No dog will be allowed in any ring at any time other than when being judged; no practising will be allowed in the Rings.

20. All competitors shall be allowed to walk the course at the briefing but without their dogs.

21. All competitors must wear their ring numbers displayed prominently whilst in the Ring.

22. Parents will be held responsible for the actions of their children and should ensure that their children do not cause any damage or interfere with the equipment or property of the Club or others.

23. Electronic timing, if used, will be at the discretion of the Show Committee.

24. ALL dogs must be kept on a lead when in the confines of the show area except when competing in the ring or when being exercised in the designated area..

Directions to Springfields Farm: NN12 7QG

From M1 [North]. Exit at Junction 15A. Take A43 towards Towcester. Take left at 1st roundabout into Towcester [A5]. Continue along A5 for about 6 miles to Potterspury. At entrance to village turn left into Moorend Road, Venue is on right hand side behind Super Sausage Café’. 

From M1 South. Exit at Junction 14. Take A509 towards Central Milton Keynes. Continue over 10 roundabouts. At eleventh, take northbound entrance slip onto A5 Northbound. At first roundabout [Old Stratford] continue north along A5 to Potterspury. At end of village turn right into Moorend Road, Venue is on right hand side behind Super Sausage Café’. 

From Buckingham [A422], continue to Old Stratford roundabout then as M1 South above.
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
