 Class 2 First Contact Starters Qualifiers

	1. This class must be judged under the appropriate Kennel Club Rules in force at the time of the competition.

2.  All competitors entering the class will be deemed to have agreed to abide by the rules of the Kennel Club and the specific regulations governing this class.

3.  The competition is open to Kennel Club registered dogs eligible to compete at standard Starter level.

4. Handlers may enter more than one dog in the competition and may qualify more than one dog for the final event.

5. Once a dog has qualified for the final it may enter further heats, as long as it is still eligible for Starter classes.  

6.  Handlers who have already qualified their dog for the final must report this fact to the appropriate Show Secretary before running in the class. If the already qualified dog then qualifies again, the place will be awarded to the highest placed unqualified dog.

7. The first five dogs from the heat will be invited to compete in the final. The next five dogs will be held as reserves.

8. If the class is split the top three dogs from each part will be invited to compete in the final. The next top three in each part will be held as reserves.

9. In the event of a dog being unable to compete in the final due to unavailability, illness or injury the reserves from that heat will be called up in numerical order.

10. In the event of a handler being unable to compete in a heat due to illness or injury a substitute handler for the qualifying dog will be allowed to run the dog, providing the substitute handler is still eligible for Starters.

Class 22 & 44 Any Size Jumping (Special) 

	1. These classes are open to any dog not entered in any other class at the show.

2. It is intended as a fun class for older dogs, new dogs and doesn’t fit anywhere else dogs, so that all our dogs may enjoy agility shows.

3. Obstacle specifications are the same as for mini classes.

4.      There will not be a tyre, weaves or contact obstacles in the class.


Class 20 The Kennel Club Olympia Midi Agility Stakes Supported by Galloway

	This competition will be classified as Midi Open Agility & Judged under the Kennel Club regulations for Standard classes. 

Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat & may qualify more than one dog for the semi-finals. Handlers may only qualify one dog for the final which will be  the highest placed dog at the semi-final. Once a dog has qualified for the semi-final /final, further heats may be entered for competition. Although any placing’s in these heats will not affect the dog’s eligibility for the final/semi-finals.

The first two placed dogs will be invited from each heat to compete in the semi-finals at Newton Heath Agility Weekend and the first ten highest placed dogs at the semi-finals will be invited to compete in the finals to be held at Olympia.

Dogs eligible to compete in competition for Midi dogs are those measuring over  381mm (1 foot 3 inches) and those measuring 432mm(1 foot 5 inches) or under at the withers.

Dogs/handlers placed first to fifth will be awarded points towards an additional prize for the dog/handler combination achieving the highest number of points in the heats overall.

These will be awarded in the following way:

First Place =  5 Points

Second Place = 4 Points

Third Place = 3 Points

Fourth Place = 2 Points

Fifth Place = 1 Points



	


Class 13 The Andy Hayes Memorial Trophy

	Will be awarded to the highest placed Terrier or Terrier Cross in this class. Please ensure that your scribe sheet is noted.

The trophy can be retain by the winner for 1 year, & must be returned to the club in readiness for the next show in June 2006

To enter the tournament dogs must be entered in all of the four following classes:-

Class 17 Midi Dogs  NOVICE JUMPING

Class 18 Midi Dogs NOVICE AGILITY

Class 39 Midi Dogs NOVICE JUMPING

Class 40 Midi Dogs  NOVICE AGILITY

The dog with the least points will win the “Delboy” Trophy.

Points will be awarded as follows:

Elimination = 100 Points

Places = Will equal the same number of points (ie 1st place = 1 point, 25th  place = 25 points)

Eligibility and Definition of Classes.

	ELEMENTARY
	For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a third prize or above in agility and/or a jumping class at a licensed agility test.

	STARTERS
	For owners, handlers or dogs, which have not won an agility and/or jumping class at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary excepted).

	NOVICE
	Open to dogs, which have not won a total of two first prizes, at least one of which must be gained in an Agility Class at a licensed Agility Test (Starters and Elementary excepted).

