THE KENNEL CLUB OLYMPIA ABC AGILITY STAKES Supported by Newton Heath DTC

1. The Kennel Club Olympia ABC Agility Stakes is a special agility competition to be run under Kennel Club Rules and 


Regulations H for standard dogs.

2.
The competition is open to all dogs excluding Border Collies, Working Sheepdogs and their crosses (Any Breeds but Collies).


In the event of dispute, the judge;s decision will be final.

3.
The first four dogs of each heat will qualify for the semi-final.  The next four placed dogs at a heat will be deemed to be


reserves should a qualified dog be unable to attend the semi-final.  Reserves from heats will be invited to attend the semi-


final up to and including the closing date of  the NHDTC Show June Show.  After the closing date NO reserves will be


called even if other qualifiers have to retire/withdraw.

4. Dogs that have already qualified for the semi-final may enter further heats “not for competition”.  The show secretary of


the Club holding the heat should be notified prior to the show.

5. A handler may qualify more than one dog for the semi-final.

6. Those dogs eligible to compete in the semi-final shall be the best-placed dogs in each heat which have not previously


qualified.

7. The semi-final will be held at the annual Newton Heath DTC show held in June at Tatton Park, Cheshire.  The final to be


held at Olympia in December.  Any alteration will be publicised.

8. Owners, handlers and dogs who enter the heats or attend the semi-final will be deemed to have accepted the Rules and

Regulations of the competition and the organising show.

9. The organisers, Newton Heath DTC and the Kennel Club, in agreement, reserve the right to alter these Rules and

Regulations at their discretion.

THE AGILITY CLUB
STARTERS AGILITY CHALLENGE 2005

1. Eligibility for the agility competition will be as per the K.C.Regulations (H) for Starters in force at the time of the event.

2. The competition must be judged under the appropriate K C Regulations (H) in force at the time of the event.   Competitors entering the competition will be deemed to have agreed to abide by these rules and regulations.

3. Competitors may enter more than one dog in a Heat, but may only qualify one dog for the final.   Each Heat is open  to all eligible Starters but only “Agility Club” members at the time of the heat can qualify for the Final.

4. Qualifiers may enter further Heats for competition providing they are eligible.   Handlers who gain a place in a Heat with a previously qualified dog should inform the Show Secretary on the day of the show of  this fact.

5. The competition for the 2005 Final will consist of at least 10 and a maximum of 15 Heats, with the first 2 Agility Club members from each Heat going through to the Final.

The Final will be held in at the Agility Club Show, Newbury Showground 30th July 2005, and is sponsored by Majestic  Crystal.

THE KENNEL CLUB OLYMPIA NOVICE AGILITY STAKES Supported by Pedigree

1. This competition will be classified as Novice Agility and judged under the Kennel Club regulations for standard classes.

2. Dogs should be eligible to enter a Novice class at the time of qualifying for the semi-final.  Any subsequent wins gained by the dog will


 not alter its eligibility to compete in the semi-final.

3.
Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat and may qualify more than one dog for the semi-finals.  Handlers may only qualify one dog for the final which will be the highest placed dog at the semi-final.  Once a dog has qualified for the semi-final/final, further heats may be entered for competition.  Although any placings in these further heats will not affect the dog’s eligibility for the final/semi finals.

4.
The first three placed dogs from each heat will be invited to compete in the semi-finals (venue TBA) and the first thirty placed dogs in this semi-final will be invited to compete in a further semi final at Olympia.  The top eight highest placed dogs will qualify for the final in the Main Ring at Olympia.

6. It is most important that handlers who gain a place in a heat with a previously qualified dog inform the Show Secretary on the day of the show of this fact.

PEDIGREE CRUFTS TEAM FLYBALL.

1. This is a team competition (knock-out).   Two teams will compete against each other on separate equipment.   The best two of three runs will decide the winner to go into the next round.

2. Each team shall consist of four handlers and dogs plus two reserves.   A club may enter more than one team, and a club may qualify more than one team for the Final   No handler or dog can enter more than one team.

