


Class Definitions
Collie: Open to Border Collies, Working sheepdogs and their crosses. Maximum height of jumps - 30”

A B C: Anything But Collies. Open to any breed of dog & crossbreed, except Border Collies, Working 

            Sheepdogs and their crosses.     Maximum height of jumps - 30”

Midi:  Special: Open to dogs over 15” & under 17” & those dogs unable to jump 2’6”. At the discretion

            Of the Committee.     Maximum height of jumps - 18”

Mini:  Open to dogs that are 15” and under at the shoulder.  Maximum height of jumps - 15”

Veterans: Open to dogs that are 7 years and over as at 11th September 2004

          Any dog that is entered in a veteran class may not be entered in any other class( except Class 5 - Pairs 

          Jumping)  Maximum Heights of jumps - Standard 15”  - Midi & Mini 12”

          There will be no tyres or weaves in Classes 4e,7e, & 8e.                                                                            

Pairs Jumping Class: Combined Class as follows:

          A B C, Collie, Mini, Midi and Veterans Pairs -  Maximum Height of jumps - 15”

RULES

1. All dogs entered must be registered with The Kennel Club of Jersey, with the exception of entrants 

         from Guernsey who must be registered with the Guernsey Dog Club. The dog's registration number 

         must be entered on the entry form. Registration forms available on request.

2. All dogs are entered at the owners / handlers risk and the Club cannot be held responsible for any 

         damages, loss or injury to dogs, persons or property however caused.

3. All dogs competing must be 18 months or over.

4. No bitch in season will be allowed to compete or be at the show.

5. No dog will be allowed to compete if they are suffering from any infectious or contagious disease.

6. No dog will be allowed to wear any type of collar or lead while competing.

7. Dogs must not be allowed to bark incessantly and unnecessarily.

8. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time.

9. Anyone caught failing to clear up after his or her dogs will be asked to leave the show.

10. In all matters concerning the competition, the decision of the Judge and Committee will be final.

11. The Club reserves the right to split or amalgamate any classes as may be necessary.

12. The Club reserves the right to; refuse any entry; appoint another Judge; defray any costs from fees 

         received, should the competition have to be cancelled for any reason.

13. Dogs are only allowed off the lead in the designated area or whilst competing.

14. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

15. In all matters concerning Agility Tests the Judge’s decision is final.
