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ELIGIBILITY AND DEFINITION OF CLASSES
Starters
For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won an Agility and/or Jumping Class at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary excepted). (All jumps 30”)

Novice
Open to dogs which are not eligible for senior or advanced class.  (All jumps 30”)

Intermediate Open to all except dogs eligible for elementary or starters classes at a licensed agility show.
Open
Open to all. (All jumps 30”)
Mini
Only dogs measuring 15” or under at the withers are eligible for these classes. Courses will comply with Kennel Club specifications for  mini dog  classes. (All jumps 15”)
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GENESIS



Midi
Only dogs measuring over 15” and  up to 17” at the withers are eligible for these classes. Courses will comply with Kennel Club specification for  midi dog  classes. (Jumps max 20”)

 SPECIAL RULE 1 (CLASS 15/16) CLASS 15:  SPECIAL OPEN TUNNEL VISION, JUMPING COURSE, MINIMUM OF 4 TUNNELS, NO WEAVES, NO TYRE. OPEN TO STD DOGS , CLASS 16 : MIXED MINI/ MIDI CLASS AS CLASS 15 BUT RUN AT MINI HEIGHT SPECIFICATION.

RULE 2. OPEN MIXED MINI/MIDI PAIRS ,CAN BE EITHER TWO MINIS, TWO MIDIS OR ONE OF EACH.

In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the closing date of entries shall be counted when entering classes. Special and invitation classes and awards gained at “limited Shows” should not be included.

Class 4. Genesis Novice Jumping Tournament

This class will be classified as Novice and judged under the Kennel Club rules for standard classes. 

Handlers may enter more than one dog in a heat and may qualify more than one dog for the final. Once a dog has qualified for the final, further heats may be entered for competition, but a dog may only qualify once in any year for the final. 

The first three places from each heat will be invited to compete in the finals. It is most important that handlers who gain a place in a heat with a previously qualified dog should inform the Show Secretary on the day of the show of this fact. There will be six heats held throughout the UK in 2005 and the first final will be held at the East of England Three day show in June 2006.

The prizes for each heat are as follows: The Winner will receive a special trophy, rosette and unique Winner’s Car Sticker. Those competitors placed 2nd to 15th will each receive a special rosette. In the event of a class being split, then the first three of each class will qualify and the same prizes will apply. At the final, the Winner will receive a special Trophy, rosette and unique Winner’s Car Sticker as well as a bag of Genesis dog food. Second and third placed dogs will also receive a special Trophy, rosette and unique Winner’s Car Sticker and a bag of Genesis dog food. The next seven placed handlers will each receive commemorative rosettes. 

Class 14. SUPA DOG INTERMEDIATE AGILITY STAKES ( Saturday)

This is a qualifying class for a final (venue to be advised). The first six dogs (or three in each part if the class is split) will qualify  Once  a dog ha qualified for the 2005 finals they may compete for the placings in the class but the qualifying place for the final will be awarded to the next placed dog.

Class 17. SUPA DOG MINI AGILITY STAKES( Saturday)

This is a qualifying class for a final (venue to be advised). The first six dogs (or three in each part if the class is split) will qualify  Once  a dog ha qualified for the 2005 finals they may compete for the placings in the class but the qualifying place for the final will be awarded to the next placed dog.

Class 10.THE KENNEL CLUB OLYMPIA MIDI AGILITY STAKES Supported by Galloway

This competition will be classed as Midi Open Agility and judged under the Kennel Club regulations for standard classes. Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat and may qualify more than one dog for the semi finals.  Handlers may only qualify one dog for the final which will be the highest placed dog at the semi-final.  Once a dog has qualified for the semi-final/final, further heats may be entered for competition.  Although any placings in these further heats will not effect the dog’s eligibility for the final/semi-finals. The first two placed dogs will be invited from each heat to compete in the semi-finals at Newton Heath Agility Weekend and the first ten highest placed dogs at the semi-finals will be invited to compete in the finals to be held at Olympia. Dogs eligible to compete in competition for Midi dogs are those measuring over 381 mm (1foot 3 inches) or under at the withers. Dogs/handlers placed first to fifth will be awarded points towards an additional prize for the dog/handler combination achieving the highest number of points in the heats overall.  These will be awarded in the following way:

