Schedule of Classes
PLEASE NOTE:  Dogs can run in two different agility classes (of different complexity), a steeplechase class (only jumps and tunnels – NO WEAVES!!!!) a regular jumping class and a helter skelter class. 

Please read the following class and height definitions carefully, as they differ in various respects from those usual at Kennel Club shows!

This show is open to all dogs that have not won more than one Novice class or above at a Kennel Club Licenced Agility Show.  If eligible for KC Starters, please enter your dog in Beginners, if eligible for KC Novice, please enter your dog in Improvers.  For those who also have dogs eligible for KC Seniors, these dogs can be entered in a maximum of 2 senior classes but entry to these classes will be restricted to 20 dogs and only for those handlers who are also running another dog at the show or who are judging, as the show is really aimed at the lower levels.  There will also be an anysize jumping class run over the steeplechase course, for any oldies or youngsters from 16 months who also might be coming along for a day out. 

Agility classes contain contact equipment, Jumping / Steeplechase / Helter Skelter classes do not.

Jump Heights: 

Jump heights will be set at 30" or 24” for Standard dogs, 20" for Midi dogs and 15" or 8” for Mini dogs (see height definitions).  Jump heights are a choice!

Height definitions:

Micro for small mini dogs (we won’t have time to fuss about measuring dogs on the day, but you know if your dog is a big or small mini!).  Jump height 8” maximum

Mini: for dogs measuring 15" or less at the withers. Jump height 15" maximum.

Midi: for dogs measuring over 15" and up to 17" at the withers. Jump height 20" maximum.

Maxi: for dogs measuring over 17" at the withers. Jump height 24" maximum.

Standard: for dogs measuring over 17" at the withers. Jump height 30" maximum.

This show will not be able to proceed without help from each competitor.  If everyone does something for one hour, then no-one will have to work for too long.  If you volunteer for a job, then we won’t allocate you something you don’t want to do!  Thank you in advance, for offering to help!

If anyone would like to try their hand at judging, without having to miss out on their runs, this would be the ideal opportunity, as it will be possible to run your dog in the classes you are not judging.  If you’d like to give it a try, then email me or give me a call.

Thanks to all of those who have already offered to judge, to my loyal helpers and to you, my competitors, for entering!  Special thanks to Corton Agility for allowing me to hire their equipment, and to Taryntimers for Electronic timing

Awards:

Trophies in all classes and rosettes to at least 10%.  All dogs will run over the same course, but results and awards will be separate for Beginners and Improvers, in each jump height (although some results may be combined if entries are low!)

Clear round rosettes in all classes.

Class descriptions are:

Agility 1:

A simple, flowing agility course (including A-frame, and Dog Walk, but no weaves, seesaw or tyre).  Should resemble a KC Starters agility course.

Agility 2:
An agility course of higher complexity, with at least 2 handling elements (be it change of side or a trap).  This course to include A-frame, Dog Walk, weaves and seesaw, but no tyre.  Should resemble a KC Novice agility course.

Steeplechase:
A simple, flowing jumping course, comprised of only jumps and tunnels (no weaves or long jump).  Should resemble KC Elementary jumping course without weaves.

Jumping:
A slightly more complex jumping course, comparable to KC Novice jumping course.

Helter Skelter:

A jumping course which (as per usual definitions) has a “spiral” aspect.  Should resemble a KC Open Helter Skelter course.

AnySize jumping:

This class will be run over the steeplechase course, with jumps set at 15” for standard dogs and 8” for minis/midis.  This class is open to dogs from 16 months on the day of the show. 

Senior Agility and Senior Jumping:

These classes will be run over the Agility 2 / Jumping courses, and are an opportunity for the Senior handlers to show us “how it should be done” .. (no pressure then!).  These classes are restricted to 20 dogs, run by handlers who have entered other dogs in the show.

The Anysize Jumping, Senior Agility and Senior Jumping courses will walk at the same time as the “main” version of the courses.  Then the dogs entered in these classes can show the rest of us how to handle it before we take up the challenge!
DIRECTIONS TO VENUE

THE VENUE WILL BE WELL SIGNPOSTED

Leave the M4 at junction 16.  Follow signs to Wootton Bassett (A3102).  At the second roundabout turn left, through Wootton Bassett. Cross over the rail bridge and take the next exit on the left (SP Clyffe Pypard and Bushton). Breach Lane Nursery is approx. 1 mile on the right.

Parking facilities are limited so please park as directed by our stewards. This is our training venue. Please keep it clean!

Catering at the venue is limited, so please bring your own packed lunch! 
Competition Rules:

1. The Show Management reserves the right to refuse entries.

2. Entries will be limited to 800 runs(Or near offer!).  Entry fees £10 for 5 classes, or £8 for 4 classes, or £2.50 per run in AnySize or Seniors.  Entries close Monday February 28th 2005 (postmarked)

3. Awards gained up to 1st February must be included when deciding on level to enter.

4. Competitors must sign and date the declaration on the entry form.

5. Please respect the venue! Pick up after your dogs and dispose of all rubbish responsibly.

6. Information about the exercise area will be sent out with running orders.  

7. All dogs entered for competition at this show must be 18 months of age or over, with the exception of those entered in Anysize Jumping, which is open to dogs from 16 months.

8. Bitches in season may not be entered for competition at the show, or mated at the show.

9. Height definitions: 

· Micro – small mini dogs eg Papillons, Yorkies etc (these dogs will not be measured, I just wanted to give the little dogs the choice of lower jumps!)

· Mini - dogs measuring 15" or less at the withers. 

· Midi - dogs measuring over 15" and up to 17" at the withers. 

· Maxi and Standard - dogs measuring over 17" at the withers.

10. Eligibility: 

· If eligible for KC Starters, please enter your dog in Beginners

· if eligible for KC Novice, please enter your dog in Improvers

· dogs eligible for KC Seniors, with handlers who are also running another dog at the show or who are judging, may be entered in Seniors.  This category is restricted to 20 dogs

· Anysize jumping is open to any oldies or youngsters from 16 months not entered in any other class
10. Competitors are responsible for ensuring that they are available for their classes.

11. At the handler’s discretion, dogs may wear flat collars (including dangly tags!) when competing, but no leads or harnesses. Handlers may also use SILENT toys, but no titbits are to be carried in the hand or used in the ring.

12. Judging rules will be in line with Kennel Club marking, however on the day please respect the judge's decision, which is final!

13. Judges may run their own dogs for competition in the classes they are not judging.

14. Dogs entered in AnySize jumping may not be entered in any other class on the day.

15. Any person handling their dog in a harsh manner may be asked to leave the show.

16. Sue Choux (as Show Manager) is the sole arbiter in respect of all matters and disputes at this event.

17. In the unlikely event that the competition has to be cancelled, the show management reserves the right to deduct unrecoverable expenses incurred before returning entry fees.

18. SassyDogs holds insurance for this event, however all dogs are entered at their owner's risk. Whilst every care will be taken, the show management will not take responsibility for the loss, damage or injury to dogs, people or property whilst at this show.

19. Have fun with your dogs !!!!  This event is supposed to be fun, so anyone who looks like they are not enjoying themselves may be asked to leave!
