Agility Open Final – Sunday 14th August 2005

This final will take place on Sunday 14th August in the early afternoon and will be handicapped by height.  The top 10 of each height on both days in the Open Agility will be eligible for qualification for this class.  Once a dog qualifies for the final, they may enter further heats, but if placed qualifying place goes to the next person.
Eligibility of Classes
Starters - For owners, handlers or dogs which have not won 
an agility 


and/or jumping class at any show with 
more than 100 entries.

Novice - 
Open to dogs who have not won a total of two first prizes (one of 

which must be agility) at any show with more than 100 entries.

Intermediate – Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and 


Starters classes at any show.

Senior - 
Open to dogs having won at least two first prizes (one of which 

must be agility) at any show with more than 100 entries.

Open - 
Open to all dogs.

Height Classifications
Mini - 
Only open to dogs which measure 381mm (1ft 3in) or under at 

the withers.  Maximum jump height will be 381mm (1ft 3in).
Midi - 
Only open to dogs which measure over 381mm (1ft 3in) and which 

measure 432mm (1ft 5in) or under at the withers.  Maximum 

jump height will be 508mm (1ft 8in).

Top Score Jumping Rules
This class will be handicapped by height
1. Each obstacle will be clearly marked with the number of points 10 or 20.  

2. Time allowed is to be determined by the judge, but not to exceed 45 seconds.

3. The round starts when the competitor crosses the start line.

4. The competitor completes any obstacles he/she chooses and may do so in either direction.

5. The competitor scores the number of points allotted to each obstacle provided it is completed clear.  No points are scored for an incomplete obstacle.

6. An obstacle that is knocked down or displaced for any reason is not re-built.  This includes the displacement of a lower pole in the same vertical plain.

7. Each obstacle may be completed twice to score.  Completing, voluntarily or otherwise, an obstacle for the third or subsequent time or jumping or passing through an obstacle already knocked down or displaced, including the displacement of a lower pole, does not incur elimination, but scores no points.

8. Following a refusal a competitor may either attempt the same obstacle again or proceed to the next obstacle of their choice.

9. The bell is rung as soon as the time allowed is reached, the competitor must cross the finish line to allow their time to be recorded.

10. The number of points allotted to the last obstacle completed clear will be included in the competitors score provided the dog has already started the obstacle at the moment the time allowed is reached.

11. Completing any additional obstacle(s) after the bell has rung is not penalised.

12. In the event of equality of points, time decides.

  Directions
From the North.  Leave M25 at Junction 14 (Terminal 4 & Air Cargo). Turn left.  At roundabout turn right 
towards Staines A3044.  At major lights straight over onto A308 towards Kingston.  Straight over roundabout. Over 2 sets of lights, 3rd set turn right onto A244 towards Shepperton & Walton on Thames
First roundabout take first left into village of Upper Halliford, Halliford Road is on left with keep left bollard in it.  Vicarage Farm is on left passed Squires Nursery.
From the South   Leave M25 at Junction 11 (Chertsey).  Turn right.  At roundabout turn left.  Continue to T Junction turn right onto B375. Over Chertsey Bridge then at roundabout bear right.  At roundabout (Shepperton) straight over.  At roundabout (Esso Garage) turn left onto A244.  Mini roundabout, straight over, then almost immediately turn right to Upper Halliford.  Halliford Road is on right with keep left bollard in it.  Vicarage Farm is on left passed Squires Nursery.
From M3   Exit M3 at Junction 1.  Turn left onto A308 towards Staines.  1st major lights turn left onto A244 towards Shepperton.  Continue as from North.
RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. South Eastern Agility reserves the right to refuse entries.

2. Competitors enter at their own risk.
3. South Eastern Agility reserves the right to limit the show, should the need arise.

4. All fees are payable in pounds sterling and drawn on a UK bank or postal order.  No refunds will be given after entries have closed.
5. In the unlikely event that the event is cancelled, the right to deduct unrecoverable expenses before returning entry fees will be reserved.

6. Please respect the venue and dispose of all rubbish in the appropriate place.
7. The organisers and judges decision is final, customary agility rules will apply.

8. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.
9. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

10. Puppies under the age of 18 calendar months of age are not eligible for competition.
11. The height of the jump obstacles for standard dogs will be 2ft 6in, Midis will be 1ft 8in, and Minis will be 1ft 3in.

12. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including the 7th day before the closing date shall be counted.
13. Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.  Failure to do so may result in elimination.

14. It is the competitor’s responsibility to be available for their class and running orders will be strictly adhered to.
15. Rosettes and trophies will be not be forwarded.

16. Campers must leave a 20ft gap between units and be equipped with own fire extinguishers.
17. Camping passes must be prominently displayed at all times.

18. No barbeques or open air cooking on the showground.

19. No refunds due to incorrect entries or requests for special running orders will be entertained
