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Supa Dog End of Week Finals

(and how to Qualify for them !)

1. 
A dog must be entered in BOTH the Agility and Jumping classes for points to be counted for qualification into the Finals on the Friday.

2.   A dog can only be eligible for one of the end of week’s finals for the standard of classification of the dog. ie   a) starter dog can enter both the Starters and Novice qualifying classes for placings, but the points will only count from the Starters. OR b) Seniors may enter both the Senior and Advanced Qualifying classes but if the dog is advanced it is only the points from the Advanced class that will count towards the finals.

HOWEVER, Juniors can be nominated instead of the dogs normal classification

3.   Placing’s in each of the Qualifying classes will earn points from 1 for 1st place downwards.  The top 10% of each class will be input into the points including any clear rounds outside of the 10% total. Remember, only the points from those dogs entered in both the agility and jumping classes will be entered. 
4.   The finals will consist of Both an Agility and a Jumping round with results combined from each.

5.
The Finals will take place on Friday 3rd  June with Briefings at 9.15am.   The finals will consist of a Jumping Round followed by an Agility Round. The finals will be run in the following order:  Juniors (Unders), Juniors (Overs), Mini, Midi, Starters, Novice, Senior and finally Advanced.  The Juniors and Mini’s will run the Jumping and then the Agility ring will commence with the Juniors as the Starters commence their Jumping Round.

CAMPING    REGULATIONS

Camping will be available from Friday 27th May.  Admittance to the site will be from 10.30am.  Unless notified differently by a notice in with your ring numbers, no one will be parked on the venue until the due time of 10.30am.

Please note this year, units will only be sited on Friday, Saturday and Sunday.

There will be “marshals” to show you to your nominated pitch upon arrival to the showground.  Please remember all the camping marshals are volunteers who are giving up their time to assist us.  If you wish to park in a group, please ensure you ALL use the same group name.  Whilst I have been in this game for some time and know most of the people in various clubs/groups if you have not all used the same name we may be unable to re-pitch you close to your friends (especially if you have made the error!)

· If you do not have fire extinguishers you should have a bucket of water available at the front of your unit.

ELIGIBILITY & SCHEDULE OF CLASSES

In the following definitions of classes, First Prize wins are those gained at any Kennel Club Open Licensed event (ie invitation and special events excepted) Agility classes to include contact points and jumping classes where there are no contact obstacles.  With this proviso, classes are defined as below:

STARTERS – For Owners, Handlers or Dogs, which have not won an Agility and/or Jumping Class at a licensed Agility Test (Elementary excepted)

NOVICE – Open to Dogs not eligible for Seniors or Advanced. 

INTERMEDIATE – Open to all except dogs eligible for Elementary and Starters Classes at a licensed Agility Test.

SENIOR – Open to dogs having won at least two first prizes, one of which must be an Agility class, at a licensed Agility Test. (Elementary and Starter Wins excepted)

ADVANCED – Open to dogs having a minimum of 4 wins at a licensed Agility Test, 2 of which must be gained in Intermediate, Senior or Open Agility classes – NOT Jumping. (Elementary, Starters & Novice wins excepted)
JUNIORS – Open to competitors aged 16 years and under at the time of the closing of the entries.  There will be two age groups:  UNDERS for aged 12 and under and OVERS for those aged between 13 and 16.
YKC CRUFTS AGILITY DOG OF THE YEAR QUALIFIER – There are four age groups of  6 – 11 yrs, 12 – 15 yrs,  

16 – 17 yrs and 18 - 25. The first dog in each size of dog in each age group will qualify for a semi final to be held in the YKC ring at Crufts 2006.  A trophy will be awarded to the first place dog in each class sizing within each age group and trophies 1st to 3rd will be awarded across all three sizes of dogs. Eg  Age group 6 – 11 yrs will have a trophy awarded to the  highest placed mini, midi and standard dog and then taking all standards of dogs faults and time there will be a 1st – 3rd trophy awarded.  All classes will have rosettes to minimum of 3rd place. Each class may be over the same course depending upon the entries and class splits. Ages of competitors will be calculated from the first day of the weeks show dates (28th May)

PERPETUAL TROPHIES

ABC Class – There will be a perpetual trophy in memory of Louandi ā Woody de Pudbri donated by Sarah and Roy MacNeil to the best overall Belgium Shepherd Dog in the ABC class.
DISABLED HANDLERS PERPETUAL TROPHY – There will be a perpetual trophy donated to the top three handlers declared as disabled over the course of the week.  A points card will be issued upon declaration of status at the show and it will be the handlers responsibility to ensure all placings, clear rounds etc from each class are entered onto the card.  These will then be totalled at the end of the week for the top three to be awarded their trophies and rosettes. 

