Awards

Rosettes and trophies will be awarded in all classes, including clear round rosettes. 

Rosettes for the BEST RESCUE in each class will be awarded.

Each class will be held as “one class” with Minis, Midis, and Standard dogs competing against each other at their designated height classification. 

Dogs may only be entered in one Level, and qualifying status will include awards 14 days before close of entry.

As the event is for charity, entry fees are £6:00 per dog, which will allow the dog to run in 3 classes

please read RULES & REGULATIONS

1. Dogs must be 18months or over to enter the competition, (except level 1- dogs over 14 months)

2. Bitches in season may not compete or enter the venue.

3. Handlers may not carry or use any training aids in the ring.

4. Anyone handling their dog in a harsh manner will be asked to leave the venue

5. Dogs entered in this event must have had training to be able to participate, any dogs causing a danger to themselves by not being suitably trained, as deemed by the Judge, will be asked to leave and no refund will be given.

6. The secretary reserves the right to refuse entries.

7. In the event that the show is cancelled, the right to deduct non-recoverable expenses before returning entry fees will be reserved.

8. Dogs may wear flat collars (NO CHECK OR CHOKE CHAINS).

9. Dogs deemed out of control or likely to cause danger to the safety of any person or animal, will be asked to leave to show site.

10. Please keep you dogs on a lead, when not competing or using the designated exercise areas, your dog must be under control at ALL times.

11. Please respect the venue and clean up after your dogs, anyone failing to do so will be asked to leave.

12. Please do not allow your dogs in THE LAKE. If you think your dog is likely to do so, then please exercise it in the fenced area, which is available.

13. Two exercise areas should be available, one for toys and one for NO TOY THROWING please respect this.

14. Please park where instructed and NOT on the residential road.

15. Customary agility rules will apply.

16. All competitors and dogs are entered at their own risk, and Therapaws will not take any responsibility for the loss, damage or injury to dogs, property or people whilst at this show.

17. A draw will be made for order of running, and it is the competitor’s responsibility to be available for their classes.

BY SIGNING YOUR ENTRY FORM, YOU WILL AGREE TO ABIDE BY THE ABOVE RULES & REGULATIONS.

DIRECTIONS TO THE VENUE

From the A27 (south of Chichester) at the roundabout marked to Selsey go south, at the next roundabout turn right towards Selsey on the B1245. This road will take you through the village of Hunston and the next village will be Sidlesham. As you enter the 40-MPH, you will go through a series of bends. At the sharp right hand bend in front of the pub turn sharp left into Street End Lane. Signs will be put out so keep a look out for them.
