Eligibility.
Elementary
For owners handlers, or dogs who have not gained a third place or above in an agility or jumping class at a licensed agility test.
Novice
For dogs which have not won a total of two first prizes, at least one of which must be gained in an agility class at a licensed Agility Test (Starters and Elementary excepted)

Please keep your dogs on a lead at all times except in the exercise area. Please help keep our venue clean and tidy. Use only the designated exercise area, and please clean up after your dogs. 

Please note, we advise against exercising your dog on the common outside of the equestrian centre, because the main road in not fenced, and we shall be using it

as an over-spill car park.

Refreshments will be available all day.

There will be no camping at this show.

Rules and Regulations.

1.
Dogs entered Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club regulations for classification and registration B. The registration  number will be required at entry.


2.
Entry Fees £2.00

3.
The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse entries. All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a Kennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show can be made. All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned.

4.
Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the day of the show are not eligible for Kennel Club Licensed Agility tests.

5.
Not for competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged 4 calendar months and over. Dogs must 
be Kennel Club registered with their details recorded on the entry form.

6.
The mating of bitches in the show precincts is forbidden.

7.
No bitch in season allowed within the show precinct.

8.
No person shall carry out punitive correction of harsh handling of a dog at any time within the 
boundaries of the show.

9.
Dogs should not wear any type of collar or lead when under test.

10.
Should a Judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to Judge, the committee reserves the right to appoint another Judge.

11.
A Judge at an Agility Test may not enter for competition a dog, which is recorded in their 
ownership or part ownership: or handle a dog at the test at which they are judging.

12.
No competitor shall impugn the decision of the Judge or Judges.

13. Marking:  The standard marking contained in Annex B to H(1) Regulations shall apply to all classes. 

Any variation on this standard shall be given in the Judge’s briefing before the class commences.

14.
Obstacles shall be in accordance with Annex B to H(1) regulations.

15. Jump Heights – Elementary Classes maximum 24 inches Novice Classes maximum 30 inches.

16. 
A dog shall be withdrawn from competition, and removed from Test if it is :



(a)
A bitch which is in season.



(b)
Suffering from any infectious, or contagious disease.



(c)
Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.



(d)
Of such temperament, or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety 




of any other person or animal.



(e)
Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues.

17.
In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the date of closing of entries (Wed. 19th Jan.) shall be counted when entering for any class.

18.
It is the competitor's responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

19.
Should circumstances dictate, the Committee in consultation with the Judges, may alter arrangements as necessary. Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them will be reported to the Kennel Club.

20.
Any alteration to this schedule will be published on Agilitynet and this will be deemed sufficient notice.

21.
Competitors’ briefing will be held prior to the start of each class, they will be allowed to walk the course, but without the dog accompanying the handler.

22.
All dogs entered at the owners risk, and whilst taking every care, Tuffley Agility Club cannot be held responsible for any damage, loss or injury caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.

23.
Competitors are responsible for any loss, damage or injury caused by them, their dogs or their property to any other  person whilst at the show.

24.
No practice will be allowed before, during or after the show, and no dog will be allowed in the ring at any other time than when competing except in the POTD ring  (weather permitting).

25.
In all matters concerning the competition, the Judge's decision will be final, in all other matters; the decision of the Show Committee will be final.

26.
The Committee reserves the right to defray any costs from the entry fees should the event be cancelled.

How To Find Us.




From Gloucester.

Take the A417 out of Gloucester, through Maismore, until just past a BP petrol station, then turn right onto the B4211, and drive along here for about 3 miles. The entrance will be signposted on the right.

From Wales  (M50)
Take Junction 2 off the M50, onto the A417, drive about 5 miles, and then take the B4211 towards Tewkesbury. Drive along the B4211 for about 3 miles. The entrance will be signposted on the right.

From the South (M5)

Take Junction 9 off the M5, then head towards Tewkesbury.  Turn right at the cross in the centre of Tewkesbury, onto the A38, follow the road out of the town, over the river, and just after the Severn Trent Water treatment works turn left over a single-track bridge. After about 3 miles, turn left onto the B4211 and the entrance will be signposted about 2 miles on the left.

From the North (M5)

Turn onto the M50 at Junction 8, then turn off the M50 at Junction 1. Then take the A38 south towards Tewkesbury, then take the A438 towards Ledbury. After about 3 miles, turn left onto the B4211 and the entrance will be signposted about 2 miles on the left.
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
