 FROM NORTH:-  From Edinburgh take A68 Jedburgh road. Keep on A68 till you reach St.Boswells and 400 yards past The Buccleuch Arms Hotel turn left onto A699 (Maxton to Kelso road), cross narrow stone bridge , turn left past entrance to Springwood Park Caravan site. Venue is on right.

FROM SOUTH WEST:-  Follow A7 Galashiels road as far as Selkirk. Turn right onto A699 Kelso road .. After approx. 9 miles go straight ahead at crossroads on A699, through Maxton towards Kelso

FROM SOUTH EAST:-Take A68 north through Jedburgh , turn right onto A698, follow Kelso Bypass before turning left on A699 Selkirk - St Boswells . At the bottom of hill , take left fork at Y junction A699.. Venue is on left.

                             RULES AND REGULATIONS
1.    Dogs entered at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows must be registered at the Kennel      

      Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.

       The registration number/Authority to complete number will be required for each entry.

2.  The entry fee for each dog is £2.00 per dog per class (members free) (NFC free)

3.  No prize money is on offer

4.  The committee reserves the right to refuse entries.

5.  Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible for 

    Kennel  Club Licensed  Agility Tests.

6.  Not for competition  entries will be accepted for  dogs aged 4 calendar months and over 

    Provided they are registered with the Kennel Club. Details must be given on the entry form.

7. The mating of bitches within the show is forbidden

8.  No bitch in season is allowed to compete

9.  No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within 

     The boundaries of the show.

10. Dogs must not wear slip chains , collars or leads when under test.

11. Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment the committee reserves the right to

     Appoint another judge.

12. No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

13. No sponsoring at this show.

14. Dogs will be accepted at any time . However competitors arriving after the show opens 

      May not be accepted for classes  if they have missed their allocated running order.

15. Kennel club standard marking regulations apply.

16. Maximum height of hurdles in standard classes will be 2ft 6ins (762mm).

     Mini classes height will be 1ft 3ins (381mm), midi classes 1ft 8 ins (508mm).

17. Dogs eligible  to compete in MINI  are those measuring 1ft 3ins (381mm) or under at the 

     Withers .

18. Dogs eligible to compete in MIDI are those measuring over 1ft 3ins (381mm)

      And under 1ft 5ins ( 432) at the withers.

19. A judge at an agility test cannot enter for competition a dog which is recorded in their

     Owner ship or part owner ship , or handle a dog at the test at which they are judging 

20.A dog shall be withdrawn from competition if it is :-

           A) a  bitch in season  b) suffering from an infectious or contagious disease

          C)  interfering with safety or chance of winning of an opponent

          D) of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety

         Of any person or animal e) likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues to compete.

21. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 7 days before the 

     Date of closing of entries shall be counted when entering any class. (9th may 2005)

22. It is the COMPETITORS responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

23.Handlers working more than one dog MUST run the dogs in the running orders drawn for 

The relevant dog .Failure to do so will may result in disqualification.

24.Dogs are limited to only the classes for which the are eligible.

25. Should circumstances so dictate the committee , in consultation with the judges may alter

     Arrangements  as necessary . Such changes surrounding them must be reported to the 

    Kennel club 

26.Adog must at the time of entry for the competition be registered as required by the kennel 

    Club . Rules and Regulations in the competitors name (or registration or transfer applied 

    For) . In the full case of a partner ship the full name of every partner must be given

    In the case of a dogs recorded as owned by a limited company ,the directors and

   The secretary of the limited company will jointly be considered as the competitor for the

   Purpose of the regulations A dog acquired subsequent to entry having been made at a

   Competition may compete as the new owners property provided that an application 

  For transfer has been forwarded to the Kennel Club before the competition and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the regulations and conditions of the original entry form.

27. No animal other than officially entered shall be brought into the precincts except a

   Registered guide dog for the blind or Hearing dogs for the deaf.

28.Al dogs resident outside the U.K. must be issued with a Kennel Club authority to compete

    Before entry to the show can be made 

29. Competitors MUST show ring numbers on checking in for each class . 

30. Whilst every care will be taken , no responsibility can be accepted for loss or damage to persons , dogs or property.
