MAXIMUM 3 CLASSES PER DOG (sorry Minis only 2 for you) CHAMPIONSHIP COUNTS AS 1 CLASS

CLASSIFICATION

ELEMENTARY: Open to owners, handlers or dogs which have not been placed 1st, 2nd or 3rd in any agility/jumping class at a licensed show. 

HEIGHT OF JUMPS 24 INS. No tyre.

STARTERS: Open to owners, handlers or dogs, which have not won an agility/jumping class at a licensed show (elementary excepted).

NOVICE: Open to dogs not eligible for senior or advanced classes.

INTERMEDIATE: Open to all except dogs eligible for starters or elementary.

SENIOR: Open to dogs which have won at least two first prizes one of which must be agility at a licensed agility show (starters and elementary excepted).

ADVANCED: Open to dogs having a minimum of four wins at licensed Agility Test, two of which must be gained in Intermediate, Senior or Open Agility Classes (not jumping classes) (Elementary, Starter and Novice wins excepted).
CHAMPIONSHIP:  Open to all dogs having qualified to Advanced Status.  To consist of 2 qualifying rounds of Standard Kennel Club Classes, 1 Agility Class and 1 Jumping Class and a final round of Agility to be held at the same Show.

MINI: Open to dogs 15 inches or less. HEIGHT OF JUMPS 15 INS.

MIDI: Open to dogs between 15 and 17 ins. HEIGHT OF JUMPS 20 INS.

ALLSORTS: Open to dogs not entered in any other class. HEIGHT OF JUMPS 15 INS.

PLEASE REMEMBER TO TAKE CARE WITH EXCITED DOGS AND CHILDREN/SPECTATORS

Rules 

1)
Dogs entered at licensed agility tests must be registered with the Kennel Club in accordance with KC regulations. KC registration nos or ATC nos must be written on entry form

2)
KC regulations H and H(1) apply and can be obtained from the Kennel Club. Marking will be in accordance with this.

3)
Puppies under 18 months of age on 2nd May 2005 are not eligible to compete. Not for competition entries will be accepted for dogs over 4 months of age providing they are entered on an entry form and are K.C.registered.

4)
Dogs may wear a flat collar with no attachments when under test.

5)
The Judge’s and/or the show secretary’s decision is final.

6) Dogs will be received at any time.

1)  No person shall carry out punitive or harsh treatment of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.

2)  Handlers working more than 1 dog in a class must ensure they are worked in the sequence they are drawn or risk elimination.

3)  It is the competitors responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

4)  Should circumstances so dictate the Club in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary. 

All such changes will be reported to the Kennel Club

All wins up to and including 11th March 2005 will be counted when entering.

13)
Jumps will be 30 ins for standard dogs except elementary 24 ins, midis 20 ins, minis 15 ins, Allsorts 15 ins

14)
A judge at this show can neither compete nor enter a dog in their ownership.

15)
The committee reserves the right to:


a)  refuse any entry


b)  appoint another judge if a scheduled judge is unable to fulfil their appointment.


c)  accept no responsibility for loss, damage or injury to dogs, persons or property at the show.


d)  defray such expenses from the entry fees as are necessary should the show be abandoned due to circumstances beyond their control.

A dog will be withdrawn from the test if it is:


a)  a bitch in season. Bitches in season may not compete. No mating of bitches within the precincts of the show


b)  suffering from an infectious or contagious disease


c)  interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent


d)  of such a temperament or so much out of hand as to be a danger to any person or animal


e)  likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues.

Mini and midi dogs will be measured at the judges discretion. 

Championship Class

 Running Orders:  A draw for the running order of the Agility and Jumping Rounds will be made prior to the show, which must be strictly adhered to.  Competitors will be notified of these before the day of the show.
 The top 20 competitors from the combined results of the 2 qualifying rounds will contest a final round of Agility to determine the overall winner. The top 20 places will be determined by combining the accumulated placings gained by the dogs in the qualifying rounds.
 Final Agility Round  - dogs will run in reverse orde to their combined placings after the first 2 rounds.
 A Championship Agility Trophy and a Kennel Club Agility Certificate will be awarded to the dog winning a Championship Agility Class provided such a dog has no faults in the final round of the class. If the winning dog does have faults in the final round of the Championship Agility Class the award will be withheld.

 A Reserve Championship Trophy and a Reserve Agility Certificate will be awarded to the dog placed second in the Championship Agility Class provided it has gained a clear round in the final round of the class.  If the second placed dog has faults in the final round the award will be withheld.

The Kennel Club Olympia ABC Agility Stakes*

The Kennel Club Olympia ABC Agility Stakes is a special agility competition to be run under KC Rules and Regs H for standard dogs.

2 The competition is open to all dogs excluding Border Collies, Working Sheepdogs and their crosses. (Any Breeds but Collies). In the event of dispute, the judge’s decision will be final.

3 The first 4 dogs of each heat will qualify for the semi-final. The next 4 placed dogs at a heat will be deemed to be reserves should a qualified dog be unable to attend the semi-final. Reserves from heats will be invited to attend the semi-final up to and including the closing date of the NHDTC Show June Show. After the closing date NO reserves will be called even if other qualifiers have to retire / withdraw.

4 Dogs that have already qualified for the semi-final may enter further heats ‘not for competition’. The show secretary of the club holding the heat should be notified prior to the show.

5 A handler may qualify more than one dog for the semi-final.

6 Those dogs eligible to compete in the semi-final shall be the best-placed dogs in each heat, which have not previously qualified.

7 The semi-final will be held at the annual Newton Heath DTC show held in June at Tatton Park, Cheshire. The final to be held at Olympia in December. Any alteration will be publicised.

8 Owners, handlers and dogs who enter the heats or attend the semi-final will be deemed to have accepted the Rules and Regulations of the competition and the organising show.

9 The organisers, Newton Heath DTC and the Kennel Club, in agreement, reserve the right to alter these Rules and Regulations at their discretion.

The Kennel Club Olympia Midi Agility Stakes Supported By Galloway

· This competition will be classed as Midi Open Agility and judged under the Kennel Club regulations for standard classes.

· Competitors may enter more than one dog in a heat and may qualify more than one dog for the semi-finals.  Handlers may only qualify one dog for the final, which will be the highest placed dog at the semi-final.  Once a dog has qualified for the semi-final/final, further heats may be entered for competition.  Although any placings in these further heats will not affect the dog’s eligibility for the final/semi-finals.

· The first two placed dogs will be invited from each heat to compete in the semi-finals at Newton Heath Agility Weekend and the first ten highest placed dogs at the semi-finals will be invited to compete in the finals to be held at Olympia.

· Dogs eligible to compete in competition for Midi dogs are those measuring over 381 mm (1foot 3 inches) or under at the withers.

· Dogs/handlers placed first to fifth will be awarded points towards an additional prize for the dog/handler combination achieving the highest number of points in the heats overall.  These will be awarded in the following way:

First place= 5 points, Second place= 4 points, Third place= 3 points, Fourth place= 2 points, Fifth place= 1 point
