Definition of classes





Open Jumping:	Open to all dogs and handlers, but a choice of heights will be offered (Jump heights 15”, 20” and 30”) No Tyre will be included





Open Agility:	As above, but including dog walk and 


A Frame (no seesaw or tyre)





Open Point to Point:	A flowing jumping course, open to all dogs and handlers, but any faults accrued, will be converted to seconds and added to the time, to give an overall result.  (Jump heights 15”, 20” and 30” )


	No Tyre or contact equipment.	








Fees :	£6.50 for the three classes.





AWARDS





Trophies will be awarded to at least 2nd place in each class and height level.  Rosettes will be awarded to at least 10% of entries in each class and height level.  Clear round rosettes will be awarded in all classes.














Directions to the show:


From Junction 16 of the M4, take the A3102  to Wootton Bassett.  At the second roundabout (Land Rover Gge on left hand side) take a left turn towards Wootton Bassett town centre.  Continue straight on through the town, over the railway bridge and  take the next turning on the left, signposted Clyffe Pypard and Bushton.   Breach Lane Nursery can be found on the right hand side, after approx 1 mile.

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SHOW REGULATIONS














The  Show Management  reserves  the right to alter  any arrangements  as necessary,  to refuse entries  and  to   prohibit  any  dog  not  in  a  fit  state  for  competition  through  any  cause.


Dogs  under 18 calendar  months  of age on the day of the show are not eligible for entry. 


No bitch in season will be allowed  to compete or stay within the  boundaries of the show.


The mating of bitches  within  the precincts  of the show is  forbidden.


No harsh handling will be tolerated within the boundaries of the show – if witnessed, the individual concerned, may be eliminated from all three classes.


The Show Management reserves the right to appoint reserve or additional Judges should the need arise.


No  competitor  shall  impugn  the  decision  of  the  Judge  or  Judges.


Standard  marking in accordance with Kennel  Club rule H  will  apply  throughout


Dogs  may wear a plain  leather or webbing collar – no check or half check collars will be permitted. 


No dog/bitch is allowed in the ring at any time other than when  being judged; no practising  will be allowed in the ring.


No toys, titbits or training aids will be allowed in the ring.


It is the competitors  responsibility  to be  available  for their  class and  running  order. 


When  NOT  competing  please keep  dogs under control  and on a lead at all times.  


ALL competitors   MUST  clear  up  after  their  dogs  and  use  the  designated  exercise area.


Competitors  are asked  to keep  all children  under control at all times. The Show Management reserve the right to request all competitors whose children act in an unruly manner, to leave the show immediately.  No refunds will be given.


Refunds will not be given and no alteration to entries will be allowed after the closing date.


All dogs  will be entered  at this Show at their Owner's and Handler’s risk  and whilst every care will be taken the Committee will not accept responsibility for any loss, damage or injury, however caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the Show	.


In the event  of the abandonment  of the Show  through circumstances  beyond the control of the  Committee,   expenses  may be  defrayed  from  entry fees  to cover  the cost of the Show preparation.


Overpaid entries will not be refunded.


One fee of £6.50 per dog,  covers entry to all three classes – individual classes may not be entered.


The Show Management reserve the right to allocate jobs in the event of a lack of available help.
