At .5 mile roundabout take 2nd exit signed Dorchester. At .4 mile uphill to Quicksilver Mail pub roundabout take 1st exit A 37 Dorchester. .3 mile turn left into Two Towers Lane signed Stoford and Yeovil Junction. .5 mile left into venue.

From West (A303) – Take A3088 signed Yeovil, Dorchester and Weymouth. 3.6 miles roundabout take 3rd exit.  .5 mile roundabout take  3rd exit signed Crewkerne and Chard.  .4 mile roundabout take 2nd exit signed Yeovil.  1.4 miles Quicksilver Mail roundabout turn right, 2nd exit, on to A 37 signed Dorchester.  .3 mile turn left into Two Towers lane signed Stoford & Yeovil Junction and .5 mile left into venue.
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Performance challenge
This competition is designed to reward consistent performance across Agility and Jumping classes not simply to reward the first past the post in a single event.  Open to all Beginner and Novice dogs which are entered in the agility and jumping class on the day.  The courses for both levels will be the same and use the beginners rate of travel as the course time.  There will be a separate competition for each height. The results from each class will be combined with the faults from the 2 runs being added together followed by the times from the 2 runs being added together.  The dog with the least faults in the fastest time will be deemed the winner.  Eliminations will score 100 faults.  In the event of a tie the result from the agility will be the deciding factor.  The top 2 from each height will qualify for the final to be held at the UKA Nationals on Friday 30th July.  Any extraordinary circumstances to be ruled by UK Agility. The winners of each height final will receive 1st place £200 cash, 2nd place £50 Tug-e-nuff voucher, 3rd place £25 Tug-e-nuff voucher.
NOTICE TO COMPETITORS (The boring stuff!!)
UK Agility Rules and Regulations apply to the whole event and all people and dogs must comply with these at all times.  As a competitor it is your responsibility to be aware of the rules and regulations as they stand at the time of the show.  This show will run under the 2010 UK Agility rules.
All dogs and handlers must be registered with UK Agility in order to compete. UK Agility’s official rules & regulations are given free on registration of Handler/Owner to UK Agility.  If you or your dog is not already registered, fill out the UK Agility registration form included in this schedule and add the registration fee to your entry fee. 
Competitors through submission of entry acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of UK Agility rules and regulations including but not limited to the following rules regarding entry:

All competitors should familiarise themselves with the rules prior to the event.  

Dogs under 18 calendar months of age on the day of the Show are not eligible to compete in UK Agility Licensed shows, with the exception of dogs over 16 calendar months of age eligible to compete in Nursery Classes & Steeplechase.

Entries without fees paid in full will be returned. Separate entry forms must be completed by each Competitor and must be signed by the Competitor. Entry forms must be accompanied with the appropriate fees. If you use a recorded delivery service, you must specify No Signature Required.

Entries will not be accepted, changed or altered after the closing date or capping level has been reached except for the purpose of moving to a higher level. 
A dog shall be withdrawn from competition if it is:-

a) A bitch which is in season, 

b) Suffering from any infectious or contagious diseases,  

c) Interfering with the safety of any person or other animal.   

d) Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.
There will be no refunds for entries withdrawn and neither in the event a dog and/or handler is dismissed from the competition, regardless of the reason for dismissal providing this was within accordance of UK Agility rules and regulations. 

It is the competitor’s responsibility to be available for their class and running order. Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn. Failure to do so will result in elimination.

It is expressly understood that Competitors alone are responsible for the behaviour of their dogs, children and guests. Any competitor whose dogs, children, or guests create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behaviour, may at the discretion of the show management, be asked to remove the offending dogs, children, guests from the event grounds. No refunds of fees will be made in such a case. 

No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show.

Should a judge be unable to fulfill the appointment to judge, the show management reserves the right to appoint another judge. Should circumstances so dictate the show manager, in consultation with the Judges, may alter arrangements as necessary. Such changes and the circumstances surrounding them must be reported to UK Agility. In the event of abandonment of the show through circumstances beyond our control, the SHOW MANAGEMENT may defray such expenses from the entry fee to cover the cost of the show preparation. These accounts will then be made public.

All dogs are entered at this show at their owners risk and whilst every care will be taken the show management will not accept responsibility for loss, damage or injury however caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.

All competitors MUST clear up after their dogs at all times. Failure to do so will result in competitors being asked to leave the Show.

Dogs left in hot cars, or dogs appearing to be in distress, will be dealt with as seen fit by the Show Management.

Returned cheques do not constitute a valid entry. There will be a £20.00 service charge for returned cheques. Payment of entry fees and service charges shall be made before a competitor may compete. Any unpaid fees or shortfalls to a UK Agility account must be paid prior to the start of the event.  Any fees not received within 30 days of notice shall be reported to UK Agility.  UK Agility will suspend a dog’s/handlers registration until fees are paid in full.  If your UK Agility account owes money when we process the entries for this show your running orders may be withheld to encourage you to visit the secretaries tent at the show so that the account balance can be resolved.

Dogs should be measured while the dog is placed in a standing position on a flat surface such as a table. The measurement is taken from the perpendicular line from the top of the dog’s withers to the flat surface. 

All dogs, except the Maxi division, must have an official measurement before they run. If your official dog’s measurement moves you into a different height than the one entered, you must notify the show secretary and your dog will be moved automatically.

If you are entering the casual class and wish to jump lower than your eligible height please tick the CRO box (Clear round only).  Clear round rosettes will still be available for your run.

Standard UK Agility marking will apply.  Open to all dogs with a separate competition for each of the 4 jump heights.  All levels will run over the same course with each level attaining its own results.  The results of the 4 levels will then be combined and the top 3 will qualify for the final.  If numbers so dictate that all levels can not run in the same ring, the level(s) not in the official ring will run over the same course design.  Course to be approved and measured by official Heat judge.  The qualifiers will be decided by calculating the dogs metre per second (MPS) over the course (course distance divided by dogs time).  If there is a tie on this then there will be a run off between those dogs over the main course.  If dogs have already qualified the next placed dogs will be offered the place in the final.  Any extraordinary circumstances to be ruled by UK Agility.

TEAM RULES

The class will be a 3-dog relay run under UKA Steeplechase rules.  Dogs must either all be from one height or a team made from 2 dogs from one height and the third dog from another height.  See below for combinations.  The course will be split into 2 sections, A and B, which may intertwine and must be run in the order A,B,A so that every team will cover the same course distance. 

Where teams have different height dogs the 2 dogs of the same height will run on course A. There will be a baton change, which is executed in a designated area defined by the judge.  The baton will stay in this area at all times.  A faulted baton change will be 50 faults.  Eliminations will be scored at 100 faults. If handlers are eliminated they must continue to complete the course to the best of their ability.  If a judge deems a handler has immediately returned to the change-over box without a sportsmanlike attempt at completing the course, the team will be disqualified.  

The team with the least faults in the fastest time will be deemed the winners.  The top 2 teams from each heat will qualify for the Final.  Once a team has qualified they may only run in further heats Not For Competition. Handlers can enter in other teams with different dogs. Only handlers and dogs originally entered may compete at the Final. Reserve handlers and dogs, to a maximum of 2, may be nominated at the time of entry.  However only 1 dog and/or 1 handler may be used as a reserve in the Final and the makeup of the team must adhere to the combination that qualified.  Any changes are at the organisers’ discretion.
