Eligibility and Schedule of classes

This classification should apply to competitions for large, medium and small dogs. In the following definitions of classes First Prizes or other prize wins are those gained in standard classes at any Kennel Club licensed Open Agility Shows (i.e. Limited Agility Shows, special classes and invitation events excepted). Only a first place with a clear round will count towards grade progression. Societies may schedule classes other than those defined below. The eligibility for “Special” classes must be defined by the Society and included in the schedule. The word “Special”

must be included in the title of the class. Agility classes to include contact points and jumping classes where there are not contact obstacles. With this proviso classes are defined as follows:-

Class Structure. A Class may either be held as a Graded Class or a Combined Class. A Graded Class may be scheduled for one or more consecutive Grades with separate results and awards issued for each grade. A Combined Class may be scheduled for more than one consecutive grade with one overall set of results.

Progression. Progression from each Grade will require one Agility win or three Jumping wins at that grade, except that progression from Grade 6 will require 4 wins at Grade 6, two of which must be agility classes. Results from Combined Classes will only count towards progression from the dog’s current grade.

Points Progression. At the handler’s discretion a dog may progress up to Grade 5 by winning 75 points at each grade, using the Agility Warrant point’s scheme, Regulation K3.c refers, except that there is no requirement for a minimum number of agility points. If this method of progression is selected, the handler must ensure the Show Secretary signs the dog’s Agility Record Book at the first show entered at the higher grade. There is no time limit on this progression, however, once a dog has progressed, it cannot return to a previous grade.

STANDARD CLASSES

Only first prizes and points gained in standard classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows may be used for progression through the classes. (A dog is only eligible for one grade). In defining the eligibility of the owner or handler for Grade 1, the three jumping wins and points progression referred to in the definition apply only to one dog and not an accumulation of dogs.
Grade 1 (Elementary)

For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1, (Elementary) are not eligible for this class.

Grade 2 (Starters) 

Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grades 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress on points from Grade 1.N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class.

Grade 3 (Graduate) Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4, 5, 6 or 7. 

Grade 4 (Novice) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5 6 or 7. 

Grade 5 (Intermediate) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6or 7. 

Grade 6 (Senior) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7. 

Grade 7 (Advanced) Open to dogs, which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at Kennel Club Licensed Agility Shows, 2 first places must be gained in Agility (not jumping) Classes. 

Special classes

Allsorts:,Grab a ball, Team Qualifiers, See separate rules.

Grab a ball (special classes) (66,75) (76,85) (86, 95).

A special jumping class with two courses available to walk within one ring. This will be marked by different coloured numbers. Competitors will select a  coloured ball from a bag at the start of the course before running, this will determine which course they will be running. No tyre, or long jump. Dogs will only be allowed to compete at there eligible height and grade.  Standard marking will apply. 

Allsorts Jumping classes 29,61,96( special classes)

Open to all dogs (irrespective of size). not entered in any other classes over the weekend Jump height will be a)200mm b)350mm c)450mm. Handlers may choose the best height for their dog, regardless of size, and must state on entry form a, b or c.  There will be no Long Jump, Weaves or Tyre. All dogs must be over 18mths old and be KC Reg and measured according to KC regulations. Results will be combined for all sizes for placings.
Junior Classes (62a,b,c,63a,b,c, 64a,b,c,65a,b,c,97a,b,c,98a,b,c,99,a,b,c,100,a,b,c,)

Handlers must run at the KC height for their dog and indicate this (A,Small,B Medium, or C Large).Handlers age is their age as at the  closing date for entries. Results will be combined for all sizes for placings. Juniors may enter all classes that there dog/owner  is eligible for.
Class 40 Large Supa Dog Agility Stakes Qualifier(TBC)
This class will be run under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations for Agility (as at the time of the heat).  The first SIX dogs from each heat will qualify for the Final.  Should classes be split, the total number of six dogs from the split classes will qualify (i.e. two splits – the first three in each part will qualify). Once a dog qualifies for the Final, they may enter further heats, but may not take a qualifying position. 

Class 50. Medium Supa Dog Agility Stakes  Qualifier(TBC)

This class will be run under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations for Agility (as at the time of the heat).  The first FIVE dogs from each heat will qualify for the Final. Once a dog qualifies for the Final, they may enter further heats, but may not take a qualifying position. 
Class 60. Small Supa Dog Agility Stakes Qualifier(TBC) This class will be run under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations for Agility (as at the time of the heat).  The first FIVE dogs from each heat will qualify for the Final. Once a dog qualifies for the Final, they may enter further heats, but may not take a qualifying position.

Show Rules and Regulations
 1. Dogs entered at kc licensed agility shows must be registered at the kennel club in accordance with KC regulations for classification for regulation B. The registration number/authority to compete number will be required for each entry.

2. Entry fees £2.50 per class,£10.00 teams. Minimum of 3 classes to be entered. Camping £35.00. (See separate camping  form) send direct to Mr Ray Amps, 29,Chapel street, Yaxley. 

