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Enter classes based on dogs entry level – not the handlers level.



Veteran Agility and Jumping classes for dogs over 9 years of age on day of show, set at KC Grade 1 equivalent. 
Jump heights at 9”, 12” and 18” – choose the jump height most suitable for your dog.
No weaves or tyre – 1 run per dog in each class.

CLASS 1


Any size Agility and Jumping classes for dogs set at KC Grade 1 equivalent that are not, for whatever reason, jumping at full height (e.g. dogs new to competition, returning from injury, approaching veteran stage). 2 runs per dog in each class – best time counts in each class.
Jump heights at 9”, 12” and 18” – choose your jump height at one height lower than your KC jumping height – toys are allowed in the ring (silent toys only – no squeakies! See Rule 20).


Agility and jumping classes for dogs at KC equivalent Grades 1 & 2 combined.
Jump Heights at 12”, 18” and 26” – 2 runs per dog in each class, best time counts in each class.

Toys are allowed in the ring (silent toys only – no squeakies! See Rule 20).


Agility and jumping classes for dogs at KC equivalent Grades 3 & 4 combined.
Jump heights at 12”, 18” and 26” – 2 runs per dog in each class best time to count in each class.


Power and Speed class for dogs at all levels – including dogs at KC Grades 5 – 7 equivalent.

1 run per dog - awards at 5 levels

Helter Skelter pairs competition for dogs of all heights set at KC equivalent grades up to Grade 4. Each team to consist of two dogs jumping at same height – awards at Strollers, Trotters, Go Getters and Speedsters levels. 1 run per team.
Closing date for entries: 24 February 2010 (or sooner if entry limit level is reached).
 One entry form per dog please.
 SHOW RULES 
1. Standard KC rules apply other than in relation to jump heights (no jumps over 26”) and the use of toys in the ring (classes 3,4,5 and 6) see Rule 20.

Height Definitions:
Large Dogs – measure over 430mm (1ft 5ins) at the withers – 26” jumps

Medium Dogs – measure over 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) and 430mm (1ft 5ins) or under at the withers – 18” jumps            


Small Dogs – measure 350mm (1ft 1.75ins) or under at the withers – 12” jumps

Strollers and Trotters choose one jump level down from normal jump height.

2.  All dogs should be over the age of 18 months on the day of the show and should be suitably trained for the event in which entered, which is entered at your own risk.

3. Entry fees as shown on entry form.
4. The Committee reserves to itself the right to refuse any entry.

5. Dogs under the age of 18 months on the day of the show are not eligible to compete.

6. The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.

7. No bitch in season is allowed within the precincts of the Show.

8. No person shall carry out punitive or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the precincts of the Show.

9. Should a Judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge the Committee reserves the right to appoint another Judge.

10. No competitor shall impugn the decision of any Judge.

11  A dog shall be withdrawn from the Show if it is:

· A bitch which is in season

· Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease or has been exposed 

to such disease during the period of 21 days prior to the date of the Show  
· Interfering with the safety, or the chance of winning, of another competitor

· Of such a temperament or is so out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any       

person or other animal

· Likely to cause unnecessary suffering to the dog if it continues competing

It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class and running order. The latest time up to which they will be able to compete will be at the Judge’s discretion.

Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the Judges, may alter any arrangements as necessary.

No animal other than the one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the Show during its continuance, except dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the Committee.

15, All dogs are entered at the owners’ risk and whilst taking every care the Committee cannot be held

      responsible for any damage, loss or injury caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the Show.

16. Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to a dog in the ring.

17. Separate entry forms must be completed by each competitor, for each dog entered into the Show, and must be signed by the competitor or his authorised agent in accordance with the provisions specified thereon. Entry forms must be accompanied by the appropriate fees.
18. The Committee reserves to itself the right to defray any costs from the entry fees should the
       event have to be cancelled or abandoned.

19. No practice will be allowed before, during or after the Show and no dogs will be allowed into the ring 
      at any time other than when being judged.

20. A silent toy may be carried in the ring during competition in the Trotters and Go Getters classes only. The dog may not touch the toy once it has started its round and the toy must not be given to the dog until the dog and competitor have both left the ring.

21. In all matters concerning the competition, the Judges’ decision will be final. In all other matters the 
      decision of the Show organizers will be final.

22. Acceptance of the show rules is deemed to be a condition of entry to the show.

GENERAL INFORMATIONF
entsvenue

Woodnook Equestrian Centre is situated near the pretty Pennine village of Meltham (nr Honley) and Holmfirth Town centre, with the wonderful scenery, walks, pubs and restaurants of the Holme Valley. It is a very level site with excellent parking/exercise area and level access to both arenas and toilet facilities (including disabled). There are a few steps up to the cafe and the viewing gallery is upstairs.

Whilst camping is not available at the venue itself, if you would like to stay in the area, there is a private camp site just across the road (tel: 01484 663285) and another quite near (Holme Valley Camping and Caravan Park, tel: 01484 665819).

Telephone bookings only for both sites (not web site). If you are interested in camping we can send out leaflets for the sites, just ask. There are also plenty of B&Bs and Farmhouse stopovers in fantastic locations.

DIRECTIONS: SAT NAV HD9 4DU

From the South: Follow the MI North and turn off at Junction 35A.

Follow directions to Manchester on the A616 until you see a sign for Holmfirth at the roundabout (Junction with A628). Follow signs for Holmfirth then drive through the town and turn right at the traffic lights following signs for Huddersfield.

At Honley Bridge (Jacobs Well pub on the left) traffic lights, turn left and drive up through Honley  village. (Watch out for the speed bumps!).  At the roundabout take the exit signed MELTHAM. Woodnook Arena is approx. 1.5 miles up that road on the right hand side.

From the North: Follow the MI South and turn off at Junction 39.

Follow signs to Denby Dale continuing on the A636 (Second Exit on the initial roundabout).

At the next roundabout (after about 4/5 miles) take the second exit again following signs for Denby Dale. This road will continue through Denby Dale and will eventually meet the A629. Go straight across at the junction following signs for New Mill and Holmfirth (You will notice a petrol garage to your right and the Sovereign pub to your left).

Continue to follow directions through Holmfirth then as above heading for Huddersfield on to Woodnook.

From the West: Follow the M62 East and turn off at Junction 23 or 24.

Follow signs to Huddersfield. At the ring road, follow the signs for Holmfirth/Sheffield (A616).

Follow the A616 for approx. 4 miles (involves a left turn at the traffic lights by the Red Lion pub at Lockwood - do not go straight on to Meltham).

At the traffic lights at Honley Bridge (large petrol station on the right), fork right and turn right at the next set of lights (only a couple of hundred yards).

Follow the road into Honley Village (Watch the speed bumps!) and, at the roundabout take the exit signed MELTHAM. Woodnook Arena is approx. 1.5 miles up that road on the right hand side.

From the East: Follow the M62 West and turn off at Junction 25, where you need to get on the A62.

Follow signs for Huddersfield. Continue as above heading onto the ring road.
