DOG HEIGHTS

SMALL    Dogs measuring 35cm or under at withers

MEDIUM   Dogs measuring over 35cm to 43cm at withers

LARGE          Dogs measuring over 43cm at withers

Dogs do not have to have been officially measured to take part in this event, in the event of a dispute the judges decision is final

ELIGIBILITY

	Beginners -
	Open to dogs eligible for grades 1-3 at K.C events

	Novice -
	Open to dogs eligible for grades 4 – 5 at K.C events

	Senior -
	Open to dogs eligible for grades 4-7 at K.C events

	ABC -
	‘Anything but Collies’ Open to all dogs other than Border Collies, Working Sheep Dogs and their crosses

	Collie Agility -
	Open to Border Collies, Working Sheep Dogs and their crosses only.


	Steeplechase -
	A course consisting of jumps and tunnels only, no weaves.


	GRADE 1
	For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an Agility class or three first placed in jumping classes at a Kennel Club licensed Agility Show. NB – owners, handlers or dogs previously (prior to 2007) qualified out of Grade 1

	GRADE 2
	For owners, handlers or dogs which have qualified our of Grade 1 but have not gained a first place in an Agility class or first places in Jumping classes in Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows, or elected to progress points from Grade 1

	GRADE 3
	Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from Grade 2 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and dogs which are not eligible for Grade 4,5,6 or 7

	GRADE 4
	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility class or three first places in Jumping classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3,5,6 or 7

	GRADE 5
	Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility class or three first places in Jumping classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3,4,6 or 7

	GRADE 6
	(Senior) Open to dogs which have gained a first place in an Agility class or three first places in Jumping classes at Grade 5 at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows and are not eligible for Grades 3,4,5 or 7

	GRADE 7
	(Advanced) Open to dogs which have gained a minimum of 4 first at Kennel Club licensed Agility Shows , 2 first places must have been gained in Agility (not jumping) classes


RULES
	1
	The Judges decision is final

	2
	Dogs may wear flat collars (without dangly bits) under test. No ½ checks

	3
	All heights walk the class at the same time. There will only be a very short time to walk the course between heights.

	4
	Should circumstances beyond our control cause the show to be cancelled we reserve the right to deduct a percentage toward expenses, from the entry fees.

	5
	The show will be capped at 300 (three-hundred) dogs

	6
	The mating of bitches on the showground is forbidden

	7
	Bitches in season are not allowed to be walked around at the venue

	8
	No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time with in the show boundaries

	9
	TAT reserves the right to refuse any entry

	10
	Judges briefings will be printed out & posted ring side

	11
	A dog will be withdrawn from the competition if it is

a) a bitch in season

b) suffering from an infectious or contagious disease

c) causing problems at ringside for competing dogs, causing problems on the showground

d) lame & likely to suffer further if allowed to continue

	12
	Running orders will be random & picked using an online sequencer. Each height category will have it’s own set of running orders

	13
	Every effort will be made to ensure handlers are aware of each classes’ progress; however it is ultimately the responsibility of the handler to make sure they do not miss their runs

	14
	If your dog has a win at a KC Open show up to & including 7 days prior to the closing date you should contact show organisers

	15
	Puppies under the age of 3 months are not permitted ringside

	16
	We will not tolerate rudeness to our ring parties (which include volunteer non members as well as our own club members) in any way, shape or form. Any handler reported to us for unnecessary rudeness will be asked to leave the venue and will have any entries to future shows refused

	17
	Do not attend if your dog has been in contact with any canine contagious disease within 21 days prior to the show


DIRECTIONS

FROM BLANDFORD - TAKE THE A354 TOWARD SALISBURY, GO THROUGH PIMPERN, AFTER APPROX 5 MILES TURN LEFT AT A STAGGERED CROSSROADS SIGN POSTED “TOLLARD ROYAL AND THE LARMER TREE GARDENS”. TAKE THE FIRST LEFT TOWARD THE LARMER TREE, GO THROUGH NEW TOWN AND PAST THE GARDENS (ON YOUR RIGHT), TAKE THE NEXT RIGHT, SIGN POSTED “TOLLARD GREEN”, CONTINUE ALONG THIS ROAD GO PAST THE YARD (THE YARD’S MAIN ENTRANCE IS ¼ MILE ON THE RIGHT) CONTINUE FOR 100M, TURN LEFT & CONTINUE STRAIGHT BETWEEN 2 HAY BARNS WHICH LEAD INTO THE CAR PARK. 

FROM SHAFTESBURY - TAKE THE A30 TOWARD SALISBURY, AT LUDWELL TURN RIGHT INTO DENNIS LANE SIGN POSTED “TOLLARD ROYAL”. AT THE END OF THIS ROAD TURN LEFT, AFTER APPROX ½ MILE TURN RIGHT (ON A SHARP LEFT BEND IN ROAD), SIGN POSTED “BLANDFORD AND TOLLARD GREEN”, CONTINUE ON FOR APPROX ½ MILE AND TAKE NEXT LEFT, SIGN POSTED “TOLLARD GREEN”, CONTINUE ALONG THIS ROAD GO PAST THE YARD (THE YARD’S MAIN ENTRANCE IS ¼ MILE ON THE RIGHT) CONTINUE FOR 100M, TURN LEFT & CONTINUE STRAIGHT BETWEEN 2 HAY BARNS WHICH LEAD INTO THE CAR PARK.

FROM SALISBURY -  LEAVE SALISBURY HEADING ON THE A354 TOWARDS BLANDFORD FORUM. AFTER APPROX 15 MILES TAKE THE THIRD EXIT AT THE ROUNDABOUT ONTO THE B3081 TOWARD SIXPENNY HANDLEY. PROCEED THROUGH SIXPENNY HANDLEY VILLAGE & CONTINUE ON THE B3081 TO TOLLARD ROYAL. ON ENTERING TOLLARD ROYAL VILLAGE, TAKE THE FIRST LEFT HAND TURN NEAR THE CHURCH SIGN POSTED “TOLLARD PARK EQUESTRIAN CENTRE” CLIMB THE STEEP HILL AND FOLLOW THE ROAD FOR APPROX ½ MILE. AFTER A RIGHT HAND BEND IN THE ROAD, THERE IS AHOUSE ON THE LEFT, TAKE THE FIRST TURNING ON THE RIGHT, CONTINUE STRAIGHT BETWEEN 2 HAY BARNS WHICH LEAD TO THE CAR PARK.
