(All those travelling from afar to our show please bring a rosette sized SAE if you cannot stay for prize giving so any prizes can be sent on.  Those that win a trophy either stay and collect them or bring the necessary packaging stamps etc so they can also be sent on.)
Show Regulations.

1) The entry fee is £10 per dog 

2) The show will open at 8am. 

3) Yeovil Agility Club reserves the right to refuse any entry.  Entries received without fees paid in full will be returned.  Entry fees once accepted will be non refundable.

4) A running order will be drawn for each class and will be written on your scribe sheets, which will be posted out to you.  It is YOUR responsibility to hand your sheet to the scribe on entering the ring for your 1st round and to collect it again on finishing your round to hand in again when you enter the ring for your 2nd round wherein the scribe will pass the completed sheet to the scorer for marking.  Your best round will be counted towards competition
5) Puppies under 18 calendar months of age on the day of the show are not eligible for competition. 

6) The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.

7) No bitch in season is allowed at the Show.

8) No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

9) Dogs must not wear slip chains, collars with attachments or leads when under agility test. 

10) Should a judge be unable to fulfil the appointment to judge, Yeovil Agility Club reserves the right to appoint another judge.

11) No competitor shall impugn the decision of the Judge or Judges.

12) Show entries close 21st February 2010.  

13) Standard marking regulations will apply.

14) Jump heights will be set at KC heights.  Dogs may only compete over one height.

15) The Judges may enter any dog for competition that is recorded in their ownership or part ownership in classes other than their own.

16) Withdrawal of dogs from Test.  A dog shall be withdrawn from competition and removed from the Test if it is:

a) A bitch in season

b) Suffering from any infectious or contagious disease

c) Interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent

d) Of such temperament or so much out of control to be a danger to the    safety of any person or another animal

e) Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues to compete.

17) It is the competitors’ responsibility to be available for their class and running order.

18) Handlers working more than one dog in a class must ensure that the dogs compete in the sequence in which they are drawn.  Failure to do so may result in elimination.

19) Animals in event - no animal other than one officially entered shall be brought into the precincts of the event during its continuance, except any dogs registered to assist the disabled, or dogs required for educational or instructional purposes or by permission of the Committee.

20) All dogs will be entered at this Show at their owner's risk, and whilst every care will be taken, Yeovil Agility Club will not accept responsibility for loss, damage or injury, howsoever caused, to dogs, people or property whilst at this show.

21) No dog will be allowed in the ring at any time other than when being judged, no practising will be allowed in the ring.

22) Handlers/owners are expected to clean up after their dogs and place into the black bags provided.  Anyone knowingly not doing so may be asked to leave the venue and forfeit any remaining class entries. 

23) Dogs are to be on leads except when in the designated exercise area or when under test.  Please comply!
Welfare of dogs

An exhibitor (or competitor) whose dog is entered at a event should take all reasonable steps to ensure the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should not knowingly put their dogs’ health and welfare at risk by any action, default, omission or otherwise

Dogs in cars on hot days -

Your dog is vulnerable and at risk during hot weather and the Kennel Club offers the following guidance to help guide you through the do’s and don’ts travelling to and whilst at agility events:

· When travelling to a show please take a moment to consider whether the route to the show is on a busy holiday route, and leave earlier to avoid increased time in traffic jams.

· If your vehicle is not air-conditioned seriously consider whether travelling to the show is a good idea at all.

· The vehicle should be as fully ventilated as possible, and plenty of stops should be taken, with lots of water available to drink.

· Ensure your dog is not sitting in full sunlight.  There should be plenty of free flowing air around the dog.

· When at the show, never leave your dog in the vehicle.

· Keep the dog in the shade – take your own shade for example a large umbrella and always have plenty of water available to drink so your dog stays well hydrated.

· Avoid your dog taking part in unnecessary exertion, or from standing in exposed sunlight for extended lengths of time.

Remember, if you feel hot your dog is very likely to feel much hotter and dehydrated, and this could lead to dire results.  Please look after your dog’s welfare.

Warning:  if your dog is found to be at risk, forcible entry to your vehicle may be necessary without liability for any damage caused.

(Please note the word dog also means bitch)

DIRECTIONS TO VENUE
Kingston Maurward College is clearly signposted just off the A35, three miles east of Dorchester in central Dorset.

From Yeovil, the North and West
From the A30 follow signs for the A37 (Dorchester Road). At the second roundabout take the first exit for the B3147, then at the next roundabout take the first exit for the B3150. Go straight over at the next roundabout (second exit) and we are the second road on the right.
From Bournemouth and the East
Head for the A35 towards Poole. At the fourth roundabout take the third exit on to the A3060, then at the next roundabout take the first exit onto the A338 (Wessex Way) and follow signs onto the A35 (Poole, Dorchester). Continue along the A35 and at the next roundabout take the first exit and we are the second road on the right.
