Please note that if you have a Grade 1 dog you are eligible to enter up to 6 classes each day
**Special classes – Please read the eligibility and class definition below.  Only dogs who are not entered in any other class may enter the Special classes**
Also please note that these are a list of class numbers and not the sequence of classes at the show
Steeple Chase and Helter-Skelter Pay on the day classes will take place if  time permits  

Eligibility and Definition of Classes

Grade 1 (Elementary)

For owners, handlers or dogs which have not gained a first place in an  Agility Class or three first places in jumping classes at KC licensed and/or Orchard Events at Country Shows.

(N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 1 (Elementary) are not eligible for this class.

Grade 2 (Starters)
Open to dogs which are not eligible for grades 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, and have not gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 2 at KC licensed Agility shows, and/or Orchard Events at Country Shows, or elected to progress on points from grade 1. N.B. Owners, handlers or dogs previously qualified out of Grade 2 (Starters) are not eligible for this class.

Grade 3 (Graduate)

Open to dogs which are not eligible for Grade 1 or 2 or have elected to progress on points from grade 2 at KC licensed Agility Shows and/or Orchard Events at Country Shows.

and dogs which are not eligible for grade 4, 5, 6 or 7
Grade 4 (Novice)

Open to dogs, which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 3 or elected to progress on points from Grade 3 at KC licensed Agility Shows and/or Orchard Events at Country Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 5, 6 or 7.

Grade 5 (Intermediate)

Open to dogs, which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 4 or elected to progress on points from Grade 4 at KC licensed Agility Shows and/or Orchard Events at Country Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 6 or 7.

Grade 6 (Senior)
Open to dogs, which have gained a first place in an Agility Class or three first places in Jumping Classes at Grade 5 at KC licensed Agility Shows and/or Orchard Events at Country Shows and are not eligible for Grade 3, 4, 5 or 7.

Grade 7 (Advanced)
Open to dogs, which have gained a minimum of 4 first places at Grade 6 at KC licensed Agility Shows and/or Orchard Events at Country Shows.  2 first places must be gained in Agility.(not Jumping) classes.

Open: (Grade 1 to 7) Open to all dogs eligible at that height.

Special:  **Open to large dogs that have not entered any other class other than Special.  This class is not open to dogs that have competed at standard height in the last 6 months.  **
The following equipment will not be used in special classes: Weave poles, Tyre, A frame.

Helter-skelter: A jumping course designed to reflect a spiral pattern. 
Steeplechase:   Standard jumping course without weave poles.
Large:  For those dogs measuring over 430mm (1′ 5″) at the withers.
Medium:  For those dogs measuring over 350 mm (1′ 1.75″) and measuring 430 mm (1′5″) or under at the withers.
Small:  For dogs measuring 350 mm (1′1.75″) or under at the withers.
Rules & Regulations

1.   Entry fees: £2.50 per dog, per class.
2.   The organisers reserve the right to refuse entries.

3. Puppies under eighteen calendar months of age on the first day of the show are not eligible for Agility Tests.

4. No person shall carry out punitive correction or harsh handling of a dog at any time within the boundaries of the Show.

5. Dogs must not wear slip chains, or leads but may wear a close fitting flat collar without a hanging tag, when under test.

6.   Food shall not be carried in the hand or given to the dog in the ring.
7.   No competitor shall impugn the decision of the judge or judges.

8.   In all matters concerning Agility Tests the Judge’s decision is final; in all other matters the Management of the event’s decision is final.

9.   Jump heights will be:  600 mm in classes 1, 2, 21, 22.  41, 42 650 mm for large dogs in all other classes:  450mm for medium dogs, 350 mm for Small dogs. 
  350 mm for Special large dogs.  Any other hurdle height changes will be announced prior to the competition.
10.   A dog will be withdrawn from competition and removed from test if it is:  A bitch, which is in season, suffering from any infectious diseases, interfering with the safety or chance of winning of an opponent.  Of such temperament or is so much out of hand as to be a danger to the safety of any person or other animal. Likely to cause suffering to the dog if it continues competing.
11.   In the event of abandonment of the show through circumstances beyond our control, the organisers will defray any such expenses from the entry fees to
  cover the cost of the show preparation.  The remainder moneys will be donated to dog related charity or charities.

12.   All dogs are entered at this show at their owners risk and whilst every care will be taken, the management of the show will not accept responsibility for loss,
  damage or injury however caused to dogs, persons or property whilst at the show.

13.   DOG FOULING – Any owner, competitor, or other person in charge of a dog is required to pick up and remove any fouling, as soon as possible. If a person in charge of a dog is seen to deliberately ignore this rule they will be asked to leave the show without refunds.
14. Classes: 1 & 2, 21 & 22,  41 & 42 class limit 75 per class.  Classes: 3 to 6,  23 to 26 & 43 to 46 limit 100 per class. Classes: 7 to 16.  23 to 32 limit 30 per class

15. Any bank charges incurred to the organisation by individual competitor’s circumstances will be recovered from that person.
16 Welfare of Dogs

Any exhibitor (or competitor) whose dog is entered at this event should take all reasonable steps to ensure the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should not knowingly put their dog’s health and welfare at risk by any action, default, omission or otherwise.  

Avoid your dog taking part in unnecessary exertion or from standing in exposed sunlight for extended lengths of time.

Remember, if you feel hot your dog is very likely to feel much hotter and dehydrated, and this could lead to dire results.  Please look after your dog’s welfare

Warning:  If your dog is found to be at risk, forcible entry to your vehicle may be necessary without liability for any damage caused.

In order to run these shows we need your help.  We ask everyone to give at least 1 hour of their time each day so that no-one person needs to do more unwillingly.