	SENIOR
	Open to all dogs having won at least two first prizes, one of which must be an Agility Class, at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary and Starter wins excepted).

	OPEN
	Open to all.

	MINI
	Open to all dogs which measure 15 inches (381mm) or under at the withers.

	MIDI
	Open to all dogs, which measure between 15 inches (381mm) and 17 inches (432mm) at the withers.

	ANY SIZE
	Open to dogs not competing in any other class at the show. All jumps will be set at 15 inches.


Rules and Regulations

	1.
Dogs entered at KC licensed Agility Tests must be registered at The Kennel Club in accordance with KC regulations for classification for registration B or possess an authority to compete from the Kennel Club .The registration number/Authority to compete number will be required for each entry. 

2.
The committee reserves a right to refuse entries and bar persons from venue.

3.
Puppies under the age of 18 months of age on the first day of the competition are not eligible for KC Agility Tests.

4.
The mating of bitches within the precincts of the show is forbidden.

5.
No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

6.
No person shall carry out punitive, corrective or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

7.
Dogs must not wear any type of slip; half-slip collars or leads when under test. A flat, close fitting, leather, or webbing collar is permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar i.e. not attached by a ring.

8.
Should a judge be unable to fulfill the appointment to judge the committee reserves the right to appoint another judge.

9.
No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

10.
Kennel Club standard-marking regulations shall apply. 

11.
 Obstacles shall be in accordance with Annex B to H Regulations. Heights of obstacles Max. 762mm/30” Standard dogs, Max. 508mm/20” Midi dogs and Max. 381mm/15” Mini dogs. Class 1 & 23 Elementary Jumping & Agility will be set at 26”. 

12.
Judges at an Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog, which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership; or handle a dog at the Test at which they are judging.

13     A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the test if it is;

a)   A bitch in season. 

b)  Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease. 


c)   Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.  

d)   Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal. 

e)   Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing. 

14.
In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering for any class.(22nd April 2005)

15.
It is the competitor’s responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

16.
Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so may result in elimination.

17.
A dog may only be entered in one type of class i.e. Mini, Midi, Standard or Any Size (Classes 22 & 44)

18.
Should circumstances so dictate, the Society, in consultation with the Judges, may alter arrangements as necessary. Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

19.
A dog must at the time of entry for the Competition be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules & Regulations in the competitor’s name (or registration or transfer applied for). In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given. In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the directors and the secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered for the purpose of the Regulations. A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owners property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form.

20.
Dogs entered for Mini and Midi classes will be measured at the discretion of the Judge or have official measure signatures in their warrant book.

21.
In the event of cancellation and or abandonment the committee reserve the right to defray from entries received such as they deem are necessary.

22..
Dogs entered are at the owners risk and whilst every care will be taken the committee, officials & sponsors  will accept no responsibility for loss, damage or injury howsoever caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.

23.
Any dog which is of such a temperament or is so much out of hand or a danger (potential or real) to other dogs or people at the venue will be required to leave within 1 hour of the decision of the show manager.

24.
No animal may be sold within the boundaries of the showground.

25.
Entry - £2.00 per class, RTD cheques will incur an extra £10 charge. Helping North Derbyshire DAC Members… £1.00 per class & free camping.

26.     NFC dogs over 4 months must be KC registered with details shown on entry form.

27.     Dogs will not be accepted in a class after the class has been declared closed

28.     Reserve Judges: Additional reserve judges will be appointed if necessary

29.     A pay on the day class may run if time and weather permits.   

30.     Clear round rosettes collectable on the day only

31     Competitors must follow the instructions of the Stewards with respect to parking, camping and conduct within the show boundaries.

32    Whilst every care will be taken, North Derbyshire Dog Agility Club will not accept responsibility for loss, damage or injury to persons, dogs or property whilst at the show.

33   All caravans/camping units must carry suitable fire extinguishers and facilities for fire fighting.

34   Please clear up after your dogs. Anyone knowingly not doing so will be asked to leave the showground forfeiting any remaining entries.