3. A number of teams will be invited to compete in the Semi-final/Final at Crufts 2006 (final number subject to Kennel Club decision).

4. This competition is governed by Kennel Club guideline rules for Flyball in force at the time of the Heat/Final.   This event will be run with KennelClub/Crufts type boxes which will be provided at the event.

YKC CRUFTS TEAM FLYBALL.

1.  This is a team competition (knock-out).   Two teams will compete against each other on separate equipment.   The best two of three runs will decide the winner to go into the next round.

2.
Each team shall consist of four handlers and dogs plus two reserves.   The team may be composed of dogs from more than one Club.

3.
A number of teams will be invited to compete in the Semi-final/Final at Crufts 2006 (final number subject to Kennel Club decision).

4.
This competition is governed by Kennel Club guideline rules for Flyball in force at the time of the Heat/Final.   This event will be run with Kennel Club/Crufts type boxes which will be provided at the event.

5. Neither dogs nor handlers competing in YKC Crufts Team Flyball may compete in any other Crufts Team Flyball.

6. All handlers must be members of the YKC

7.
Each team is only allowed one member in the 18-25 year age group.



                                 DEFINITION OF CLASSES:

Elementary:
Open to owners, handlers or dogs who have not gained a third prize or above in an Agility and/or Jumping test. 

Starters:
Open to owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and/or Jumping Class at a licensed Agility Test.   (Elementary excepted).
Novice:
Open to dogs which are not eligible for Senior or Advanced classes
Intermediate:
Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starters classes at a licensed Agility Test.
Juniors:
a)  Under 12 on 25th May 2005.              b) Over 12 years but under 18 years on 25th May 2005.
Mini:
Open only to dogs that measure 15” or under at the withers.
Midi:
Open only to dogs that measure over 15” but under 17” at the withers.

Agility Aid Allsorts:  Open to any dog of any size which has not run in any other class during the 2 days of the Show.



  All dogs will run over a mini size course.   There will be no contacts but there will be a set of weaves.

Open to All Dogs.  This class will be run over a standard agility course and the judge will set a maximum

course time.  The handler and dog must negotiate the course without faults within the set course time.  If the 



handler and dog complete the course inside the time they immediately begin the course again.  A whistle will




be blown when the maximum course time has been reached.  The dog must cross the finish line to stop the clock.



If the dog faults any obstacle, the judge will blow the whistle and the dog’s run ends – dog and handler must then



run to the finish line to stop the clock.  The highest number of obstacles successfully completed within the course 




time will determine the placement.  Time is a tiebreaker only.

RULES & REGULATIONS:

1. Dogs entered at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows or Flyball Competitions must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.  The registration number/Authority to Compete number will be required for each entry.  From the 1st January 2001 the registration will be required on each entry.   

2. All dogs resident outside the U.K. must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete Number before entry to the show/event can be made.   All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.

3. Entry fees are £2.10 per class, £10 per team

4. The Committee or its appointed representatives reserves the right to refuse entries and to prohibit any dog not in a fit state for competition through any cause.

5. Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible to compete for Kennel Club licensed Agility Tests or Flyball Competitions.

6. Not for Competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over.

7. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.

8. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

9. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

10. Dogs must not wear any type of slip, half-slip collar or lead when under test.  A flat, close fitting, leather or webbing collar is permitted, providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar i.e. not attached by a ring.  Flyball dogs may in addition wear a flat, close fitting harness.

11. Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves the right to appoint another judge and also split classes where deemed necessary.

12. All offers of sponsorship or donations shall bear the names of the sponsors.

13. The Kennel Club Standard Marking Regulations Apply.
14. Obstacles will be in accordance with Kennel Club specifications for the relevant heights. 

15. Competition for Small Dogs (Minis and Midis):


   Dogs eligible for competition in mini classes are those that measure 15” (381mm)  at the withers.