1.DOGS ENTERED AT KC LICENSED AGILITY TESTS MUST BE REGISTERED AT THE KENNEL CLUB IN ACCORDANCE WITH KC REGULATIONS FOR CLASSIFICATION FOR REGULATION B.


2.THE COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO REFUSE ENTRIES AND BAR PERSONS FROM THE SHOW GROUND.


3. PUPPIES UNDER 18 MONTHS OF AGE ON THE DAY OF COMPETITION ARE INELIGIBLE FOR KC AGILITY TESTS.


4. THE MATING OF BITCHES WITHIN THE PRECINCTS OF THE SHOW IS FORBIDDEN.


5. NO BITCH IN SEASON IS ALLOWED TO COMPETE.


6. NO PERSON SHALL CARRY OUT PUNITIVE, CORRECTIVE OR HARSH HANDLING OF A DOG AT ANY TIME WITHIN THE PRECINCTS OF THE KENNEL CLUB LICENSED SHOW.


7. Dogs must not wear any type of slip, half-check collar or lead when under test. A flat close fitting leather or webbing collar is permitted providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar i.e. not attached by a ring to the collar.


 8. SHOULD A JUDGE BE UNABLE TO FULFIL THE APPOINTMENT THE COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO APPOINT ANOTHER JUDGE.


9. NO COMPETITOR SHALL IMPUGN THE DECISION OF JUDGE OR JUDGES.


10. STANDARD MARKING SHALL APPLY AS CONTAINED IN H(1)(A). ANY VARIATION TO STANDARD MARKING WILL BE GIVEN BY THE JUDGE DURING THE BRIEFING PRIOR TO THE START OF THE CLASS. TIME FAULTS ADDED IN 1/100thS OF A SECOND.


11. OBSTACLES SHALL BE ACCORDANCE WITH ANNEX B TO H REGS.


12. WITHDRAWAL OF DOGS FROM THE TEST. A DOG MUST BE WITHDRAWN IF: 


A) A BITCH IN SEASON 


B) SUFFERING FROM ANY INFECTIOUS OR CONTAGIOUS DISEASE 


C) INTERFERING WITH THE SAFETY OR CHANCES OF WINNING OF ANOTHER COMPETITOR 


D) OF SUCH TEMPERAMENT OR IS SO MUCH OUT OF CONTROL AS TO BE A DANGER TO THE SAFETY OF ANY PERSON OR OTHER ANIMAL.


E)LIKELY TO CAUSE SUFFERING TO THE DOG IF IT CONTINUES COMPETING.


13. IN ESTIMATING THE NUMBER OF WINS FOR CLASSIFICATION, ALL WINS UP TO 7 DAYS BEFORE THE DATE OF CLOSING SHALL BE COUNTED.


14. IT IS THE COMPETITORS RESPONSIBILITY TO BE AVAILABLE FOR THEIR CLASS AT THE PRESCRIBED RUNNING ORDER, 


COMPETITORS WHO ARRIVE LATE OR DO NOT RUN IN ORDER MAY BE DISQUALIFIED.


15. SHOULD THE JUDGE DECIDE IT IS REQUIRED A STANDARD MAY BE IMPOSED.


16. COMPETITORS MUST WEAR RING NUMBERS WHEN COMPETING.


17. IT IS THE COMPETITORS RESPONSIBILITY TO ENSURE THAT THE CORRECT SCORE IS RECORDED ON THE SCORESHEET, MISTAKES CANNOT BE RECTIFIED AFTER THE CLASS HAS CLOSED.