HAYDEN MEMORIAL TROPHY

This trophy and rosette has kindly been donated by Adrian and Alyson Shoosmith in memory of their Standard Poodle that unfortunately passed away in 2005 and will be presented to the best ABC dog over the course of the week. 

MINI – Only open to dogs measuring 1ft 3ins or less at the withers.  Jump height will be 15”. Dogs should be made available for measuring should a judge request.
MIDI – Only open to dogs exceeding 1ft 3ins and not over 1ft 5ins at the withers.  Jump height will be 20”. Dogs should be made available for measuring should a judge request.

VETERAN – These classes are intended for those dogs that have reached the age of  9 years and above, who are fit and still keen to take part in Agility but can no longer jump the standard class height of 2ft 6ins.  The jump heights in all veteran classes  will be 2ft. Should a judge wish to include an A Frame in a course it will be lowered and the weave  poles and tyre will be used at each judges discretion.  Open to all dogs of  9 years of age and over on the date the entries close (4th April 2005). The height of jumps will be 24’’. Dogs entered in a Veteran Class cannot enter any other class on that day. Dogs can be entered in either the Veterans OR the Agility Aid Allsorts/Dog Games Allsize Jumping and not both.

THERE WILL BE A PRESENTATION AT THE FINALS ON THE FRIDAY TO THE BEST OVERALL VETERAN DOGS DURING THE WEEK.  POINTS WILL BE AWARDED TO THE PLACED DOGS IN ALL THE VETERAN CLASSES THROUGHOUT THE WEEK AND THE TOP THREE DOGS AND HANDLERS WILL BE PRESENTED WITH TROPHIES ON THE FRIDAY.
TOUCH & GO – This is the same as the normal Power and Speed classes but the Power section WILL have a course time set.
SUPA DOG INTERMEDIATE AGILITY STAKES (Saturday) This is a qualifying class for a final (venue to be advised). The first six dogs (or three in each part if the class is split) will qualify.  Once a dog has qualified for the 2004 finals they may compete for the placing in the class but the qualifying place for the final will be awarded to the next placed dog,

SUPA DOG MINI AGILITY STAKES (Sunday) This is a qualifying class for a final (venue to be advised).. The first five dogs will qualify.  Once a dog has qualified for the 2004 finals they may compete for the placing in the class but the qualifying place for the final will be awarded to the next dog down,

PAIRS JUMPING – PAY ON THE DAY – This will be two Jumping class. One class will be either two standard dogs and the other will be a pair made up of any combination of Mini/Midi’s with jump heights as per the normal classification rules. (Mini/Midi class will have jumps at mini height.
AGILITY AID ALLSORTS CLASSES – This class is kindly being sponsored by June & Paul Richardson of Agility Aid.  The class is intended for all sizes of dogs that are NOT entered in any other class (apart from the other Agility Aid classes or the Dog Games Any Size Jumping) during the course of the week and is intended for older dogs, new dogs and don’t fit anywhere else dogs, so that all dogs coming for the week may enjoy our agility shows. Obstacle specifications are the same as for mini classes with the following exceptions:  There will be no Tyre, with and there will be a maximum of 6 weaves. Prizes to 3rd and rosettes to 10th with an additional presentation of a “Judges Special”.
www.DOG-GAMES .co.uk ANY SIZE JUMPING CLASSES – These classes have very kindly been sponsored by Sally & Sean Hopkins and are intended for all sizes of dogs that are not entered in any other class (other than the Agility Aid classes or other Dog Games Classes) at this show and is particularly suitable for inexperienced dogs or handlers, and those dogs that are unable to compete at their full height.  The Class will have no weaves, tyre or contact equipment and jumps will be at mini height.  The course will be very simple and flowing and will have a course time of 60 seconds. DOG-GAMES rosettes will be awarded to 20th place.
SHOW REGULATIONS

1. Dogs that are entered at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows MUST be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for classification and Registration B.  The Registration Number is required for each dog at the show.