3 Prize money: nil 

4 Show entries can be made via post or internet at http://www.lnshowservices.co.uk/
5.The committee reserves the right to refuse entries and bar persons from the show ground.

6 Puppies under 18 months of age on the day of competition are ineligible for kc agility shows.

7. Not for competition entries will be accepted for dogs aged four calendar months and over. Dogs must be kennel club registered with their details recorded on the entry form.

8. No bitch in season is allowed to compete.

9. No person shall carry out punitive, corrective or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the show

10. Dogs must not wear any type of slip collar, half slip collar or lead when under test. A flat, close fitting, leather or webbing collar is permitted; providing the only attachment is a plain identification panel as an integral part of the collar.ie not attached by a ring.

11. Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment the committee reserves the right to appoint another judge

12. No competitor shall impugn the decision of judge or judges.

13. Sponsorship: Burgess Supadog, L & N show services, RVA Agility equipment sales.

14. Standard marking shall apply as contained in H(1)(a). Any variation to standard marking will be given by the judge during the briefing prior to the start of the class. Time faults added in 1/100ths of a second.

15. Hurdles will be set at 650mm for large dogs, 450mm for medium dogs and 350mm for small dogs, with the exception of allsorts classes.
16. Height limits for dogs.

Large: for dogs measuring over 430mm (1ft 5ins) at the  withers.
Medium: dogs measuring over 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) and measuring 430mm (1ft 5ins) or under at the withers. (if applicable)

Small: for dogs measuring 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) or under at the withers. (if applicable)

17. Judges at an agility show may not enter for competition a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership; or handle a dog at the show at which they are judging.
18. Withdrawal of dogs from competition. A dog must be withdrawn if: 

A) A bitch which is in season 

B) Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease. 

C) Interfering with the safety or chances of winning of an opponent. 

D) Of such temperament or is so much out of control as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal.

E) Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.

19. In estimating the number of awards won, all wins up to and including 25 days before the start of the competition (24thMay 2010) shall be counted when entering for any class. For these purposes a competition shall be defined as all classes covered within the same schedule. In the event that a dog becomes eligible for the next grade at a particular show, after the entry for that show has been sent, it is the competitor’s responsibility to notify the show secretary at least 14 days before (4th June) the date of the show. The dog will then be moved into the appropriate class(es) for the next grade. The dog must be moved into the corresponding number of classes as were entered at the lower grade. If there are fewer or no classes available for the next grade the competitor should be offered a refund of the relevant entry fees. Changes to grades should be made to the Show Sec on 01487 833038  or carls@barnwell8.freeserve.co.uk
20. Should circumstances dictate the show committee, in consultation with the judge (s), may alter arrangements as necessary, such changes and circumstances surrounding them and this shall be reported to the Kennel Club.

21. Refunds In the event of cancellation of the show due to unforeseen circumstances, the Society will refund fees, less reasonable incurred expenses, on receipt of a stamped, addressed envelope, submitted within 1 month of the show date.
23. Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to a dog in the ring.

24. Separate entry forms must be completed by each competitor and must be signed by the competitor or his authorised agent in accordance with the provisions specified thereon. Entry forms must be accompanied with the appropriate fees.

25. Free passes – All competitors will be provided with a free pass enabling them to enter the event at any time of the day their competition is scheduled, but in the case of a dog owned in partnership onlyOne such pass will be issued.  Camping entries receive entry passes for all members in their camping party.Day parking competitors will receive 1 free pass for  them to compete, additional members of their family/party will be required  to pay an admission fee to gain entry into the agricultural show.  Details can be found at www.info@eastofengland.org.uk
26.Competition of dogs suffering from contagious or infectious disease – no dogs suffering from infectious or contagious disease or having been exposed to such disease during the period of 21 days prior to the competition may compete. Competitors infringing the regulation will be liable to be fined and/or dealt with under kennel club rule a42.

27. Animals in event 

No animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except any dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the general committee. 

However, at the discretion of the show society, a dog brought to the show by a spectator may be admitted in to precincts of the dog show, with the proviso that those in charge of the dog sign a declaration confirming the dog is free from disease and that the dog will be kept under proper control at all times. 

28. All dogs registered and resident outside the uk must be issued with a kennel club authority to compete number before entry to the show/event can be made. All overseas entries without a kennel club registration number or an authority to compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor. 

29. A pay on the day class will be held if time permits. 

30. A practice ring may be available to dogs entered for competition at the show, if space allows. This ring must be supervised by a responsible adult with agility knowledge.
31.Welfare of dogs
An exhibitor (or competitor) whose dog is entered at a kennel club licensed event should take all reasonable steps to ensure the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should not knowingly put their dogs’ health and welfare at risk by any action, default, omission or otherwise. A breach of this regulation may be referred to the general committee for disciplinary action under kennel club rules and regulations.
32. It is the competitors responsibility to ensure that the correct score is recorded on the score sheet; mistakes cannot be rectified after the class has closed.

33. Parents are responsible for the behaviour/safety of their children under 18.

34. Dogs are entered at their owners risk and whilst every care will be taken the committee, officials or sponsors will accept no responsibility for loss, damage or injury however caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.