 Dogs eligible for competition in Midi Classes are those that measure above 15” (381mm) and below 17” (432mm) at the   withers.

16. A Judge at an Agility Test and/or Flyball Competition may not enter a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part- ownership, or handle a dog at a Test/Competition at which they are judging. 

17. Withdrawal of dogs from Test:

A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from Test if it is:-

a. A bitch in season.

b. Suffering from any infections or contagious disease.

c. Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d. Of such temperament or so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or animal.  In such a case, the dog will be required to leave the venue within 1 hour of the decision of the Show Management.

e. Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

18. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before close of entries shall be counted when entering any class (i.e. 10th April 2005).

19. It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class and running order and to wear their Ring Card whilst competing.

20. Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.   Failure to do so may result in elimination.

21. Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the Judges, may alter arrangements as necessary.   Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

22. A dog must, at the time of entry for the Competition, be registered as required by K.C. Rules & Regulations in the Competitor’s name or registration or transfer applied for).   In the case of a partnership, the full name of every partner must be given.   In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a limited company, the Directors and Secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered as the competitor for the purpose of the Regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a Competition may compete as the new owner’s property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the Competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and conditions of the original entry form.

23. In the event of abandonment of the Show through circumstances beyond our control, the Committee may defray such expenses from the entry fees to cover the cost of the show preparation.

24. Competitors briefing will be held prior to the start of each class.   They will be allowed to walk the course, but without the dog accompanying them. 

25. No dog will be allowed in the ring at any time other than when being judged, no practising will be allowed in the ring. 

26. All dogs are entered at this Show at their owner’s risk and, whilst taking every care, the Committee cannot be held responsible for any loss, damage or injury howsoever caused to dogs, people or property whilst at this Show.

27. No dog to compete in pain or discomfort.

28. Any owner, exhibitor or handler or other person in charge or a dog is required to remove, as soon as possible, any fouling caused by their dog/s within the venue including the exercise area, car park and show approaches.

29. No dog other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except a registered guide dog of the blind, hearing dog for deaf, dog for the disabled or dogs required for educational purpose or by permission of the General Committee.

30. As our schedule caters for Mini, Midi and Standard size dogs. Competitors may only enter each dog in one classification, i.e. Mini, Midi or Standard.
31. In all matters concerning the competition, the judge’s decision is final.   In all other matters the decision of the show organisers is final.

TO FIND US:

Leave the M42 at Junction 4.  At the roundabout take the A3400 exit (Henley).  Turn left at first roundabout onto Four Ashes Road.  The Riding School is on the left approximately ¾ mile along this road.

The site is open from 4.00 p.m. on Saturday 28th May, 2005 and if you arrive before this time you will be directed to a holding area until we can site you.

ALL non-competing dogs brought on to the showground must be entered on your schedule N.F.C. (NOT FOR COMPETITION)

We shall have hot food all day long.

There will be plenty of rubbish and dog mess containers.   PLEASE CLEAN UP AFTER YOUR DOG or you will be asked to leave, and PLEASE DO NOT COLLECT DOG MESS IN LITTLE BAGS AND LEAVE IT AROUND YOUR CARAVANS, CARS OR ANYWHERE ELSE ON THE SHOWGROUND (IT IS A HEALTH HAZARD).

A water point is provided for fresh water supply only and NOT for rinsing chemical toilets.   This will be rigorously enforced, for the health and safety of everyone, and any person found emptying their chemical toilet anywhere other than the chemical toilet emptying point will be asked to leave the venue immediately:  their name will be circulated to other clubs and will also be published in the Agility magazines.   Rubbish skips will also be on site.

Parents are reminded that they are responsible for the behaviour and good conduct of their children.   Unsupervised minors will not be allowed on the site.

PLEASE PARK YOUR CARAVAN AS DIRECTED -  if you wish to save a space for friends, please indicate this on the camping form.   ALL CAMPERS/CARAVANNERS must provide their own fire fighting equipment.