18. NO AGILITY PRACTISE OR TRAINING IS ALLOWED IN THE RING (OTHER THAN A RING SPECIALLY DESIGNATED AS A PRACTICE RING AND ONLY FOR THE PERIOD OF TIME THAT THE RING IS SO DESIGNATED).


19. PARENTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR  THE BEHAVIOUR/SAFETY OF THEIR CHILDREN UNDER 18.


20. IN THE EVENT OF CANCELLATION/ABANDONMENT THE COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO DEFRAY FROM THE ENTRIES ANY SUCH COSTS AS THEY DEEM NECESSARY.


21. DOGS ARE ENTERED AT THEIR OWNERS RISK AND WHILST EVERY CARE WILL BE TAKEN THE COMMITTEE, OFFICIALS OR SPONSORS WILL ACCEPT NO RESPONSIBILITY FOR LOSS, DAMAGE OR INJURY HOWEVER CAUSED TO DOGS, PERSONS OR PROPERTY WHILST AT THE SHOW.


22. ROSETTES SHOULD BE CLAIMED AT THE SHOW AND PRESENTATIONS IN GENERAL WILL TAKE PLACE AS SOON AS PRACTICAL AFTER THE CONCLUSION OF THE CLASS.  IF DEMAND EXCEEDS SUPPLY OF CLEAR ROUND ROSETTES THESE WILL BE SENT TO COMPETITORS WHO HAVE NOT CLAIMED THEIR AWARD AT THE SHOW.

25. ENTRIES WILL ONLY BE ACCEPTED ON OFFICIAL ENTRY FORMS (PHOTOCOPIES ACCEPTED)


26. A JUDGE AT AN AGILITY SHOW CANNOT COMPETE OR ENTER A DOG(on the day of their judging appointment..)


27. JUMP HEIGHT WILL BE 30” FOR  STANDARD HEIGHT DOGS, 15” FOR MINI HEIGHT DOGS, 20" FOR MIDI HEIGHT DOGS 


28. SHOULD CIRCUMSTANCES DICTATE THE SHOW COMMITTEE, IN CONSULTATION WITH THE JUDGE(S), MAY ALTER ARRANGEMENTS AS NECESSARY. SUCH CHANGES AND CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING THEM MUST BE REPORTED TO THE KENNEL CLUB.


29. OWNERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CLEARING UP AFTER THEIR DOGS, SUITABLE ARRANGEMENTS WILL BE MADE FOR DISPOSAL.


30.NO ANIMAL OTHER THAN ONE OFFICIALLY ENTERED SHALL BE BROUGHT INTO THE PRECINTS OF THE EVENT DURING ITS CONTINUANCE, EXCEPT DOGS REGISTERED TO ASSIST THE DISABLED,OR DOGS REQUIRED FOR EDUCATIONAL OR INSTRUCTIONAL PURPOSES OR BY THE GENERAL PERMISSION OF THE COMMITTEE


31. A dog at time of entry must be registered as required by the Kennel Club RULES AND REGULATIONS IN THE COMPETITORS NAME (OR REGISTRATION OR TRANSFER APPLIED FOR). IN THE CASE OF DOGS RECORDED AS OWNED BY ALIMITED COMPANY, THE DIRECTORS AND THE SECRETARY OF THE LIMITED COMPANY WILL BE JOINTLY CONSIDERED FOR THE PURPOSE OF THE REGULATIONS. A DOG ACQUIRED SUBSEQUENT TO ENTRY HAVING BEEN MADE AT A COMPETITION MAY COMPETE AS THE NEW OWNERS’S PROPERTY PROVIDED THAT AN APPLICATION FOR THE TRANSFER HAS BEEN FORWARDED TO THE KENNEL CLUB BEFORE THE COMPETITION, AND THE NEW OWNER HAS UNDERTAKEN TO ABIDDE BY THE REGULATIONS AND CONDITIONS OF THE ORIGINAL ENTRY FORM.