2. These six Agility Shows will be held under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations and those Ground Rules of The Hop Farm Country Park Venue.  Any exhibitor entering any of the six shows and finals will be deemed to abide by these rules and regulations and it is on this understanding that entries are accepted.

3. The show will close half an hour after the last presentation of the day’s classes.

4. Entry Fees per individual class is £2.10 or £1.00 for Haywards Heath and District Canine Society Members.  Camping is either £35 for the Bank Holiday Weekend of Fri eve to Mon eve (inclusive) or £60 for the full week.  Fees should be made in Pounds Sterling and drawn on a UK Bank or Postal Order.

5. No refunds will be given after the entries have closed.

6. No Prize Money will be given.

7. The organisers reserve the right to itself to refuse entries.

8. Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on each day of the show are not eligible to compete at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Tests.

9. Not for competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over. There will no charge for not for competition dogs but they must be registered with the Kennel Club and their details recorded on the entry forms.

10. The mating of bitches within the precints of the show and the Hop Farm Country Park is forbidden.

11. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

12. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show and Venue.

13. Dogs must not wear any type of slip, half-slip collar or lead when under test. A flat, close fitting leather or webbing collar is permitted providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar  ie not attached by a ring.

14. Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the organisers reserve the right to appoint another judge.

15. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the Judge or Judges.

16. Sponsors:  Burgess Supa Feeds, June & Paul Richardson of Agility Aid, Chris Odd of Commercial Vehicle Systems/K9 Cages, Sarah & Roy  MacNeil, Adrian & Alyson Shoosmith and  Sally and Sean Hopkins for Dog Games Jumping Classes.

17. Kennel Club Standard Marking will apply to all those classes that are not labelled SPECIAL.  Jump Heights will be 2ft 6ins in all standard classes, 2ft in Veteran classes, 15ins in Mini Classes and 20ins in Midi classes.

18. Those dogs eligible to compete in competition for Mini dogs are those measuring 1ft 3ins or under at the withers.

19. Those dogs eligible to compete in competition for Midi dogs are those measuring over 1ft 3ins and those measuring 1ft 5ins or under at the withers.

20. Dogs must be 9 years  and over to compete in the Veteran Classes .If a dog is entered into veterans classes they may not enter any other class on that day (including the Agility Aid Allsorts class)

21. Judges at an Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership: or handle a dog at the Test which they are Judging.

22. A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is:

a. A Bitch in Season

b. Suffering from an infectious disease or contagious disease.

c. Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.

d. Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

e. Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

23. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days prior to the closing date shall be counted when entering for any class.

24. It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class and running orders.

25. Handlers working more than one dog in a class MUST ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.  Failure to do so may result in elimination.

26. Should circumstances so dictate the organisers, in consultation with the judge may alter arrangements as necessary.  Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to the Kennel Club.

27. Dogs must at the time of entry for competition, be registered as required by the Kennel Club Rules and Regulations in the competitors name (or registration of transfer applied for) In the case of a partnership the full name of EVERY partner must be given.  In the case of dogs recorded as owned by a Limited Co. the Directors and the Secretary of the Limited Company will 

jointly be considered for the purpose of the regulations.  A dog acquired subsequent to entry having being made at a competition

may compete as the new owners property provided that an application for the transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the competition, and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the Regulations and Conditions of the original Entry Form.

28. Please clean up after your dog and place in the bins provided.  Anyone knowingly not doing so may be asked to leave the venue and will forfeit any remaining class entries.

29. No animal other than the one officially entered shall be brought into the precints of the event during it’s continuance, except any dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational  or instructional purposes or by special permission of the General Committee and organisers of the event.

30. In the event of abandonment of the show through circumstances beyond our control, the organisers may defray such expenses from the entry fees to cover the cost of the show preparation.

31. Campers must keep to their allocated space and must not obstruct the roadways.

32. Camping passes must be prominently displayed at all times.

33. Should the entries so dictate, the organisers reserve the right to amend the classes that Judges are shown on the schedule to judge and appoint Reserve / Additional Judges.

34. Children brought to the show are the responsibility of the adult/s accompanying them.  Any behavioural misconduct will result in you leaving the show and forfeiting any further entry and camping monies paid.