35. Show entries will only be accepted on official entry forms (photocopies accepted) or online at http://www.lnshowservices.co.uk/
36. Owners are responsible for clearing up after their dogs; suitable arrangements will be made for disposal.

34. No caravans are to move around the showground on show days between the hours of 9am and 4pm unless with the prior permission of the competition  manager.

35. All handlers whom enter this show will be allocated 1 hour of ring party on the day of competition. Ring party timings will be clearly annotated within your ring card details. Please indicate prefence  on separate sheet provided.
36.Camping handler passes are valid for 3 days and will be issued for entrance into the showground and agility precincts indicate total amount required for the weekend. 1 free admission ticket will be issued to day parking competitors. All non handlers/occupants of day parking vehicles must have relevant tckets for entry into the showground, extra tickets can be purchased in advance at info@eastofengland.org.uk
37. Kennel club agility record books must be available for inspection by competition manager or  judges at this show.

38. This is a public event and competitiors are advised that the general public are at this 3 day agricultural show. 

39. A £10 charge will be made for returned cheques.

40. Camping is limited and may only be booked and guaranteed if entries are also submitted within 7 days  of posting.camping booking is not available online and may only be booked direct with Mr Ray Amps 29,Chapel street, Yaxley Peterborough PE7 3WL. Using camping  form in the schedule.

41. There is no limit to how many classes a dog may enter within its correct grade and height, except allsorts ( See special rules)
Team relay rules and regulations (please read carefully)

‘JUST DOGS LIVE’ AGILITY TEAM RELAY STAKES QUALIFIERS AND PRIZE MONEY FINAL 2010
This is a special team relay class with 2 dogs completing an agility course and 2 dogs completing a jumping course. The agility section must include two pieces of agility equipment. Both the agility and jumping course will be in the same ring and consist of at least 16 items of equipment for each dog to transverse. KC Marking and rules apply. A suitable baton should be used which must remain behind the start line at all times.  When the dog-handler returns to the start/finish, there will be a baton change between the handlers.  No part of the next dog/handler must be over the start line at the change over; failure to observe this will incur a penalty of 100 faults.

Each team must consist of 4 dogs, with 4 handlers from the same height category.

1 dog in each team must be Grade 3 or under at the time of entries closing for the qualifier class. A dog is only allowed to compete in one team at any one qualifier class and a dog or team may only qualify once. 

These qualifying competitions will be scheduled as a combined class for grades 1 to 7 (see team grade rule above) for all height categories.  There will be a separate qualifying competition for each height category.

The top 3 large teams, Top 3 small and medium teams to qualify from each heat will be awarded a ‘Just Dogs Live’ Qualifier rosette and a certificate. No prize money will be awarded at qualifying heats.
No agility warrant points can be gained from this event as it is classed as a special class, this includes the final.

The qualifying teams of each heat will be invited to The ‘JUST DOGS LIVE’ Final 2010 at the East of England Showground Peterborough on July 10th 2010 to compete in the Small, Medium and Large Team Finals.  

Prize money will be awarded to the top three placed finalist teams from each height category.

First place £120 Second £80 Third £40

In the event that a placed team in a heat has already qualified for the final then the highest placed unqualified team will receive the Qualifier rosette and certificate and be invited to the final.  Already Qualified teams must inform the show secretary before the close of the qualifying class. Only dogs entered as a reserve at the qualifying event will be permitted to compete in the final should a change of dog be necessary. All dogs must be Kennel club registered and handlers abide by Kennel club rules at the time of the qualifier and final. Clubs holding qualifiers may also wish to give placed rosettes to 10% of entries. The Show Secretary should record the top 5 placed teams for large teams and top 5 teams for small and medium teams, and send the results to RVA Dog Training Society (Cambs) within 14 days of the show ending.  These results should include the name of the team; handlers, dogs, dog’s grade, reserves and captains contact details.

Please note: Dogs in Cars on Hot Days

Your dog is vulnerable and at risk during hot weather and the Kennel Club offers the following guidance to help guide

 you through the do’s and don’ts travelling to and whilst at KC licensed events.

• When travelling to a show please take a moment to consider whether the route to the show is on a busy holiday 

route and  leave earlier to avoid increased time in traffic jams.

• if your vehicle is not air-conditioned seriously consider whether travelling to the show is a good idea at all.

• The vehicle should be as fully ventilated as possible, and plenty of stops should be taken, with lots of water  available to drink.

• Ensure your dog is not sitting in full sunlight. There should be plenty of free flowing air around the dog.

• When at the show, never leave your dog in the vehicle.

• Keep the dog in the shade – take your own shade for example a large umbrella and always have plenty of water    available to drink so your dog stays well hydrated.

• Avoid your dog taking part in unnecessary exertion, or from standing in exposed sunlight for extended lengths of time. Remember, if you feel hot your dog is very likely to feel much hotter and dehydrated, and this could lead to dire results. Please look after your dog’s welfare.
